Security Council Is Given Iran Resolution

Pressure Builds to End Tehran’s Nuclear Efforts

UNITED NATIONS, May 3 -- Britain, France and Germany presented the U.N.
Security Council on Wednesday with a draft resolution that urges states to restrict
nuclear trade with Iran and requires Tehran to halt enriching uranium or face
“further measures,” a veiled reference to possible sanctions.

Russia and China immediately signaled they will oppose the U.S.-backed resolution,
which demands that Iran halt nuclear research and development activities, and stop
construction on a heavy-water nuclear reactor at Arak because it could be used to
produce weapons-grade fuel. The resolution calls on governments to prevent the
transfer to Iran of all “items, materials, goods and technology” that could be used to
enrich or reprocess nuclear fuel or advance the Islamic state’s missile programs. The
resolution calls on the Vienna-based International Atomic Energy Agency to present

a report on Iran’s compliance with the demands to the IAEA board and the Security
Council.

Inglewood, April 17th, 2006

As students from neighboring secondary schools walked out of class
recently to protest immigration legislation, one Inglewood elementary
school imposed a lockdown so severe that some students were barred
from using the restroom. Instead, they used buckets placed in classroom
corners or behind teachers’ desks.

“Many of [the kids] were crying because they felt embarrassed,” she said.
“One girl was afraid other kids would see her.”

“The principal told us we had to use the bucket for the toilet because
something bad was happening outside, but our teacher said no,” said
Esmerelda Lopez, a fourth-grader. “And at recess, we went to the
bathroom.”

Worthington Elementary School is seven blocks from Morningside High
School, where fewer than 100 teenagers participated in the walkout.
Administrators said they feared that if elementary school children were
outside or in the open park behind the school, they would be swept into
the crowd of protesters.

But angry parents-and activists rejected that explanation, pointing out that
schools with adjoining campuses to Morningside High, such as Clyde
Woodworth Elementary and Monroe Middle School, did not implement
strict daylong lockdowns. Woodworth elementary was under lockdown fo
less than an hour, and Monroe initiated a lower-level “alert lockdown,” in
which staff kept watch over school gates.

“Through all my years in school, we never went through anything like this,”
said Davon Evans, whose daughter is a first-grader. “They had their privacy
taken away from them. That’s not right.”

Bush’s Vows Relief at the Pumps: But at What Cost?

President Bush on Tuesday, 25th decided to reduce prices at the gas
pumps by not filling the nation’s oil reserve whose contents would
only be used for emergencies. Bush also “urged the waiver of clean
air rules to ease local gas shortages and called for the repeal of $2
billion in tax breaks for profit-heavy oil companies.” (NY Post/April,
25)

" Democrats believe that Bush is only coming to this decision because
it is an election year and Republicans want to be looked at in a
positive light rather than risk loosing votes. There are still those
advocates of clean air and a pollution free environment for future
generations say that if clean air rules are relaxed it would create
long term problems that cannot be reversed. The White House could
not say how these decisions would affect oil prices but the ideal of
Bush is to bring lower gas prices all year long.

. The President also asked his administration to look into possible
price gouging by oil companies, and wants to prohibit tax cuts to the
huge oil companies which would in turn give consumers a relief at
the pump, “Cash flows are up,” Bush said. “Taxpayers don’t need
to be paying for certain of these expenses on behalf of the energy
companies.”

Bush says in order to make this idea work, the government has to
conserve the oil the country already has, and also look for alternative
fuels such as ethanol.

Is there going to be a significant decrease in gas prices in
the near future? Or is this another of Bush’s ideas that will only
benefit himself because it is an election year?

lives up to its reputation as an enchanted sanctuary — the “lost city”’ that Hiram Bingham stumble
across in 1911 while seeking the Inca civilization's final redoubt in the Andes. Some five centurie
later, Machu Picchu has joined the global must-see shortlist, drawing jet-setters, backpackers, new-
agers, eco-adventurers and regiments of package-tour travelers from Asia, Europe, the United States
and elsewhere. Nestled in the mist-shrouded mountains at about 8,000 feet, on the cusp between the
steamy jungle and the chilly.high valleys, the place evokes mystery. For many, a visit to Machu Picchu
is more of a pilgrimage than a tourist stop.
Almost all visitors arrive via the venerable PeruRail train, passing snowcapped peaks, furtous rapids
and Inca structures en route. Most passages cost $68 to $105 round trip from the former Inca capital,
Cuzco, 75 miles to the southeast. Some well-heeled visitors opt for the luxury “Hiram Bingham” coach,
at $495 round trip. The beer-commercial incident in 2000 that damaged the Intiwatana underscored
the image of a Peruvian government bent on sucking every last buck from its singular attraction.

