For Alethea Crespo (2001) there is no greater sat­

isfaction than seeing families bonding ,vith their 

laughing, s1niling children as she guides them 
through aquatic therapy. 

"The kids I work with vary because some have rare 

chro1nosomal deletion or seizure disorder or 
autism ... but I 1nostly work v.rith babies," said Cre­

spo. 

Crespo is the director of therapeutic programs at 
the Rose Bov.rl Aquatic Center in Pasadena. She 

"vorks v.iith a talented staff of 35 to design innova­

tive "varn1 water therapy programs for kids "vith 
special needs.

"The kids just love being in the water. It is a crazy

on Disabilities. 

"I cannot do what I do "vithout the people I'1n sur­
rounded with ... and I think I have all the right 

pieces in place, and v.rithout them I ,votildn't be 

able to offer all of the programs that we have for 

the capacity that ,ve do."

Three years ago Fresno State student and theatre 

enthusiast Quentin Sanford, 25, started a technol­
ogy-focused ente1tainment media licensing com­

pany, BroadwaY- l\1edia Distribution (BMD), in 

Downtown Fresno. 

BMD provides backdrop-replacing ani1nated 

scenic videos to amateur theatres, and in three 
short years has developed a 'vVorldv.ride base of 

custo1ners. With Sanford's passion for both art 

and business, he has been able to successfully de­
velop this co1npany which serves a great purpose. 

"I've always been an a1tist and have been able to 

develop art in many different functions, and I also 

knovv how to represent n1yself. So I'm able to 

bridge the gap between the artist and the buyer, 

n1aking sure the artist gets paid and the buyer 
gets so1nething real. Bl\1D serves that purpose," 

said Sanford. 

Itself a s1nall business (they have a staff of eight), 

BMD works to ensure small theaters 'vvith small 

operating budgets have access to high quality con­

tent. Sanford also wants to educate the 1narket 
about the usefulness of a con1pany like his own. 

"There is ah-vays a hurdle ... and for most s1nall 

businesses it is the cash flow 'vvithout hu1ting rela­

tionships, and it's always a battle and it's so1ne­

thing I have learned," Sanford said, "I don't own 

any a1t. I represent those artists and I get to sell 

their amvork to dese1ving companies all around 
the 'vVorld and they are going to get a cut of every 

sale for the rest of their lives," Sanford said.

"We signed some deals 'vvith publishers that 'vvill 

take effect in the spring and we are going to be 
able to jump from targeting 2 percent of the 1nar­

ket to 70 percent of the market," Sanford said. "In 

the next five years of the company, we are going 

to see pretty a1nazing exponential growth, and the 

'vvay our model is developed 'vvith the contracted 
artist. .. we are going to be able to scale that very 

fluently and still have no problem being head­

quartered right here in Fresno." 

Sanford hopes to graduate in the next year v.rith a 

degree in business management.

The !vlarjaree Mason Center recently presented 

Lori Hamada (1984) "vith one of its Top Ten Pro­
fessional Won1en A,vards for "[serving] as a role 

model and [giving] back to [the] community." 

Hamada was no1ninated for the award by her col­

leagues at the AI1\1S Center for !via th and Science 
Education, where she has been the executive di­

rector since 2014. Hamada believes she received 
iliis honor not just for the work she's acco1n­

plished since 2014, but over the course of her en­

tire career in education, starting in 1985. 

"I'm from Kingsburg, and I went from Kingsburg 

directly to UC Davis, which was quite a leap of 

faith. I'm [a first generation college sh1dent], and 

I iliought I wanted to go into veterinary medi­

cine ... [and] no one "vas really advising women at 
iliat ti1ne to go into sciences," Hamada said. 

After taking a chemistry class, Hamada decided 
she didn't want to pursue veterina1y medicine 

and, ,vitl1 no one to encourage her to keep going, 

changed her 1najor to con1puter programming. In 

program1ning, Hamada used ilie programming 

and mathe1natics skills she lea1ned in high school, 

and after realizing her natural affinity for 1naili, 

she decided to change her major to mathematics 
and become a teacher. She h·ansferred to Fresno 

State "vhere she got her t eaching credential and 

graduated in Dece1nber of 1984. 

In January, Hamada began teaching math at 
Chowchilla Middle School, and ilien spent a year 

at Madera High. She was ilien recruited by her 

alma 1nater, Kingsburg High, where she taught for 

12 years.

"I was asked to teach calculus and trig ... and I re­

quested eve1y single year to have at least one sec­

tion of algebra one. If you teach algebra, you see 

kids struggling. You see kids repeating. You see 

kids failing. And I "vas pretty dedicated to work­
ing Mth tl1ose shldents." 

