The initial reportof the results of the
pilot program operated jointly by the Human
Resources Unit of the State Employment Ser-
vice at 970 W, Julian Street, and the Plans
for Progress Unit of FMC of San Jose was
made today by Mrs. Margot Savage, Manager
of the State Employment Service, and P, L.

Olsen, Plans for Progress Coordinator of
FMC. The purpose of the project, which was
initiated June 8, 1967, was to recruit hard
core unemployed and to refer them for train-.
ing and placement in var ious divisions of
FMC.

A special section called the Human
Resources Development Unit was established
in the State Employment Service office in A-
pril 1967. This unit was given the responsi-
bility for using "outreach methods" to locate
the hard core unemployed who otherwise did

not come into the local office. To do this the*
counselors and employment community work-+

ers assigned to the HRD Unit worked with
the Reemployment Unit of the Welfare De -
partment, Operation Mainstream Staff of the
EOC, the Service Centers of the EOC, the:
Probation Department of Santa Clara County
and the various Mexican-American projects
and organizations in the community.

The State Employment Service pro-
vided prevocational training directed primar-
ily at the hard core unemployed who were
heads of households. The training included:

1. Employer expectations;

2. Completion of work applications;

3. On the job expectations;

4. Union activity;

5. Wages and benefits;

6. Group counseling;

7. Cultural heritage;

The two men were referred by
the Human Resources Deve-
lopment unit of the State
Employment Service and are
employed at the Defense
Technology Laboratories of
FMC Corporation.

8. How to lose a job and the

consequences.

In addition the applicants were given
orientation training at FMC prior to going to
work.

Mrs. Savage said that in connection
with the Pilot Program at FMC, the report
shows there were 53 referrals made. Out of
this number, 25 are currently working as ma-
terial handlers, machine operators and ge-
neral helpers. She went on to say that the
characteristics of the applicants varied. For
example, the ages of the applicants were: 1
under 20 years of age; 9 between 20-29; 9
from 30-39; and 6 were from 40-49, As far
as education is concerned, 1 person each had
completed the 3rd, the 4th, the 5th, the 7th
and lith grade of education; 3 had completed
the 9th grade, 4 had completed the 10th grade;
the largest group was 7 with an 8th grade edu-
cation, Only 5 were high school graduates,
and one had more than high school, 13 appli-
cants were welfare clients; 7 were from Oper-
ation Mainstream (EOC); 1 was from the De-
partment of Vocational Rehabilitation; and the
remainder came from various other outreach
services. As far as work experience is con-
cernerd, most of them were unskilled. Some
had not worke d in a steady job or had any
training for the prior 6 months; 8 had not
worked inthe past year; and 6 had not worked
in 2 years; 3 had not worked for 3 months;
and only 3 were unemployed for a month or
less; one had never held a steady job.

The HRD Unit personnel, as part of
their follow-up service, have madetrips from
time to time to the FMC plant to discuss the
progress of the worker withthe worker him-
self. In some cas es they have visited the

worker in his home after he had become em-
ployed. This type of follow up is done to make
sure that the services provided by the HRD
Unit are meaningful as far as the individual
is concerned. Mr. Rudy Calles, the liaison
representative between HRD and FMC, has
had the help of Robert Magdaleno and Evelyn
Jones, two other employment community
workers in the HRD Unit.

Mrs, Savage saidthat becausethis Pi-
lot Program has met with success, the office
is continuing to make similar arrangements

with other employers in the area.

National Gl Forum Convention Report

Our Chairman Dave Sierra (San Jose
GI Forum Chapter) attended the National GI
Forum Convention at Denver, Colorado, on
August 3, thru August 6, 1967. After return-
ing from Denver he immediately gave us the
following summary and personal observations
of the meeting:

The Denver GI Forum Chapter rose to
the occasion and was an excellent host. The
convention was well planned and considerable
headway was made in disposing of old busi-
ness. The selection of the national officers
was effected amid the usual drama and vote
trading typical of all conventions. Mr. Luis
P.Tellez, incumbent and brother of our chap-
ter's Mr. Dan P. Tellez, was again elected
National Chairman. He defeated Mr. Larry
Montoya, the only other candidate, of San
Diego, Calif. The elected Vice - Chairman
was Mr. Eddie Terrones of Washington D.C.
who defeated Mr. Angel Morales of Califor-
nia, Mr. Luis Juarez of Mjchigan, and Dr.
L.G. Lopez of Kansas, The convention elect-
ed Mrs. D. G. Coronado of Austin, Texas the
National Chairman of the GI Forum Ladies
Auxiliary. She defeated Mrs. Irene Moralez
by one vote.

