WE ARE TOO GOOD FOR THIS
SOCIETY....

The meaning of " We " in the title of
this essay is the peoples of Mexican back-
ground. " Too Good " is not meant to be
regarded as exaggerated opinions of our-
selves.

We are a proud people and our racial
background is a mixture of Caucasoid,
European, Mediterranean Spanish, and
Mongoloid Indian. Our basic culture is
Indian, thisbeing the stronger of our Ethnic

characteristics,

Our history has been one of subjuca-
tion, bloodshed and inter -termoil af the
hands of intruding powers, revolutions
against tyrannical governmentis and for the
greater percentage of the rural population
a continuous struggle for existence.

There is warm togetherness within our
family structure which creates asolid foun-
dation for unity. Since most of us have
several brothers and sisters the concept of
sharing is one that we grow up with, There
is an oldsaying amongst our parents, " that
if there is but one tortilla on the table it
shall be divided for everyone i There is
always room for a new baby and his arrival
bringson a shower of attention and affec-
tion. The placement of older relatives in
" Institutions for the Aged ) is unheard
of within our cultural patterns, This is
considered an essential part of the exten-
ded family which helps to provide a strong
unit for any assistance, especially in times
of crisis or decisions.

Living within two cultures can cause a
number of problems and since no one is
promised a tomorrow our orientation is
neither the future nor the past but only the
present,

These family patterns may change with
the process of acculturation beliefs and
values necessary fo live effectively within
the dominate group of thisso called * Ame-
rican Society ; however, this may take a
generation or two of assimulation which,
of course, remains to be seen.

Thus, within this background and for
the most of us, an inadequate education

or the lack of a highly defined industrial
skill we are then expected to compete for
jobs with the aggressive, self -assured,
adroit individual. For the prospective
applicant this may mean the uncomfortable
experience of taking a qualifictition test
which iswell known to us asrecially biased.
If acceptably placed, he soon becomes
aware of the fact that promotions or more
meaningful duties are awarded to the indi-
vidual from the dominate society.

It matters not if we are born here or
serve in the armed forces in times of con-
flict, we still experience the bitterness of
discrimination, prejudice and deceit, be-
cause the power of the established authority,
knows too well where lies their area of
least resistance, This dominating attitude
may prevail because of fear; fear of an
unknown future which could possibly
change the basic principles and declara-
tions upon which this nation was formulated,
Sowhere is the justice and equality that is
taught to everyone?

We hold these truths fo be self-evident
that all men are created equal, that they
are endowed by their creator with certain
unalienable Rights, that among these are
Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.
