Small Claims Court

If you are moving out of your house or
apartment and are having trouble getting
your deposit back, or if someone else owes
you under $500 you can go to Small Claims
Court to get it back. Small Claims Court is
a special court where ordinary people can
get a legal action for money owed to them
without the expense of a lawyer.

The Court has special rules as follows:

1) The Court can't award anything but
money. This means that if anything else is
asked for, like the return of property, the
suit must be taken to a higher court.

2) The maximum amount Small Claims
Court can award is $500. If the suit is for
'more money it also must be taken to a higher
court.

3) Neither the plaintiff, (the person mak-
ing the claim), nor the defendant, (the per-
son being sued), can be represented by an
attorney in the Court proceedings.

If you want to collect a claim through the
Small Claims Court, visit the office of the
Clerk of the Municipal Court in the area in
which the defendant lives. The San Jose-
Milpitas Municipal Court Clerk's office is at
200 West Hedding St., San Jose.

The fee for filing your Small Claims Court
action is $2.00. The clerk will give you a form
to fill out, and will help you complete it. If
you wish, you may take the form home to
prepare it. Be sure you know the full and
accurate name and address of the person or
persons you are suing.

After you have filled out the form, called
the Declaration of Complaint, it must be
served on the defendant, either by Certified
Mail, or personally. The cost of serving the
Declaration by Certified Mail is $1.50 per
defendant. If you can't serve the Defendant
by Certified Mail, you can have any private
person or the Sheriff's Office serve a copy
of the Declaration upon the defendant per-
sonally. You or any other party to the suit
may not serve the papers. To have the
Sheriff's Office serve them, take the Decla-
ration and the copy to the Civil Department
of the Sheriff's Dffice, and give them exact
instr uctions where the defendant can be
found (home or business address).

— Before you file, remember hat if you

lose, you don't have the right to appeal.
However, if the defendant loses, he or she
does have a right to appeal to the Superior
Court. If you, as plaintiff, are in turn sued
by the defendant and lose, you can appeal
that decision against you.

— Be sure to bring with you any written
evidence, photographs, receipts, written
estimates of damage, contracts, drawings,
reports and any and all .other physical evi-
dence that you might think relevant to your
case. If you have trouble remembering all
your facts or think you'll have trouble stating
them, you can write out your statement be-
forehand and read it to the Judge.

— If you have witnesses, it is best that
you bring the witnesses into Court to testify
under oath. However, if your witnesses are
working or otherwise unavailable, the Court
may allow you to submit a notarized state-
ment of the witnesses.

If you are the defendant, the person be-
ing sued:

— If you don't owe the money as
claimed, be sure to go to Court on the
hearing date. If you don't appear, the Court
may rule against vou.

— If you owe the plaintiff some money,
but not all that is claimed, go to Court and

tell the Judge you owe the person so much
money but not the full amount demanded
by the plaintiff. Even if you owe all the
money demanded by the plaintiff, you can
go to Court, admit that you owe the money,
but ask the Judge for a "stay of execution,”
so that you don't have to pay the money
until a certain date, or ask for a payment
plan to pay the money by installments, so
your wages or other personal property won't
be taken by the Sheriff in satisfaction of the
judgment.

— Like the plaintiff, be sure you bring
with you any available evidence to prove
your case.

— In your defense make sure the plaintiff
doesn't ‘demand "interest" or "carrying
charges," or "collecticn fees" that aren't
provided for by law or by a written contract.

— If a default judgment has been taken
against you because you didn't show up at
the hearing, you can have the judgment set
aside. You must, however, apply promptly



on forms available at the Clerk's Office and
you must show a good reason why you
weren't at the hearing at the right time. If
the judgment is set aside you may have the
hearing date reset for a later time.

— If you have a claim against the plain-
tiff, make sure you file a counter-clajm
against him or her. Get the forms for filing
your counter-claim from the Clerk's Office
well before the hearing date, then serve a
copy of the counter-claim on the plaintiff at
least 48 hours before the hour set for the
original hearing. If the counter-claim is for
more than $500, you may have to get an
attorney and transfer the case from the
Small Claims Court to a higher court.

