A few weeks ago | wrote an article titled '* 17
Men and the Blue Badge of Courage'' and | received
very favorable comment from my readers who wanted
to learn more about this brave legion of Congressional
Medal of Honor Winners. This is a short story about
one of the seventeen men, Pfc. Edward ''Babe'' Go-
mez from Omaha, Nebraska. Babe came from a fam-
ily of 12, His sister, the former Rachel Gomez now
Mrs. Fred Flores resides at 333 No. 14th St. here in
San Jose. Fred is a G| Forum member and President
of Los Amigos Golfing Club,

A MEMORIAL FOR BABE GOMEZ

Babe Gomez was a youth who was always on an
endless search for adventure. At the age of |5 he was
sent to the State Training
School for Boys at Kean-
ney, Nebraska., He lived
a rough and ready life
while growing up and
running around with the
wrong crowd and getting
into trouble with the law
led to the Training School
at Kearney. Once apart
from his former crowd Babe
applied himself to study-
ing Baking and spent 11
months at Kearney in 1948,
William Ettinger, head of
the Training School, said
""He made a very rapid
adjustment and his record
isone of the best on file'' ,

Babe attended High-
land School and South
High in Omaha and wos
one of the most promising
Golden Gloves fighters
in the city. His knack for adventure and love of ani-
mals led to his traveling with a circus ot the time of
his enlistment. Most of all he wanted to be o Marine.

Through some ingenuity he managed to enlist in
the Marines at the age of 17 without his parents' sig-
nature. After a short period of boot training ot San
Diego he was shipped to Korea.

Before he was 18 Babe had been wounded twice
and decorated with two Purple Hearts, His final Pur-
ple Heart was to come on a bleak Korean hill in 1951,

In his last letter home he said, ' The kids, remind

them of me once in a while and never forget, ki
fight only for what you believe in--that's what |"
fighting for. "'

Babe's devotion to his country and his fellow me
will long be remembered and his name shall forew
stand in the annals of the United States Marines, H
was awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor, th
highest honor this country can bestow on a soldie
His citation reads as follows:

GOMEZ, EDWARD

Private First Class, USMCR, 1102547 Bon I
August 1932,

"' For conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity at th
risk of his life above and beyond the call of duf
while serving as an Ammunition Bearer in
E, Second Battalion, First Marines, First Marine Diy-
ision, in action against enemy aggressor forces in
Korea on 14 September 1951. Boldly advancing with
his squad in support of a group of riflemen assaulting
a series of strongly fortified and bitterly defended
hostile positions on Hill 749, Private First Class Go-
mez consistently exposed himself to the withering
barrage to keep his machine gun supplied with am-
munition during the drive forward to seize the objec-
tive. As his squad deployed to meet an imminent
counterattack, he voluntarily moved down an aban-
doned trench to search for a new location for the gun
and when a hostile grenade landed between himself
and his weapon, shouted a warning to those around
him as he grasped the activated charge in his hand,
Determined to save his comrades, he unhesitatingly
chose to sacrifice himself and, diving into the ditch
with the deadly missile, absorbed the shattering viol-
ence of the explosion in his own body. By his stout-
hearted courage, incomparable valor and decisive
spirit of self-sacrifice, Pfc. Gomez inspired others
to heroic efforts in subsequently repelling the out-
numbered foe, and his valiant conduct
sustained ond enhanced the finest traditions of the
United States Naval Service. He gallantly gave his
life for his country, **

When the Medal of Honor was to be presented in
1952 to Babe's parents in Washington they asked that
the ceremonies be held in the family church, Our
Lady of Guadalupe, which Babe had attended.

Last Memorial Day the State of Nebraska dedi-
cated a new $300, 000 dining hall ot the State Train-
ing School for Boys at Kearney to the memory of the
young Marine of Mexican ancestry who died so his
buddies could live. His advice to his brothers and
sisters in his last letter home, ' Fight only for what
you believe in--that's what |'m fighting for, ' and
his heroism will live on in this memorial to inspire
hundreds of youngsters,

Babe Gomez was killed in action against the en-
emy at the age of 19. He could have saved himselt
hod he wanted to at the expense of his but
then how could he for he was a Marine, It wouldn't
have been like him,
