Es-
tos acontecimientos hacian cada vez mas firme su re-
solucion de independizar a Mexico de Espafia, su
ideal de libertad era cada vez mas claro y empezo
a conspirar, reuniendose con personas de su absoluta
confianza, que tomando en cuenta su gran empefio,
sus conocimientos, su gran cultura y lo noble de sus
pensamientos libertarios lo hicieron director del movi-
miento.

La noche del quince de septiembre de 1810
recibio un mensaje de Dofia Josefa Ortiz de Domin-
guez, esposa del Corregidor de Queretaro, le infor-
maba que la conspiracion habia sido descubierta y
que estaban encarcelando a todos los conspiradores,
su esposo el Sr. Corregidor y ella misma estaban en-
carcelados. No habia mas que una solucion: salir a
luchar antes de ser detenidos y pelear por la indepen-
dencia.

El Sr. Cura hizo repicar la compafia de su ig-
lesia reuniendo en esta forma a sus feligreses, los
arengo deciendoles: ''Llego el momento de nuestro
emancipacion; ha sonado la hora de nuestra libertad;
y si conoceis su gran valor, me ayudareis a defender-
la.'" Acto seguido mando avisar a los hermanos Al-
dama, Ignacio Allende y Mariano Abasolo. Pocas
horas despues se lanzo a la lucho, enarbolando un
estandarte de la Virgen de Guadalupe y al frente de
su improvisado ejercito salio a pelear por la libertad
de su patria.

Ataco y vencio las pequefias guarnaciones que
encontro a su paso; en la Alondiga de Granaditos se
hizo fuerte el Intendente Riaflo; la Alondiaga era una
fortaleza dificil de tomar y el fuego de la artilleria
realista hacia estargos entre las filas de los insurgentes
e trataban de tomarla; de entre la multitud salio un
muchacho apodado El Pipila. Se amarro un loza o la
espalda y arrastrandose pudo llegar @ la puerta de la
fortaleza, le puso brea y le prendio fuego; cuando la
puerta se consumio, las fuerzas de Hidalgo pudieron

ntrar haciendo prisioneros a los soldados espofioles y

opoderandose de las armas y parque que les era muy
necesario,

De triunfo en triunfo el ejercito libertador
llego hasta el monte de Las Cruces, desde donde se
podia ver la capital del Virreinato; no le parecio o
Hidalgo atocar la ciudad y regreso rumbo al norte con
la idea de aumentar sus efectivos. Desgraciadomente
un traidor de nombre Ignacio Elizondo, informo a los
realistas de el rumbo que tomaria el ejercito insur-
gente y les tendieron una emboscada en un lugar llo-
mado Acatita de Bajan, cerca de Monclova, Coah.

El Cura Hidalgo, los hermanos Aldama, y Don
Ignacio Allende fueron hechos prisioneros y llevados
a Chihuahua donde fueron fusilados el 31 de Julio de
1811, Lo ejecucion de estos heroes, apago sus vidas,
pero no pudo apogar la antorcha de la libertad que
ellos habian prendido.

Diez ofios despues en 1821, se consumaba fo
independencia de Mexico, reconocida por Espofia en
1836.

Rogers tenia un seguro de vida importante dejando
asegurada la cantidad de $500, 000 dollars para cada
uno de sus hijos, dos hombres y una virtuosa y bella
seflorita, y el resto a su esposa. El aparato era de
disefio especial de 550 caballos y media 16 metros del
motor a la cola.
