En respuesta a lo insertado por el en el ultimo
numero del EXCENTRICO, en su edicion del 5 de
Marzo de 1964 en relacion al proyectado monumento
en San Jose, a la memoria del Presidente John F. Ke-
nnedy.

Estimable Sr. Sierra;

En virtud de que llevado por la fobia inex~
plicable que le ha causado la obra que hemos em-
prendido deseando dotar a esta bella ciudad de San
Jose de un monumento destinado a inmortalizar en
bronces y marmoles mexicanos la figura y la memoria

SOME CITIES

Some cities have not been well managed by
their mayors and councils. In order to have only a
small number of officers, more than five hundred cities
have a small commission at the head of the city.

There are usually five men in the commission.
The entire work of these cities is generally divided
into five departments and there is a commissioner at
the head of each department.

One of the commissioners is called the Mayor
and he is in charge of one department such as the de-
partment of public affairs. The other commissioners
may be in charge of such departments as public works,
health, safety, and finance. The five commissioners
make the laws, give contracts, say how the taxes are
to be spent, and see that the work of the city is well
done.

They are elected by the people for a certain
number of years.

Sometimes the people like to have ‘a part in
the making of laws. In some cities when a certain
number of the voters want a particular law, they pre-
sent it in writing to the commissioner.

The commission must then present it to the
voters to vote upon on election day. If the majority
of the voters vote YES it becomes a law.

This way of making laws is called the initia-
tive. Sometimes the commissioners make a law which
the people do not like. A certain number of voters
may ask for this law to be given to the citizens to vote
upon.

If a majority of the voters vote NO the law does
not pass.

This is called the ''Referendum'' .

If @ mayor or commissioner does not do his work
well a certain number of voters can osk for a special
election when all citizens may vote for or against him.
This is called ''Recall"" .
