Since the epic tale “Roots” was
televised earlier this year, many
people have dug into their family
history to discover and become
aware of their ancestry. They are
looking into their past.

But here in San Jose is a family
trying to discover each other—in
the present.

“I'm curious to find out who
my brothers and sisters are,” be-
gan Joe Lema.

Joe is one of at least 16 and
very possibly more, children with
a common mother. The most un-
usual point is not the amount of
children, but the fact that they
were given away during their in-
fancy to various relatives, friends
and one to an orphanage. Many
of the children were raised and
adopted by these people, not
knowing their true mother and
not knowing who their brothers

14 and sisters were.

When he was two months old,
Joe was given to his mother’s
brothers and his wife. His uncle
and aunt became the only real
parents he ever knew.

“As I grew up, my mom and
dad, the ones who raised me, told
me about brothers and sisters I
had in Gilroy, Morgan Hill and
elsewhere,” Joe explained.

Most of my life I've heard
there were 16 of us, although I
have heard up to 24,” he added.

On Nov. 5, 1977, after a lot of
tracking down, ten of the brothers
and sisters finally got together.

“The purpose of the gathering
was to meet each other. It was
the fihst time for some of us. It
got pretty sentimental,” Joe ex-
pressed.



On that afternoon, the oldest
known son, Raymond Aquilar, 39,
met two of his younger brothers,
Jo-Jo, 24 and Max Limones, 22,
for the first time.

Also present were Ben Navarro,
32, Frank Reza, 34, Joe “Blackie”
Aquilar, 35, Frankie Espino, 21,
Nancy Rosales Avila, 28, and
Josie De Los Santos, 33.

Joe said they also knew of
one sister, Frances, 19, who lives
with their mother in San Jose.
The children also have heard of
two more living in Watsonville
and possibly one in Hollister.
Other relatives told them one or
two died either at birth or a very
young age. Two more brothers
who Joe has met live in Arizona.

The family plans to continue
looking for more possible brothers
and/or sisters.

“There were quite a few dif-
ferences among us at the meeting,
but we all got along,” Joe said.

Most of the children don’t know
much about their real mothers,
except she lives in San Jose with
their youngest sister. Some of
them keep in contact with her.

“We don’t want to put her
down. We have no hard feelings
towards her. I think she gave us
away because she couldn’t afford
to keep us,” Joe stressed.

He explained she came from a
very poor and large family—15
brothers and sisters.

The first five children were
taken to a friend’s house one after-
noon. Their mother told the
woman she’s return in a short
while. A week later the children
were still waiting for their mother.

“After two weeks passed and
they still were there, the woman
called her daughter and asked if
she knew anyone who wanted
some children,” explained Frank
Reza.

Four of them found homes.
One, Joe “Blackie” Aquilar, was
raised in an orphanage.

“I don’t remember my brothers
and sisters being  there. What
bothered me as I was growing up
is that I knew I had parents and
brothers and sisters, but I didn’t
know how to reach them,” Joe
said.

While attending San Jose High
School in 1960, he met his brother
Frank Reza. Joe was absent one
day.

“He came to school the next
day and told me he went to his
uncle’s funeral,” Frank said. “I
said, no kidding, my uncle died
this weekend too. He died dancing.

“Joe looked at me and said, no
kidding, my uncle died that way
too. You're my brother.”

They met their older brother,
Ray, at the rosary. In the years
following, they continued to meet
other brothers and sisters with the
help of social workers who
matched birth certificates. Rela-
tives who remembered where
some of the children were sent
helped too.

“We’ve got the urge to get to-
gether this time,” mentioned Ben

Navarro, “and it’s-about time.”

Last issue (December 5, 1977)
vou saw CARLOS SANTANA
and the announcement of his new
double album Moonflower. The
double album set has a great com-
bination of studio tracks as well as
live tracks recorded in Europe.
