THE GRAPES OF DELANO

Grape picking and survival in Delano.
This was the subject all over Sacramento and
the State of California in the last month, Why
the pilgrimage to Sacramento and why the
fight to unionize the farm workers? For
years, the farm workers have no say as to
what they are to get paid., No person would
get up and lead. But one did get up and lead.
Cesar Chavez, a sixth grade education and
with a family of nine, decided it was about
time to move and move he did.

The road has been hard and rough and
the goal is beginning to be reached. The
Governor of this great state sympathizes
with the farmer and cares little of the little
man, He says that the farmer has had hard
times.

The demand was made of him to meet
the pilgrimage after marching 300 miles in
25 days from Delano to Sacramento. He
turned it down!!! Big Deal, I wish he had
been at the Capitol Grounds and seen the
emotional expression on the marchers as
they stepped onto the concrete sidewalk and
headed for the rostrom where thousands of
people awaited their arrival,

Order was held and with the help of
members of the GI Forum from San Jose,
Santa Clara, Merced, Union City, Pittsburg,
Richmond and Oakland, a path was made for
the 55 pilgrims who made the march, all the
way. Their place of honor was on the sha-
dows of the domed Capitol Building. Assem-
blyman Phil Soto of La Puente arranged the
setting that was covered by TV cameras from
near and far,

Among the thousands of persons there
were some that came from as far as New
York, At present, it seems that the fight
that the National Farm Workers Association

headed by Cesar, their Director, is start-
ing to get recognition with the farmers. But
Brown, who stated he would not be in Sac-
ramento on Easter was at the Frank Sinatra
home in Palm Springs, Another actor for
Governor ?

Seems that Sinatra was denied entry
into Mexico last week, What gives?

The people are upset at Brown' s re-
fusal to meet the farm workers in Sacra-
mento on Easter shall have their day when
elections come around in June, Will you
show him how you feel, or will you go against
the feelings of the Mexican American, who
is in the depths of poverty doing farm work
for a living.

LA HUELGA

Much has been written about the re-
cent pilgrimage from Delano to Sacramento
led by Cesar Chavez's NFWA (National
Farm Workers Association), and the stri-
kers' demands for social and economic jus-
tice. Therefore, rather than be repetitious,
I shall describe a few events that occurred
the three weekends I took part,

The night before the trek from Fresno
to Madera, John Castro tricked his two sons
into going along by saying it was to be a
mountain hike; little did he guess they were
to wake him at 3 AM eager to leave. We
attended, with members of the Catholic
Council for the Spanish Speaking, a special
5 AM mass at Our Lady of Guadalupe given
by Father Soto. Immediately afterwards, we
were all fed a large breakfast, Caramba,
we were to need it for we walked 9 long
hours! Midway in the march, the new water
blisters under the balls of my feet started to
squish every time I took a step.

Dan Campos, Pat Vasquez, and I re-
presented the GI Forum of San Jose on the
Manteca to Stockton march. We were under
the impression that only a rally was to be
held that Sunday. Bernie Pefia of Union City,
our information source, neglectedto say that
we had to walk 16 miles to get there! As if
they had been trained, the cattle harrassed
us by kicking up a dust storm everytime we
passed the cow pastures that day.

Easter Sunday, again resorting tc
deeds rather than mere words, the GI Forum
backed its approval of the Huelga by partici-
pating in the pilgrimage from West Sacra-
mento to the Capitol steps. Most of its nor-
thern California chapters showed up, and
incidentally, even a Forumeer who traveled
all the way from Michigan, I aided the color
guard from Richmond. Earlier, they were
giving us a bad time because they were the

only chapter to bring along their flags and
banner, but I notice they had to call on San
Jose to help them carry their banners.
