amaximum of 29 hours a week at a $1,30 per
hour, Youths attending school work a maxi-

mum of10 hours, andenroll through NYC ad-
ministrators in high schools they are attend-
ing, Boys and girls from 16-21 years of age
are eligible, Education is resumed through
special adult education classes whereby the
youth can once again strive for that absolute
necessary high school diploma, Through on-
the-job training, an enrollee begins his way
to full-time, steady employment with opport-
unity to grow and develop. This brings dignity
and self-confidence, Work habits are formed
that carry over to full-time jobs, Getting to
workontime, being dependable, enthusiastic
and dealing honestly are things that make a
person valuable to an employer,

Through the 27 non-profit agencies
that give of their time and talent, many Santa
Clara County youths have had a whole ncw
world open up for them in new jobs and op-
portunities,

A counseling program has been devised
toassist cach enrollee to solve his problems
in a realistic practical manner, The goal of
every NYC counseclor is for the enrollee to
take his place as a productive individual in
our society that has found human dignity, so-
cial success, a new way of lifc where there
there are no echoes of failure but the fulfilled
shout, Man, I Live!

As mentioned in our presentation of
Stu-Initiative (Sept.20)SI's purpose isto en-
lighten and help tie Mexican-American popu-
lace. With concentrated efforts on the Mexi-
can-Americanstudent, Student Initiative based
its constitution on the following four prin-
ciples: 1) educational, 2) social, 3) cultural
and 4) economical advancement, and from
these has established its goals.

1) Education

Because a disproportionately low seg-
ment of the Mexican-American population pur-
sues higher education after high school, SI
has developed a three phase program designed
toinvestigate and alleviate this problem.
First, it has gathered and is evaluating data
on the status of Mexican-American higher
educational enrollment. Second, it is estab-
lishing a center for Mexican-American stu-
dies through utilization of research, central-
ized depository and college community re-
sources.

Finally, it has begun a demonstration
program aimedtoward the high school student
and appropriately called the pre-college pro-
gram. These arethe basic endeavors of SI's
educational aims and will be discussed in more
detail in later issues.

2) Through the establishment of such
anorganization as Student Initiative, SIis ful-
filling its second objective-social develop-
ment. Because each student is involved in one
or several of SI' s projects, heis givenan op-
portunity to assume an active role in the so-
ciety to which he belongs and in which he must
function, Not only does the student work with
fellow students but he comes in contact with
faculty and community leaders. Socially and
inwardly he achieves the confidence to work
along side his fellow citizens.

3) With the many films, lectures and
discussion panels open to the student through
Student Initiative, SI encourages a cultural
development on a wide scale. Emphasis is

placed not only on the Mexican culture but on
its history as well,

4) Finally, we come to economic as-
pect of SI. Indirectly, its only economic func-
tion is to make available any information con-
cerning economic opportunities. Basically,
SIhas no monetary support and is completely
dependant on membership dues.

Featured in this month's issue of EL
EXCENTRICO is Dr, Gail Putney, professor
of sociology at San Jose State College and one
of SI' s faculty advisors. A native of Lincoln,
Neb, Dr, Putney has been teaching at SJS since

1963, Previous to this, she taught at Drake
University, Des Moines, Iowa; Florida State
University, Tallahassee, Florida; and through
the University of California Extension Pro-
gram,

Married to Dr, Snell Putney, she has
two children,

Dr. Putney's interest in Student Ini-
tiative stems from her work in a Mexican
village while researching for her doctoral dis-
sertation, On campus she is well liked as a
person and widely admired as an instructor,
Student Initiative feels honored to have Dr.
Putney as one of its advisors,

The present role of the Mexican-
American in Santa Clara County is un-parallel
in the history of the State of California. Be
assured that it will continue to be.

Individual participation started with
the Community Organization of Political Ed.
(COPE); the Community Service Organization
(CS0); and the American Legion Post 809,
However, ofthe three organization, only CSO
has retained a voice in the community and a
~ very strong active role.

There appeared in the horizon the
Mexican-American Civic Council; the Mexi-
can Political Association; and the American
G, I. Forum, Of these three, the American
G. I. Forum local chapters have made the
greatest contribution in community action.
Actual participation and involvement are key
roles which have made the American G.I. Fo-
rum, a nationally recognized organization.

The desire to find a media by which
to expose the "Papacitos'" and "Tio Tomas"
brought about the Luncheon Forum, The res-
ponsible person for creating this source of
"gathering of the clan" was Mr, Lino Lopez,
Tothis soft spoken scholarly gentlemen goes
the credit for laying down the first real and
logical steps that brought out the true Mexi-
can-Americanleader from its dormant stage.

The Luncheon Forum had the following
objectives and I might add succeeded exceed-
ingly well in its endeavor to:

1) Draw together influential Mexican-
American leaders,

2) Attempt to unite existing Mexican-
American Organizations,

3) Attempt to create interest and in-
volvement of the Anglo Community,

4) And most important, Lo generate
leadership and unity among the Mexican-Ame-

rican Community,

T'he ereation of the Economic Opport=
unity Act,and the establishment of the Econo-
mic Opportunity Commission of Santa Clara
County,were the clubs "that hit the sleeping

giant'' onthe head and woke him up, The EOC
controversies that shook the County of Santa
Clara and reached out as far as Washington,
D.C. also placed special emphasis on "Grass
Roots'" involvement and created the now fa-
mous Mexican-American Round Table, The
War on Poverty provided a sounding board for
concentrated and united efforts of all existing
Mexican-American organizations and other
interested parties. No longer were the '"Pa-
pacitos" and "Tio Tomas" recognized as
leaders among the community, Instead the
EOC controversy resulted in a milestone of
progress. It created a backbone of unity in

the establishment of the "'Signatory Organiza-
tions",

This action brought onto the horizon a
group of military veterans who became leaders
with a strong feeling of being Americans.
Thus the role of the new Mexican-American
leadership became inhanced by growing sense
of power and influence. The new leaders have
the ability to make changes. They are indi-
viduals willing to get involved to put "their
head on the block". They are a "voice with
muscle" that resulted in statewide recogni-
tion. They are traveling ambassadors who
are forcing openthe doors of the mainstream
of the American Society. Their aim is simply
tobe a stron vehicle for economical and po-
litical participation,
