En
cualquier momento en que se requiere
un esfuerzo mental, estas personas se
evaden con cualquier pretexto, pero no
hacen el esfuerzo de poner a trabajar la
mente. Si no hay alguna enfermedad de
por medio, esto puede ser solamente pe
reza mental.

Es 16gi-
co que al finalizar su tarea necesitan un
descanso, esto es indispensable para re
poner las energias que se han gastado,
pero una vez tomado el descanso, aco-
meten con entusiasmo sus actividades
porque la fatiga desaparecid.

Enlas industrias modernas y gra
cias a la mecanizacidn, la fatiga del o-
brero ha disminuido, pero también debi-
do a la mecanizacion el trabajo se ha he
cho mondtono, lo que viene a dar por re
sultado el aburrimiento que provoca la
rutina. Tomando ese fendmeno en consi-
deracion, se han establecido horarios a-
propiados con perfodos de descanso en-
tre las horas de trabajo, para que el tra
bajador recupere en parte las energfas
gastadas y rompa la rutina. En la mis-
ma forma los empleados de oficina o los
que no hacen trabajo fisico, pero que ha
cen una tarea mental, estdn sujetos tam
bien el cansancio, su trabajo es pensar,
resolver problemas uno tras otro, la
mente como el cuerponecesita descanso,

Pero hay muchos individuos que
cansados de no hacer nada se dedican a
descansar. Con justa razdn se les puede
llamar perezosos.

Each year thousands of young persons
leave schools days behind and become
wage carners, Unfortunately many lack
guidance and information on how best to
establish their eredit.

You can also add one or
two friends that have known you for at
least five years.

Remember the store seeks one thing
only in extending credit to you, and'that
is - they want to be absolutely sure
you will pay for the merchandise.

A word for the wise, don't get in too
deep, don't over-buy, don't obligate vour
self for installments beyound you capa-

city to pay.

First time applicatns should begin
with the big stores., Try Sears, Mont -
gomer Wards, Penney's ete. Alsoapply
for the bank credit car-'s such as Bank-
AmeriCard and Mastercharge, WithBank
credit cards you can even horrow money
on credit,

After you have established your cre-
dit - use it ONLY WHEN YOU NEED IT!
Carrying charges (interest) is the price
you pay for credit. Some stores do not
charge interest if the account is paid off
in the first 30 days. Needless to say--
avoid paying interest any time you can,

Maintain a good credit rating by pay
ing your account when due, If you i:ecome
involved in a misunderstanding or are
dissatisficd with the product - your first
step is to talk it over with the ereditor.
Ninety nine percent of the problems can
be resolved this way, If the creditor is
stubborn and will not correct an unjus t
situation = then the next best thing, pay
off the account (to protect your credit
rating) and then proceed to sue the ered
on credit,
