A.
Search for Director of Institutional Effectiveness.

No nominations for the second faculty representative on the search committee have been received. Chair Williams requested one additional week to get a nomination to the provost. Provost Covino stated that would be acceptable.
B.
State-wide Academic Senate Virtual Meeting.

Senator Amaral (State-wide) informed the committee of a virtual meeting of the State-wide Academic Senate to take place on Friday, October 12, 2012.

APM 320 Policy on Administrative Appointments. Second Reading.
Mamta Rawat (Chair, Personnel Committee) presented revisions made to APM 320 since the first reading.
President Welty expressed concern that the reference in section VIII.5. to “administrative” responsibilities may be too limiting. A friendly amendment was offered and accepted to revise the language to read “academic and/or administrative responsibilities.”

Senator Amaral recognized Eugene Zumwalt, who stated that section XI.5. procedures for notifying unsuccessful candidates is too vague. Discussion ensued regarding appropriate notification practices. A friendly amendment was offered and accepted to section XI.5. so that the end of the sentence reads “notified by the appointing officer or designee.”

MSC to place APM 320 Policy on Administrative Appointments on the next agenda of the Academic Senate for first reading.
5.
Policy on Dual-listed, Co-scheduled Courses. First Reading.

Marilyn Wilson (Chair, Graduate Committee) presented a summary of the policy and rationale for it.

Discussion ensued regarding the need for dual-listed courses and the extent to which undergraduate and graduate students receive unique learning experiences in this setting.

Senator Ram (Political Science) suggested the Graduate Committee consider specifying a maximum number of dual-listed courses that would count toward a graduate degree and perhaps not allow graduate students to re-take a course previously taken as an undergraduate. Friendly amendments were offered and accepted to streamline the first sentence under the “Policy” section and remove superfluous “requirements” from item #2 in the concluding section about the course proposal process.
Clarification of the final section regarding new course proposals, to state concisely that proposals for the dual-listing of courses can be submitted at the same time as a new course proposal, was recommended.
MSC to return the Policy on Dual-listed, Co-scheduled Courses to the University Graduate Committee for revision.
