Helps build
your lats (Latissimus Dorsi) which are the
muscles around the armpits. Though the main
exercise for the lats is the pull-over, this
rowing motion exercise is also used to dev--
elop muscle that would not normally be affec~
ted with the pull-over exercise,

3. THE BENCH PRESS..... Probably the
most popular exercise. It builds the chest &
shoulders and the biceps.

4. MILITARY PRESS..... Using dumbells,
will develop the top part of the shoulder mus-
cles known as the deltoids &the biceps. This
exercise can be done either standing or sitting
down. Because it eliminates body movement
und causes more concentration on the deltoids
it is more effective sitting down.

5. CABLE & BAR..... Used mainly to de=~
velop shoulder muscles. The trapezios and
deltoid muscles will improve tremendously
with this exercise. It is unique in that the
strength is made in a downward direction and
NOT upward as in most exercises.

It should be remembered that the exerci.
ses shown in the pictures do not constitute all
of the exercises included in our workout rou.
tine, Usually one finds men that use different
training exercises because they concentrate
on their weaker muscles, Because body buil-
ding shortens the muscles, a person can imp-
rove his posture considerably at the same
time that he is building bulkier muscles,

In other words, we have to
mature emotionally, assume re-
sponsibility for our lives., Ch-
ronological age has very little
to do with it, ond unfortuno-
tely some people never quite
satisfactorily do so, although
their way of life brings them
mostly frustrations and sorrow,
they are unable to break the
vicious circle of the two needs
which surrounds them:

One: to be a child. Two: to face the problems
and responsibilities that adult life brings. The follow=
ing pictures will convey in condensed form how some
of the mechanics of the personality function.

The origin of this trouble lies in most cases with
our feeling of UNWORTHINESS, (conscious or uncon-
scious) and our counteracting measures to rid ourselves
of these feelings.

The natural thing for one to do to remove these
latent feelings is to seek approval, to obtain proof
of being loved, to get the feeling that one belongs,
that one is wanted and needed, and in the process of
so doing we automatically set the gears in motion.

Becouse we have become enslaved to the need of
obtaining approval, recognition, admiration, respect
love, power etc., we are dominated by everyone and
the worst part of it is that in order to obtain this much
needed love and opproval, we have to repress our hos-
tility and resentments which arise from being domin-
ated, (our own doing).

In this form, of course, insincerity tokes its to
by adding more GUILT FEELINGS. Becouse the ne-
urotic does not or rather cannot love anyone, os he
pretends to, his primary objectives in life are to off-
