Mr. and Mrs. Hernandez, new foster parents,
looked forward to having John, 5, and his sister Anna,
7, come to live with them. The children had been in
the County Children's Shelter for several weeks while
the Juvenile Probation Department investigated com-
plaints about their own home. The social worker told
about the children and a little about their life.
Neighbors had asked the Juvenile Department
to Investigate because they thought the youngsters
were not getting enough food, didn't have proper
clothing, and were often left alone without an adult
to be responsible for them. Their young mother was
confused and unhappy. Deserted by her husband, she
had very little money and wasted what she had. She
was lonesome, and couldn't resist going out with fri-
ends in the evening even though it meant leaving the
children alone.
As the social worker told Mr. and Mrs. Her-
nandez about the poor home the children came from,
they felt sure John and Anna would love their nice
clean house, the good food, the comfortable bed, and
most of all, having both a mother and father to love
them. You can imagine their disappointment when
ofter a few days, both children began asking when
they could go home to their mother. Anna often cried
in her sleep and John, who had been trained for sev-
{ eral years, began to have accidents. He seemed to
| be acting like a much younger child, and even asked
Mrs. Hernandez for a bottle when she gave one to her
baby.

The social worker had tried to prepare Mr. &
Mrs. Hernandez by telling them that children who had
to leave their homes and parents often reacted in these
ways, but they were sure that any child would res-
pond immediately totheir love and to their nice home.
with help and time, the children grew to love their
foster parents, and were happy even though they still
missed their mother and often asked about her. Mr.
oand Mrs. Hernandez understood that they needed to
know their own mother even though she had many
foults and had not always treated them well. From
these experiences with their first foster children, the
Hernandezes learned that there are many differences
between being o foster parent and a natural parent,
ond also between being a foster child and o natural
child. As they understood these differences and could
help John and Anna, the children became hoppier and
the foster parents found the satisfactions they wanted.

A child living away from his own parents has
many odjustments to make and may react in ways that
are difficult 1o understand. Mr. Russell Beale, M3W,
