It is true, riches do bring us beoutiful cars,
rambling modern homes with all the extras, many lux-
uries, travels abroad, and good times. The leading
question here is: Do these possessions alone create
happiness or only add to the happiness that was al-
ready existent?

In 1923, a meeting was held in a midwestern city
of the nine most successful businessmen in the U. S.
In 1952, these men who were all millionaires 29 years
prior, gave the following shocking picture:

Charles Schwab, president of the largest indepen-
dent steel company, died bankrupt, and lived on bor-
rowed money for the last five years before his death;
the President of the largest public utilities company,
Samule Insul, died penniless in a foreign land, the
President of the largest gas company, Howard Hopson,
went insane before his death; Arthur Cutten, the
world's greatest wheat speculator, died insolvent;
Albert Fall, member of the President's Cabinet, was
pardoned at prison only so he could die at home; Jesse
Livermore, considered the greatest 'bear' on Wall
Street, died due to suicide; Leon Fraser, President of
the Bank of International Settlements, also died a
suicide; as did Ivon Krueger, head of the world's
largest monoply !

Amazing and unbelievable, isn't it?

First, | wish to express thanks to Mr. Daniel Sal-
dana for the interest expressed towards my column and
appreciate his comment. We all have feelings one
way or another about the Mexican-American. Mr.
Saldana has certain views about organizations and
they were eloquently expressed. In the end result
they remain his views and mine remain mine, which
doesn't necessarily make either of us right. They are
views which we have acquired through our experi-
ences.

SO WHAT'S THE PROBLEM?

Generally speaking we should all be Americans
and integrate fully within our society and hold with
pride our Mexican ancestry. We live in this country,
we earn a living here, we educate our children here
and we stand ready to fight for the Stars and Stripes
on short notice. Anybody can enjoy fully the bene-
fits of our democracy. So what's with the Mexican-
American and why do some of us prefer to remain
hyphenated Americans?

SO HERE' S THE PROBLEM!

Organizations, for the mast part, concentrate on
the Mexican-American problem as a whole, and work
in different areas that will present a good image of
the people.

Here's part of the problem:

1. Asagroup the Mexican-American in the United
States has not progressed in relation to his poten-
tial.

2. He cannot progress because his average education
is low.

3. His average education is low because his parents
pulled him out of school.

4, His parents pulled him out of school because they
lacked the funds to keep him there.

5. They lacked the funds to keep him there because
they have been exploited and kept on o level of
servitude,

6. Some are being kept on this level thru policies
of our government which are detrimental,

7. The government does this because it is controlled
by politicians.

8. Politicians are not controlled by the Mexican-
American.

So we must
who will

exercise control over the politicion,
exercise control over the government, who
will let the Mexicon-American compete in a free ec~

onomy by the laws of supply and demand, his income
will be better, junior will stay in school, he will
progress and his children will reap the rewards and we
will drop the Mexican and the hyphen.

This sounds like o dream but at the root of the
problem is the migrant worker, who is being denied
the right to earn a decent living by the importation
of Braceros by this government, This has to come to
an end but it will not without political pressure. The
Mexican-Americans who belong to unions and who
have received an education are doing fine and the
numbers are increasing every day. But the migrant
remains in servitude, and more seriously, most of their
children will probably follow in the footsteps of their
parents, if not in farm work then in menial work. If
the Mexican-American does not wish to work on the
farm the farmer yells to the government and more br=-
aceros come in. The government guarantees the farm-
er a profit and buys his excess production and puts it
in storage at taxpayers expense. |f the Mexican Am-

erican can't make a living the state puts him on wel- |

fare at taxpayer's expense. Who's subsidizing who?
It's not necessarily the farmer's fault, it comes down
to what we pay for our food on the table and who is
willing to pay more?

Education is our main problem and economics is
causing this problem. If you can't make a living,
then no education for the kids. No education, no
progress.

In the next issue we shall continue to explore the
problems. The migrant problem is only one of them.
