Are You Having Trouble With Welfare,
Landlords, Unemployment, Police Brutality,
Housing or Consumer Centracts?

If you are, "Chicanos Legal Service Inc."
has a staff of 12 active volunteer attorneys
and law students to assist or advise you on
any of the above legal problems.

Chicanos involved in the functioning and
directing of the several different programs
with-in the ''Chicanos Legal Service Inc."
are: John Aguilar, Erasmo Pacheco, Becky
Sanchez, Henry Murieta, Eddie Ortiz, and
Richard Espino.

Chicanos Legal Service Inc., has been
active since June of 1975 but was first
originated in 1969 from C.A.P. (Community
Albert Patrol) a documentary police activity
on the streets of San Jose. After 5 years of
working united with C.A.P., they came to an
agreement and decided to incorporate
C.AP. into Chicano Legal Service Inc. To-
gether they have formed a bind of com-
munication and since they they have occu-
pied themselves to concentrate in helping
those mostly in the San Jose Community
areas.

After a personal interview with Directors
Henry Murieta and Erasmo Pacheco, law stu-
dents and volunteers of Chicanos Legal Serv-
ice, both commented that their main func-
tion was basically to help those with legal
problems like:

WELFARE: Problems basically dealing
with money assistance, qualifying for food
stamps, more money, medi-cal, or arranging
ior a fair hearing when taken off any bene-
its.

HOUSING DISCRIMINATION: When the
landlord presses to exterminate families, or
even when obtaining a house, in cases like
a deliberate deception of fraud.

UNEMPLOYMENT: When employees are
not paid their earned benefits, lay-offs, or

%‘

vacations. An employee has a right to ad-
ministrative hearing when not treated fairly.

POLICE BRUTALITY: A complaint can be
filed when police brutality occurs. According
to Erasmo Pacheco, he explained, that they
haxe excess to filing compaints in or out of
court, and that several cases have success-
fully been won by "Chicanos Legal Serv-
ices Inc."

CONSUMER CONTRACTS: Contracts
dealing with your cars, or a washing ma-
chine, or anything that is guaranteed or not.

Besides their great efforts in raising the
“conscious of our community," Chicanos
Legal Services has received a great deal of
support from different community organiza-
tions. Students, with great effort and de-
termination apply themselves at raising funds
by throwing dance-benefits, along with
creating different events for a better status
and a better function of their offices at Chi-
canos Legal Services Inc.

Among the present active volunteers at
Chicanos Legal Service are attorneys Ted
Smith and Firm, Hector Moreno, Connie De
Voll, and Tom Ferrito, from Los Gatos, who
has offered his services to the community
for the past five years.

Law students from the Bay Area who are
also involved are: Virginia Chase, George
Herrera, James Dawson, Henry Murieta,
Angel Nuhez, Erasmo Pacheco, and Edward
Buzo.

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Spanish-Speaking Explorers
Often Ignored

(The information ‘n this article was pub-
lished in the Vanguard, Portland State Uni-
versity, by the Chicano Student Union.)

Spanish-speaking people first visited the
Pacific Northwest more than four centuries
ago when explorers and traders voyaged
north of Mexico to map the coastline.

While recorded Oregon history recounts
these 16th Century explorations, Spanish-
speaking people are rarely mentioned after
that time. Historians have concentrated up-
on the role of the Anglo-American in the
Pacific Northv.est to the exclusion of minor-
ity groups including native Americans, Orien-
tals, blacks, Mexicans, Chicanos.

Furthermore, most minority groups left
few written records, especially the Spanish-
speaking people whose cultural preference
has been for oral communication. Research-
ers seeking to document their activities lack
any of the conventional sources.

Although the evidence is scanty, it is
known that Mexicans worked in Oregon from
at least the mid-19th Century as muleskinn-
ers, miners, sheepherders and cowboys.

It is likely that some of these early Span-
ish-speaking people were American citizens,
for Anglo-Americans made no distinction be-
tween them and termed all Latin Americans
"Mexicans."

Thus Spanish-speaking muleteers (arrieros)
drove their charges up from California into
the gold camps of Jackson County in South-
ern Oregon as early as 1856.

Spanish mining techniques were much more
sophisticated than those of the Anglo-
Americans, so Mexicans probably mined in
Oregon as they did in California, Texas, New
Mexico, Colorado, Arizona and Utah.

In the last quarter of the 19th Century
three million :Leep grazed the ranges of
Eastern Oregon. Basque, French, Portuguese
and Mexican sheepherders tended and
sheared the flocks and aided in the great
eastward drives for several decades.

The first Spanish-speaking people to travel
to the Northwest in large numbers were mi-
grant agricultural workers who aided in the
harvest as early as the 1920s. Many of these
farm workers were Chicanos (Mexican-
Americans) formed Northwest by heavy im-

migration from Mexico, into the borderlands

of the Southwest.

The farm worker force grew gradually,
then expanded rapidly after World War I
to reach 40,000 to 50,000 migrants in the
1950s and early 1960s. Although fewer Chi-
canos are now emigrating seasonally, many
have settled permanently in Oregon to work
in non-agricultural sectors of the state eco-
nomy.

Presently, Oregon's Chicano community
numbers 83,000 making it the largest minor-
ity ethnic group in the state. The commun-
ity is diverse and extensive with many unique
and cultural and linguistic attributes.

Chicano organizations, including social
clubs, cultural centers, economic and politi-
cal groups and an independent college, are
preserving the values and traditions of the
Chicano heritage and providing a means of
acquainting the Anglo-Americans with them.

Thus, the Chicano can maintain his cul-
tural identity and the Oregonian can gain
an appreciation of another life style, also
Amcrican but clearly different without hav-
ing to journey outside the United States.

FOOD STAMP
ELIGIBILITY

More families with low incomes are eligible
for Food Stamps due to a change in the
U.S. Department of Agriculture regulations.
The requlations have raised the earning limits
for families not on public assistance.

"This may mean that a family that wasn't
eilgible earlier this year could possibly qual-
ify for food stamps July 1, 1975," according
to Lilian Russell, Santa Clara County Food
Stamp Outreach Coordinator.

She explained, ''on July 1, 1975, a house-
hold with five members will be allowed a net
adjusted monthly income of $640 or below—
up $34.00 per month from what it has been
this past year.

The County Department of Social Serv-
ices is responsible for determining if an indi-
vidual or a family is eligible for the federal
program," Mrs. Russell added.

She explained that in figuring a person's
or family's eligibility for Food Stamps cer-
tain expenses may be deducted from their
income.

Some of thes deductions are: local, state
and federal income tax; social security tax;
retirement payments; union dues; medical
costs, if they are more than $10 per month;
child care and shelter costs. These include
utilities, rent, house payments and interest
and property taxes, above 30 per cent of
income after all other deductions have been
made.

USDA regulations limit household re-
sources such as bank accounts to a total of
$1,500 or, $3,000 if there are two or more
persons in the household, and if at least one
of those is age 60 or over.

The Department of Social Services and
all district offices staff certify eligible
households for food stamps.

If a family is eligible for Food Stamps,
each month they purchase a certain amount
of stamps and also receive a free ''bonus"
of additional stamps. The amount of a family
must spend to obtain this bonus varies with
the size of the family and its income.

The Food Stamps can be used to buy any
type of food product plus garden vegetable
seeds and plants. They cannot be used to
purchase alcohol, cigarettes, pet food or
paper products.

Mrs. Russell advised any family interested
in applying for Food Stamps to check with

the nearest County Social Service office to
see if they are eligible for the program.