After the September 11 attacks, to this country of opportunity,
immigration has begun to be seen through a homeland security
lens. This lens has placed much focus on the Mexican border, but
for some reason has overlooked the Canadian border. Mexican
immigration is seen as chaotic, illegal; dangerous and worst of all,
never-ending. The goal of American politicians is to make Mexican
immigration safe, legal, and-who would have guessed- selective.
The United States has a strategic interest in seeing Mexico
become a protective, prosperous and lawful buffer against
unregulated migration. One has to ask, how is that to happen? It
is doubtful that more funding would be the answer since enough
money goes into border control that it has lead to the cuts and loss
of many needed public service programs. If illegal immigration
is to be curtailed, the Southern neighbor deserves the same
treatment as the Northern neighbor. An open border and easier
acquisition of visas for Mexicans would not solve the problem, but

When people hear about immigration from Latin America it is usually assumed that it is to the U.S, but this is not always the case. People in Latin
America also immigrate to places like Europe. During the 1980, the lost decade, there has existed a connection between Europe and Latin America. The 80’s
are known as the lost decade in Latin America since many Latinos were driven from the continent. In the 80’s, it was Ecuador, Peru, and Brazil as well as other
countries from the southern tip of South America. Lately it has been people from Venezuela.

Many of the problems that Latin America countries had were because of companies that took advantage of unstable economies. In 1963 there was a world
wide economic recession. The OPEC Company controlled the prices of oil and decided to raise them. This greatly affected those countries with already unstable
economies and governments and debilitated the opportunity to improve. When the recession occurred the companies decided to give these countries loans that
they could use to reconstruct their economies. The countries that were the most vulnerable and had greatest need were the Latin American countries. During the
80’s the economic situation of these countries had not improved and they could not pay back the loans. By this time, oil prices had dropped. What were imposed
on these countries were structural readjustment policies. The World Bank demanded that these countries spend less money on social services. Along with this
there was great political instability and economic hyperinflation. One example is Bolivia whose money devaluated by 300% that Bolivians began a barter system.

In these years much of the immigration was to the United States and to Latin American countries that were more stable such as Brazil and Argentina. In
the 90’s, the United States began to close its doors to immigrants and began a more rigorous system of security checks; many immigrants would come with tourist
visas and stay. At the same time free movement within Europe was approved and Latin American people did not need visas to go to Europe. Many began to
immigrate to Europe as alternative, especially South American countries. This immigration increased as the United States imposed more and more restrictions.

When people immigrate, they tend to go where they have connections. The theory is that relatively homogenous groups tend to stick together. For
example, many people from Ecuador and Peru are farm workers and indigenous while people in Colombia are accustomed to urban centers. But this theory does
not really hold for those who immigrate to Europe. Immigration from Latin Americans is independent of levels of education. The workers mainly work in service
Jobs or hard labor and agriculture. There is also a huge market in domestic labor. In Spain there is a lot of agricultural work and they have a program similar to
that of the Bracero program of the US where workers may work for a few months and then return home. When one goes to the countries of origin, they expect
people from the same region to immigrate to the same area. This is simply not the case, families and communities are dispersed widely throughout Europe.

There is an overrepresentation of women in the demographics of the immigrants traveling to Europe. Many of these women work in domestic labor and
immigrate due to economic crisis. This is especially true in northern Italy. Most of these workers are single women or single mothers. Their levels of education
tend to be high school and some college these women are typically marginalized in the work force. The reason there is so many domestic workers in the southern
and Eastern Europe is because typically the northern European countries have much better social services that do not require the same job market of domestic
work. In countries such as Denmark and Switzerland they have incredible daycare systems where parents can leave
their children when they work. These services will take children to school and will offer after school activities and
programs. All of these services are free. In countries such as Italy and Spain this simply does not exist. Italy and
Spain are countries that are far behind in feminist rights. This is why many women need domestic help and results in
their hiring low paid immigrants. :

As the United States continues to criminalize and exploit immigrants, many more people will see Europe as an
alternative where there will be more opportunities and less hostility.