"And "vhen "ve started a non-English speaking re­

n1edial course, I requested that class because I 
wanted to help those kids fill their gaps. So iliere 

\.Vere many years \.vhere I was teaching ilie highest 

level maili and the most ent1y level class ... but I 

iliink I learned ilie n1ost fron1 ilie kids that were 
struggling, and I think it's in1portant for teachers 

to be open to learning fron1 ilieir students." 

Hamada began \.vorking at ilie Fresno County Of­

fice of Education in 1998, as the mathematics co­

ordinator. 

"The role of a coordinator is to he a support for the 

different districts "'11thin ilie county. As I sta1ted 

"vorking "'11th [teachers and adininistrators] and 

being in classrooms and offering to help and do 

"vorkshops, the requests started flowing in. By the 

ti1ne I left 12 years later, there were nine of us, not 
just me. 'vVe really built up a reputation at the 

county office of being able to help dist1icts im­

prove their mathe1natics depa1tment." 

During tl1is time Ha1nada also started Math on 
Call- a local television progran1 that allowed stu­

dents to call in and get tuto1ing fron1 teachers on-

Hamada ilien worked as ilie director of a nonprof­

it, CPM Educational Program, for t"vo years be­
fore beco1ning a principal in Cenh·al Unified 

School District. In 2014 Ha1nada \.Vas contacted 

by the CEO of the Ail\1S Foundation, Richard 

Thiessen. He asked Hamada to be the director of 
ilie new All\1S Center, located on the Fresno Pa­

cific University campus.

Since its founding in 2013, Bitwise has seen over 2,000 people 
attend its Geekwise Academy to receive training in how to code. 
It launched over 20 startups with $100 million projected 
aggregate revenue for its companies.

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CHRISTOPHER R. MEYER IS NEW DEAN OF 
COLLEGE OF SCIENCE AND MATHEMATICS 

Dr. Christopher R. Meyer, a Central Valley native who currently 

is a program director in the Division of Biological Infrastructure 

at the National Science Foundation in Arlington, VA, is the new 

dean of the College of Science and Mathematics at Fresno 

State. 

Meyer is a biochemist with extensive teaching, mentoring and 

leadership at Cal State Fullerton. He has a vision for 

collaborative and synergistic scientific research related to 

water, food and energy, said Provost Lynnette Zelezny, who 

announced the appointment. Meyer will start at Fresno State 

this summer. 

An alumnus of the California State University system, Dr. Meyer 

will bring vision and stability to the College of Science and 

Mathematics, and research prominence to Fresno State and the 

Central Valley. 

Meyer started his second appointment in August 2015 at the 

National Science Foundation (NSF), where he participates in 

management of the Research Experience for Undergraduates 

program, leads the Research Coordination Network for 

Undergraduate Biology Education program and serves as the 

biology representative for several NSF programs, including the 

Inclusion Across the Nation of Learners of Underrepresented 

Discoverers in Engineering and Science program. 

His NSF-funded lab focuses on the generation of biodegradable 

and renewable carbon sources. 

Meyer joined the faculty at Cal State Fullerton in 1994 after 

postdoctoral research at Michigan State University. He served 

as chair of the Department of Chemistry and Biochemistry from 

2010-15. 

He developed and taught innovative lab, lecture, and general 

education courses to diverse undergraduates and master's 

degree students, and successfully integrated research into a lab 

course resulting in a high impact paper with student authors. 

His experiences at Fullerton also include service as the acting 

coordinator for the Health Professions Committee, acting 

director of the NIH Minority Scientist Development Program, 

liaison for Research and Faculty Grant Writing, and as a 

governing board member of the CSU Program for Education 

and Research in Biotechnology. 

He also served as a mentor for the Howard Hughes Medical 

Institute program. 

Meyer has brought in millions of dollars in external funding and 

published and presented work with students at many regio na I, 

national, and international meetings. His students have won 

regional and national awards for their research and gone on to 

top graduate and professional schools as well as successful 

careers in industry. 

He has also served as principal investigator on significant 

conference grants, including an innovative Ideas Lab that 

brought together scientists from the U.S. and U.K. to 

collaborate on enhancing photosynthesis, and a national 

conference in Fullerton focusing on enhancing student 

centered research at predominantly undergraduate 

institutions. 

He earned a bachelor's degree in chemistry from California 

State University, Chico in 1985 and his Ph.D. in biochemistry 

from the University of California, Riverside in 1990. He served 

as a postdoctoral scholar (1990-93) and a visiting research 

assistant professor (1993-94) at Michigan State University.