Our Mr. Dan Campos, past California
State Chairman, was nominated for National
Chairman but declined due to other pressing
obligations. The inquiries that our Chairman
Dave Sierra received concerning the availa-
bility of our Mr,.Robert Rodriguez for nation-
al office were inspiring. Mr, Rodriguez, Na-
tional Editor of The American GI Forum of
the U.S.is a national figure known for his de-
dication to excellence in his work and un-
flinching devotion to the Mexican-American

cause,

The highlight of the convention was
the testiomonial banquet at the Hilton of Den-|
ver honoring our Founder Dr. Hector P, Gar-|
cia. A capacity crowd was enlightened by a '
ninety minute speech by Dr. Gareia. Other

distinguished speakers atthe event were pre-’
sidential appointee Vicente Jimenez who spoke
in Spanish and Dr. Howard Hickman, presi-

dent of the Unive rsity of Colorado. The
themes of the speeches of course dealt with

present and projected progress of the Mexi-

can-American people in general,

Beforeadjourning, the convention se-
lected Corpus Christi, Tex. as the site for
the 1968 convention and Cheyenne, Wyo. for
the 1969 convention. T he Chairman of the
Cheyenne G I Forum Chapter, Paul Kelly,
made a memorable presantation in behalf of
his chapter and won the day. He proudly cited
the fact that his 167 members in good stand-
ing owntheir club house and have hadthe Na-
tional Chairman Mr. Luis P. Tellez as a
guest; and that during this occasion they wel-
comed the National Chairman with a sixty car
motorcade through main street, a three hun-
dred people reception, and the presence of
the Governor of the State.

The convention also selected SanJose,
California for the site of the Major Confer-
ence in February 1968. The San Jose GI Fo-
rum Chapter will be the host and since this
event will coincide with our Coronation Ball
we expect a most memorable event.

Comentario Sobre UNA CARTA........

""Comentaré una carta que me fue en-
viada de Fremont y que recibi por conducto
de la Oficina del Reverendo Padre Peina, ya
que me fue dirigida a la direccidn de la Igle-
siade la Sagrada Familia . . . . aunque la se-
flora que me la escribe no me pide que no de
su nombre, creo que es mejor pasarlo por
alto, ella me dice que tiene dos hijas nacidas
en este Pafs, que su esposo y ella son de So-
nora, y que ve con mucho sentimiento que sus
hijas no la quieren pues desearian tener una
mama americana, en otras palabras, que se
averguenzan de ella . .. .no me da detalles,
ne me dice que edad tienen las chicas, asi
que solo trataré de comentar la carta sindar
exactamente un consejo, pues no puedo darlo
sin saber los pormenores del caso.

Un nifio que es traido a los Estados
Unidos por sus padres, o que nace en este
pais dentro de un hogar de ascendencia His-
panoamericana, se enfrenta a un trauma si-
cologico tremendo debido al inevitable cho-
que de dos culturas, en su hogar se hablara
fundamentalmente el espaiol, y el estarad o-
bligado a asistir a una escuela en la que solo
se habla inglés y donde ademas se le induce
a olvidar su idioma materno, ain cuando en
inglés, no puede entenderse con sus padres.

Las escuelas han dejado pasar desa-
percibida la riqueza potencial del nifio bilin-
gue y en vez de alentarlo a conservar su
idioma materno despertando su orgullo por
su patrimonio cultural le inculcan la idea de
que debe olvidarlo.

El nifo entonces empieza a sentir un
sentimiento de verguenza hacia aquello que
le hace sentirse diferente a sus demas com-
paferos de escuela, no se siente orgulloso de
llevar a sus condiscipulos a su casa, porque
ellos no pueden entenderse con sus padres,
sentimiento de esa falta de
comunicacion entre padres e hijos a causa
del idioma, va abriendo un abismo en las re-
laciones familiares. Por otra parte una gran
mayoria del mexicano que integra nuestra
colonia, carece de educacidon adecuada debi-
do especialmente al bajo nivel econdmico que
le obligd a trabajar desde pequeiios yque no
les permitid hacer estudios que los capaciten
para ayudar a la educacién de sus hijos.

Muchos de nuestros compatriotas an-
tes de venir a este pais, no conocieron mas
que su pueblo, un pueblo pequefio donde solo
conocieron la pobreza, donde no llegaba qui-
z4s ese Progreso gque avanza paso a paso por
todo México, no fueron suficiente tiempoa la