What's it like being a television news re-
porter?

"Looking at the events unfold before me
is quite an exhilarating experience. | wouldn't
trade it for the world," said Rene Cantu,
KNTV Channel 11 daily news reporter and
weekend producer of local news programs.

"Sometimes | say to myself, this is really
unfair. There are people all over the county
sitting in their offices, factories, or wherever,
who've passed by a fire, accident, or will
read in tonight's newspapers about some
decision a politician has made, and | will have
talked to that politician, or | will have been at
that fire or accident.

"I'm being paid to be nosey," said Cantu.

"And not only is it enjoyable, it's a re-
sponsibility. With any privilege entails a re-
sponsibility. And in the case of journalism,
what you're doing is becoming involved in
what's happening around you. And at the
same time, you have the responsibility to tell
the people what's happening without putting
you're feelings into it.

"l feel that is the most important thing—
to get the information across without pro-
jecting your own personal feelings."

Does Cantu see himself as a latino re-
porter, writing strictly latino stories?

"l fry not to be a representative of my-
self. | am a representative of the station |
work for. A lot of people, especially minority
people, have trouble relating to that. They
figure, well, you're a Chicano. You're out
there and you should be doing just Chicano
stories.

"Well that would be self-defeating and
destructive. Because, if | were to just do
that, | would limit the opportunity to de-
velop in other areas. Whenever | can, | try
to do stories of a latino nature because I'm
for’(unafe enough to be bicultural and bi-
llngua.l. I' may be able to detect a shade of
meaning that would allude a person who

doesn't speak Spanish or hasn'+ i
the Chicano culture. e

"As far as being a representative of my
culture, | hope that through my image | am
showing both the latino and general com-
munity we're not all stiting under cactus
plants dreaming about the next bottle of
tequila or we're not all stealing hubcaps from
the Eastridge parking lot.

"There are productive members in our
society. Intelligence and ability is not limited
to blonde blue-eyed Stanford graduates,”
said Cantu.

What does Rene do as a newsman?
What's a typical day like?

"A typical day starts around 8:30 a.m.
We come in and get our hearts pumping by
having a cup of coffee while going over
story ideas. | don't think any form of jour-
nalism would dream of going to work with-
out first listening to the newscast on the
radio. We listen to KCBS, KXRX or any
other news that's available," said Cantu.

There are so many reporters from differ-
ent agencies, and yet the stories in the news-
paper and television are the same? Why?

""Radio, television, and newspapers are
getting their information from the same
source—the wire services. :

The same maijor stories will be recognized
by everybody. If Jimmy Carter or Gerry
Ford comes to town, that's going to be your
top story. | don't care where you are. We
do try to recognize local stories from San
Jose and as far south as Gilroy and Watson-
ville. We're also hooked up to our naho.nal
affiliate, ABC (The American Broadcasting
Company)."

Cantu also said news reporters are a close-
knit and very competitive group WI_1° a}:e
after the same big stories. This explains the
similarity in all news and stories and broad-
casts. d

However, exclusive information is gl{afde
from other newspeople with tight-lip se-
curity.

"We don't say: Hey listen, | hear fomor

row morning there's going to be a drug bust

;_4



and we're the only ones who know about it,
but Il let you in on it because | like the
way you drive, or something,” he said laugh-
ingly.

"l don't work that way. If you have an
exclusive, you protect it."

Now that we understand some of the
basics, let's go back to what a typical day
is like.

"We go out as a two person crew, a re-
porter and a camera person. First we try
to set up our stories by phone. We get to
the story location at a specified time, set up
the lights and camera, ask our questions,
and get out of the way as soon as possible."

The average story might take forty-five
minutes according to Cantu. In an average
day he might do three of them. Time also
must be added for driving to and from each
story. All of this must be accomplished be-
fore a 12:30 p.m. film deadline. Cantu will
have lunch while the film is being processed.

"By the time you've come back from
lunch, the film is processed," said Cantu.
"It'll take you a good hour to gather your
thoughts, organize things and type the
script. Sometime you have to do it in less
time. Script deadline time is at 3:30 p.m.
When the script should be in the hands of
the editor and producer.