Muchas personas creen que la inmigracion
de Latinoamérica es solamente a los Estados
Unidos, pero ese pensamiento es falso. La
verdad es que hay muchos en Latinoamérica
que inmigran a lugares como Europa.
Desde los afios 80, la época perdida, ha
existido una conexién entre los de Europa y
Latinoamérica. ‘

Hasta el afio 1965 en los Estados Unidos
las alocuciones de visas fueron basadas
en el census, lo que resultaba en que los
inmigrantes que fueron dados visas eran
principalmente de origen europeo en el
norte. En esos tiempos, lo que hacian para
limitar el numero de inmigrantes del sur de
Europa, principalmente italianos, era darles
examenes de alfabetizo.

Africa es el continente con la poblacion mas

alta de personas internamente desplazadas (IDPs)

con numeros que alcanzan hasta un asombroso 13
millones en solo 19 paises. La mitad de la poblacion
desplazada del mundo reside en Africa. Los africanos
son reubicados por los conflictos y a las guerras civiles
dentro de sus. paises, incluyendo Sierra Leona, La
Republica Democratica del Congo, Liberia, Etiopia y
Angola. Estos paises han sido afectados por conflictos
violentos del control social, politico y econémico.

El conflicto mas recien de Sudan comenzd
en 2003 cuando guerilleros comenzaron atacar
sitios gobernares en Darfur. Los rebeldes dicen que

el gobierno favorece a la poblacion arabe sobre -

los africanos negros. Hay dos grupos guerilleros
principales, el ejército de la liberacion de Sudan
(SLA) y el movimiento de la justicia y de la igualdad
(JEM). El gobierno confiesa a movilizacién después
de un ataque guerrillero. Pero, los guerrilleros acusan
el gobierno de tener un acuerdo con los Janjaweed,
un grupo militar en Darfur, y con aumentando un
“limpiamiento étnico” de la poblacion negra. Los
campos exteriores fuera de las ciudades principales
de Darfur sen vigiladas por los Janjaweed y dice la
gente que matan y violan a las mujeres si van lejos de
los campos en blsqueda de lefa o0 agua. Los grupos
militares son responsables de tierra y de ataques aéreos
también de incendios, saqueos y secuestros de mujeres
y de nifios. Los conflictos supuestamente son causados
por diferencias raciales y religiosas pero un gran parte
de Darfur es musulmana y también negra. Es decir que

los conflictos son entre diferentes grupos étnicos. El
gobierno y los grupos guerrilleros firmaron un acuerdo
en abril de 2004 y ha habido negociaciones de la paz
pero los conflictos siguen.

Mas de un millon de
sudanés han salido del pais y cerca de seis millones han
mudado dentro del pais, mas que cualquier otro pais
en el mundo.

la mayoria viene de Darfur. Diez de millares de
refugiados sudaneses han huido a Kenia. Chad contiene
sobre 200.000 personas que han huido Darfur. Sudanés
de 4reas marginadas, tales como Sudan del sur y Darfur,
viven en campos en Khartoum, los cuales son atacados
regularmente por policia. Sus hogares son demolidos y
los obligan a huir més lejos de la capital. Los refugiados
no tienen acceso al agua, a hogares ni al
transporte.

191.000 de Eritrea, 15.000 de
Etiopia, 7.900 de Uganda, y
5.000 de Chad. '

Mas de 800.000 personas murieron en el
genocidio de Rwanda en 1994, cual duré
100 dias. El genocidio empezo cuando el
avion del presiente Juvenal Habyarimana,
cual era Hutu, fue atacado. Desde que los
colonos belgas llegaron en Rwandaen 1916
ha habido conflictos entre los hutus y los
tutsis. Aunque ambos grupos viven en la
misma tierra y hablan la misma lengua,
los belgas dividieron los grupos dandoles
tarjetas de identificacion. Los belgas
consideraron los tutsis a ser superiores a
los hutus y les ofrecieron mejores trabajos
y oportunidades. Un conflicto armado dio