"If a 747 plows into—let's say—City Hall
at 3:30 p.m., it puts a serious crimp on what
we've already done. Since we are a small
operation, film is edited by the same person
who shot the film. There's only three film
editors to put together the news show,"
said Cantu.

"You have to weigh what you have, be-
fore you deside to get more," said Cantu.
If all this time is spent gathering and proc-
essing the news, why does the television
viewer only see a film story for one or two
minutes?

"The average sound story (film with
sound) is a minute and a half. The editors are
throwing away the husk from the corn. You
edit it down to what really tells the story in
the most effectively—and when | say effec-
tively, | mean: quick manner.

"In television, you're dealing in minutes
and seconds. In newsprint, you're dealing in
space. If need be, you can add a couple of
pages to accomodate a long story. How-
ever in newscasting you cannot squeeze more
than sixty seconds out of a minute. There
s no place to go but off.

Rene Cantu is ''making is perfectly
clear" there are humorous moments not
always -seen by viewers watching the
usually straight-faced reporter.

"In the case of the 5 o'clock newscast,
you're butted up against the network news.
The network waits for no one. Once 5:30
rolls around, Harry (Reasoner) and Barbara
(Walters) come on the tube like gangbust-
ers.

"So you only have half an hour, minus
commercials, sports, and weather to do the
news. If you actually put a stop watch to it,
you have only twelve to fifteen minutes of
newstime to tell the community what's going
on. Obviously you can't do it in three minute
long stories. You've got to give the heart
of the matter in one or two minutes, and




let the Mercury, and El Excentrico exp\?nd
on the happenings within the community.
They've got the room and space. (Editor's
Note: No we don't). As | said, they can
always add a page somewhere. But in TV
broadcasting when you're out of time, you're
out of Schlitz!" remarked Cantu.

How did Cantu begin his professional
broadcasting career?

It began ten years ago when the 31-year-
old barrel-chested journalist worked his way
through college at a radio station. Prior to
that he started his amateur broadcasting
career as a child, standing on neighborhood
street corners holding a large tin can on a
stick, pretending he was a radio news re-
porter with a microphone.

Cantu was born in the smog of Los An-
geles in 1945. For health reasons his parents
sent him, at the age of four, to live with his
aunt in Juarez, Mexico, a border town next
to El Paso, Texas.

Thinking dreams could come true, Cantu
entered the University of El Paso. One day
he saw a newspaper ad offering radio disc
jockey training. Responding to the ad, he
received a brochure asking for $800. The
price tag ended that dream for Cantu in a
hurry.

It just so happened that Cantu was stand-
ing in the university registration line and
spotted a radio course was offered. Since
he had already paid for tuition, there would
be no extra cost.

The price was right. He enrolled in a few
radio courses while majoring in languages
and linguistics.

In order to gain experience—which ranks
high in the mind of the employer—he worked
for the local rock radio station, KELP as a
news reader. He avoided the teeny bebop
and hip jock jive talk during this time slot,
and instead catered to the housewives.

He describes his first news job as "rip
and read." This is a short description for a
process of tearing a news story off a na-
tional teletype machine and reading the
copy over the air without rewriting it for
local interest. It's a common practice for
low budget news stations without large
staffs. He did this for six months before a
new station manager eliminated Canti's
part time position.

"l guess he didn't like the way | pro-
nounced my name," recalled Cantu (pro-
nounced CON-too and CAN-too).

Later, he received a call from Marco
Gutierrez, a personal friend in San Francisco

working for KBRG-105.3 FM, (a one time
classical, now multi-language station that
broadcast twenty seven different lanquage
programs, each with its own time slot.) An
employe had been fired and there was a
job opening from midnight to 6 a.m. if he
could fly from El Paso to San Francisco and
be at the station by midnight.

Rene stayed there for six months before
returning to El Paso.

Sensing he could once again make it in
the Bay Area, he returned and applied for
broadcast jobs on television station 4, 5, 7
and news radio KCBS. He was hired as a
writer for KGO-TV in 1971.