lugar a la muerte de 20.000 tutsis en 1959. Entonces

en 1962, cuando Rwanda gané su independencia de
Bélgica, los hutu llegaron a tener poder sobre el pais.
Mas de 100.000 refugiados de Rwanda entraron a los
paises de Burundi, Tanzania, Zaire, y Uganda en los
principios de log afios 60. La frente patridtico rwandés
(RWP) fue formada durante el mismo tiempo y su
objetivo principal era sacar al presidente Habyarimana
de poder. Los RWPincluia a refugiados tutsi y algunos
hutus. Sigue siendo incierto quiénes eran responsable
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de la matanza del presidente. Los organizadores
principales del genocidio de 1994 eran oficiales del
gobierno, incluyendo el protector presidencial. El
protector presidencial pidio la muerte.de la oposicion
gubernamental. Pronto después comenzé la matanza
de 800.000 personas. Esos responsables de organizar
los asesinatos eran funcionarios militares, politicos,
hombres de negocios y un grupo de la milicia llamado
el Interhamwe, que significa “los que atacan juntos”.
Oficiales animaban a los ciudadanos a matar a sus
vecinos tutsi con ofreciéndoles comida, dinero o
terreno. En julio del mismo afio, el RWP declaré el
cesamiento de tiros cuando capturaron a Kigali. Pronto
después se estableci6 un nuevo gobierno multi-étnico
y Pasteur Bizimungu, un hutu, se hizo presidente.
Sobre 500 personas han sido condenados a la muerte
y sobre 100.000 todavia estan encarcelados mientras

3 millones de personas han muerto en el Congo
debido a los conflictos violentos. Rwanda justifica
su presencia en el Congo con decir que se estan
protegiendo contra la previa milicia rwandés que fue
derrotada y huyo al Congo en 1994. Los congoleses

que viven en campos de refugiados en Sudén;
300.000 Angolans en Zambia, Congo-Kinshasa
en Namibia; 165:000 Sahrawi en Argelia; 270.000
Somalis en Kenia, Yemen, Djibouti y Etiopia;
330.000 Burundians en Tanzania, Congo-Kinshasa
y Rwanda; 330.000 liberianos a través del oeste de
Africa; y 475.000 sudaneses en varios paises. www.

| half of the world’s displaced population resides

in Africa. Africans are being relocated due to
conflicts and civil wars within their countries, including Sierra Leone, the Democratic
Republic of the Congo, Liberia, Ethiopia and Angola. These countries have long been
affected by violent conflicts of social, political and economic control.

The latest conflict in Sudan began in 2003 when rebel groups began attacking
government targets in Darfur. The rebels claim that the government is favoring the
Arab population over black Africans. There are two main rebel groups, the Sudan
Liberation Army (SLA) and the Justice and Equality Movement (JEM). The government
admits to mobilizing self defense militias following rebel attacks. Although, rebels
accuse the government of working with the Janjaweed, an armed militia group in
Darfur, and perpetrating an “ethnic cleansing” of the black population. The Janjaweed
patrol camps outside of Darfur’s main towns and Darfurians say men are killed and

Africa is by far the continent with the

women are raped if they go too far outside the camp in search of firewood or water.

Militia groups are responsible for land and aerial attacks as well as burning, looting
and kidnapping of women and children. The conflicts are supposedly fueled by racial
and religious differences but a large population of Darfur is Muslim and also black,
therefore, the conflicts are between different ethnic groups.The government and the
two rebel groups signed a ceasefire in April 2004 and there have been peace talks
but conflicts still continue.

Over two million people have died due to armed conflicts in Sudan. Over a
million Sudanese have left the country and close to six million have been displaced
within the country, more than any other country in the world. It is also the country
with the largest amount of people recently displaced in 2004, roughly 1 million, most
of which are in Darfur. Tens of thousands of Sudanese refugees fled to Kenya. Chad is
also home to over 200,000 people that have fled Darfur. Sudanese from marginalized
areas such as South Sudan and Darfur live in camps in Khartoum. These camps
are regularly raided by the police, and homes are demolished, in order to relocate
their inhabitants even further from the country’s capital. Refugees often do not
have access to water, housing and transport and thousands suffer from diseases
such as malaria and kala azar, a tropical disease that occurs along the Nile. The UN
Office for Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA) estimates that smce 1989 at
least 665,000 IDPs have been forcibly relocated in Khartoum State
- some 300,000 since 2004. Sudan is also host to refugees from
other countries. According to the US Committee for Refugees and
Immigrants in 2005 Sudan was host to 225,000 refugees, 191,000
of whom originated from Eritrea, 15,000 from Ethiopia, 7,900 from
Uganda, and 5,000 from Chad.