"l wrote for Yan Amburg and Jerry Jen-
son. AM San Francisco, and later the 6:15
news with Karna Small, recalled Cantu. After
working there for four years, Cantu heard
about an opening for a Chicano news re-
porter at KNTV. He's been with KNTV since
1975 and is now a daily reporter and week-
end producer of two programs. Resumen

anchored by Cantu, who presents ideas, is-
sues, and important groups of the commun-
ity, along with a calendar of coming events
submitted by viewers.

In Cantu's opinion, the broadcast market
is quite good for latinos because of the con-
centrated number of latinos in Los Angeles
and in the Bay Area. He warns against
spending a lot of money for training at a
private institution, and recommends new-
comers try the junior and state colleges and
universities. Basically, he stresses work expe-
rience over theory. Finding the first job can
be tough.

"Don't expect a job in the big city right
off the bat,"” said Cantu. Instead, he sug-
gests you investigate job opportunities in
smaller cities, such as Bakersfield or Fresno.
People are coming from everywhere tc the
big city.

A recent October article from the Los
Angeles Times states that the job market is
flooded with people with communication de-
grees. A lot of good talent is being turned
away. The Bureau of Labor Statistics pre-
dicts there will be only 2,500 job openings
each year until 1980. The growth of students
entering the field is about 15 percent a
yeer. This has been a trend for the last ten
years.

Confronted with this information, Cantu
is one of the lucky ones. He managed to
work himself into the right place at the right
time, and finally struck paydirt, without full
knowledge of the increasing odds against
him.

Rene says that he derives a great deal
of satisfaction from his work and wouldn't
trade jobs for the world. Can you blame him?

The Senior

Citizens Law Center

By ARTEMIO CARRANZA

There are 125,000 people over 60 years
of age living in Santa Clara County. Yet
only recently have community organizations
begun to respond to the special require-
ments of the elderly. The Senior Citizens
Law Center is part of that response.

Our office was created to meet what
were regarded as the most pressing prob-
lems that Senior Citizens face: income and
health problems. We can help our clients
take advantage of what benefits there are
for them, through the Social Security, SSl,
Medi-Cal and Medicare programs. And we
bring that help to the seniors by making
weekly visits to a dozen nutrition sites
around the County.

Social Security is in essence a federally
enforced savings program. The government
takes out a part of your salary and saves
it for you. After a set amount of time, you
become an "insured" worker and qualify for
Social Security benefits. There are 3 basic
programs under this system: Retirement, Dis-
ability, and Survivors programs.

SSl is a program often confused with So-
cial Security. Although it is administered
through the Social Security offices, it is very
different from Social Security. SSI stands
for Supplemental Security Income. To be
eligible for SSI payments you must 1) be
65 years old, or disabled or blind, and 2)
have income and resources that do not ex-
ceed certain levels.

Besides the monthly check, the SSI pro-
gram has supplementary benefits. For ex-
ample a handicapped SSI recipient may be
able to get homemaker services, where help
with household and personal chores is pro-
vided. A servise like this could be the key
to keeping an elderly person in his own
home, rather than having to institutionalize
him for that care.

SSI's most important auxiliary benefit
however, is Medi-Cal. Medi-Cal coverage is
automatic when eligibility for SSI is estab-
lished. Medi-Cal generally pays for health
care services which are ''necessary and rea-
sonable" for the prevention, diagnosis or
treatment of disease or injury. It differs from
Medicare in that Medicare is available to
every senior over b5 years of age regardless

of income, while Medi-Cal recipients must
establish their eligibi’ty based on need.

A most important thing to remember,
with all these programs, is that a notice from
either Social Security or SSI informing a
recipient of a change in, or termination of
benefits, must be responded to. Every no-
fice discusses appeal right on the back of
the paper. But appeal rights can be lost if
action is not taken within certain time limits.
It is important to let people know that they
can challenge a government decision on their
benefit payments, and that they can get
legal help with that challenge. The SCLS
cen help clients find their way through the
maze of regulations tat govern these pro-
grams, and get all te benefits to which they
are entitled. The staff can represent them at
everv stage of their dealings with the par-
ticipating agencies. That can certainly make
a difference 1o a great many people. If you,
or some one you know needs help in these
areas, call us at 279-4440.