Over 800,000 people died in the Rwandan genocide of 1994,
which lasted 100 days. The genocide was sparked when the plane
of President Juvenal Habyarimana, a Hutu, was shot down. Since
the Belgian colonists arrived in Rwanda in 1916 there have been
conflicts between the Hutus and the Tutsis. Although both groups
live on the same land and speak the same language, the Belgians
divided the groups by giving the identification cards. The Belgians
believed the Tutsis to be superior to the Hutus and therefore were
granted better jobs and opportunities. An armed conflict resulted
in the death of 20,000 Tutsis in 1959. Then in 1962, when Rwanda
gained its independence from Belgium, the Hutu came to power.
~ More than 100,000 Rwandese refugees entered the countries of
Burundi, Tanzania, Zaire, and Uganda in the early 1960s. The
Rwandan Patriotic Front (RWP) was formed during the same time
and its primary aim was to take down president Habyarimana. RWP

consisted of Tutsi refugees and some Hutus. It is still uncertain who was responsible

for the killing of the president. The main organizers of the genocide of 1994 were
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high ranking government officials,
including the Presidential Guard. The
presidential guard ordered the death
of the government opposition. Soon
thereafter, the slaughter of 800,000
people began. Those responsible of
organizing the murders were military
officials, politicians, businessmen
and a militia group called the
Interhamwe, which means “those
who attack together.” Government
officials encouraged civilians to kill
their Tutsi neighbors and gave them
incentives by, offering food, money
or land. In July of the same year
the RWP declared ceasefire when
they captured Kigali. Soon after a
new multi ethnic government was
formed and Pasteur Bizimungu,
a Hutu, became president. Over
500 people have been sentenced
to death and over 100,000 are still
in prison while the search to punish those responsuble for the death and violence
continues.

Rwandan troops have also invaded nearby Democratlc Republic of Congo
(DCR). Over 3 million people have died in the Congo due to violent conflicts. Rwanda
justifies its presence in the Congo by saying they are protecting themselves from
the old Rwandan militia that was defeated and fled to the Congo in 1994. Congolese
officials believe that Rwanda wants control over their mineral wealth. The Democratic
Republic of Congo has had 2.3 million IDPs.

These are only few of the many African countries involved in civil
conflicts. There are an estimated 3.25 million refugees and asylum seekers. There
is approximately 280,000 Eritreans living in refugee camps in Sudan; 300,000
Angolans in Zambia, Congo-Kinshasa and Namibia; 165,000 Sahrawi in Algeria;
270,000 Somalis in Kenya, Yemen, Djibouti and Ethiopia; 330,000 Burundians
Tanzania, Congo-Kinshasa and Rwanda; 330,000 Liberians across West Africa; and
475,000 Sudanese in various countries. www.forcedmigration.com http://news.bbc.

THE MEXICANS: A PORTRAIT OF A
PEOPLE

The Mexicans, by Patrick Oster, gives a clear glimpse into the lives of the
United States’ southern neighbor. Oster’s work is a versatile portrait of a country
in crisis—poverty, class tensions, and political corruption—told through the stories
of individuals. His approach in focusing on 20 different people is to use them as a
reason to discuss the larger issue that they represent: immigration to el norte.

From Miguel Tostado we learn of the dangers in crossing the border. The
crossing is not only expensive, but it also involves the risk of being robbed and,
in Miguel’s case, a near death experience of almost suffocating in a boxcar with
eighteen other men who had been virtually cooked to death. The story of Augustin,

“an honest cop, reveals how many in the Mexican police force use torture to solve
crimes and demand bribes to protect and serve. The book also encounters Julio
Scherer Garcia who has disturbing things to say of how the Mexican government
controls the press; Pablo Téllez Falcon as the leader of 2500 people who live in
Santa Fe, a vast tableau of garbage which the people survive off; and many other
disquieting stories. '

Moving from México City to remote Indigenous towns Oster tells the story of
Mexicans whose lives expose the reasons why many risk their live to have the
opportunity of living in the United States.
