There are a few organizations in the San Jose area
whose members are devoting a lot of time to advancing
the cause of the Mexican-American.

The fight
for the most part isa lonely one. There are some
40, 000 Mexican-Americans in the area. The active
membership of the three above mentioned organiza-
probably does not measure over 150 members
combined. By active members | mean the member who
is willing to sacrifice his time and attend most meet-

tions

ings to forward the organization in meeting its aims
and objectives, It is remarkable indeed what has been
accomplished for so many by so few.

While the problems of the Negro blaze across the
front pages of our newspapers and our President calls
out the militia to stand by to enforce the laws of our
land and to admit a Negro to the University of Miss-
issippi the plight of the Mexican-American goes by
unnoticed, for the Forgotten People. (The
U. S. Bureau of the Census reveals that persons of
Spanish surname in the Southwest are at the bottom
of the scale on virtually every criterion measuring
health, wealth, education and welfare. The current
state of affairs where the Mexican-American is almost
completely and systematically excluded from govern=-
mental appointments is a national scandal and it is
preposterous to suggest that this exclusion is a func-
tion of his lack of qualifications. There is fact upon
fact documenting beyond any shadow of doubt that
the American of Mexican descent has been treated
very shabbily by a country to which he is intensely
loyal and by governments and governmental officials

we are

that he has supported wholeheartedly. )

(Probably nowhere has the mistreatment of this
population group been so flagrant or so devastating as
in the field of labor-politics and labor-economics.
We have exposed the Mexican-American, time and
again, to the most unconscionable exploitation as
cheap labor. During World War 1I, we have seen the
hundreds of thousands of '' wetbacks'' who were per-
mitted to swarm across our southern border to earn as
little as 15 cents an hour, to live in the most profound
misery and to create misery for those whom they dis-
placed. We see today, the bracero in vastly large
numbers than during the peak of the war emergency
continving to displace (at 50 cents an hour in some

states) his American citizen-cousin and to begat mis-
ery for him and for those whom the latter,
displaces.

in turn

Hundreds upon hundreds of persons commute daily
from Mexico to the U. S. to take jobs that are sorely
needed by American citizens who live in extreme po-
verty because wages are so depressed along the bor-
der by that commuter, by the bracero, by the wet-
back. Nowhere in the American scene is there such
uncontrolled and inhuman exploitation of the common
man. These, indeed, are forgotten people. Millions
of them, strangers in their own homes. |n comparison
to a recital of the woes of the Mexican-American,
Steinbeck's Grapes of Wrath is cheerful, )

Here in our own area the situation is a little more
cheerful but not much. Where are our people hiding
that have received an education. Their leadership is
badly needed. There is room for everyone that wants
to work. The names of Mexican Americans in our city
and county and state government are conspicious by
their absence.

| know that for most of us that came up from a life
of poverty we don't wish to be reminded for times like
those are better off forgotten. The sweat and tears of
our parents to give us a better life was meant to go
further. We love our country and it's wonderful to
be an American but in Texas, New Mexico, Color=-
ado, Kansas and even in our Golden California there
are millions that yet don't know how it feels to be
one.,

What the G| Forum could do with 200 men, and
CSO and MAPA and all the rest! The drums of prog-
ress have been beating for a long time.

NATURE IS FOR THE BIRDS

The organic farmers, antivivisectionists, and those
opposed to fluoridation, chemical pesticides, blood
transfusions, etc. ad infinitum, are a motley lot.
They range from superstition-ridden illiterates to ed-
ucated scientists, from cultists to relatively reason-
able men and women.

Despite their diversity, they are bound together
by belief in one extravagant fallacy: that ** Nature''
is bad. Their creed was formulated by the 18th cen-
tury's Jean Jocques Rousseau, whose ideal man was
the ''noble savage'' and who said: '' God makes all
things good; man meddles with them and they became
evil'',

In this fallacy ''Nature'' is seen as a state of
primitive innocence -- limpid pools of pure water,
clear skies, abundant nuts and fruits waiting to be
plucked, Overlooked are the unfriendly aspects of
nature -- hurricanes, earthquakes, drought, plagues,
fleas, ticks, lice, and mites.

The history of Man, it seems to me, is a struggle
against Nature, which surrounds him with a hostile
environment. In the natural scheme of things Man is
simply one of the many organisms that must be kept in
balance; therefore it is natural that he should be prey
to stronger carnivorous beasts, to poisonous plants, or
to subtle but deadly micro-organisms. The American
Indian, for example, survived in an ecological bal-
ance with his fellow fauna and flora; he didn't flour-
ish because he lacked the means to change his envi-
ronment sufficiently. The same is largely true today
of primitive tribes in Africa, South America and Aus-
tralia,

There is no question but that modern large-scale
agriculture does upset the balance of nature. Reput-
able entemologists, whether in schools, industry, or
the government, are keenly aware of the problem.
The procedures they work out are designed to accom-
plish the greatest good with the least harm. Some-
times they will make mistakes, just as surgeons and
chemists make mistakes. Sometimes these mistakes
will kill birds, or fish, or even men, just as a quali-
fied surgeon's pateints may sometimes die under the
knife,

In Public Health as in law, or international dip-
lomacy, we must weigh assets against benefits. In the
chance of restored health worth a dangerous opera-
tion? Is the survival of civilization worth a few Ibs,
of fallout? Is pure water worth a few fish?

FAIR EMPLOYMENT PRACTICE COMMISSION

"It is hereby declored as the public policy of
this state that it is necessary to protect the right ond
opportunity of all persons to seek, obtain, and hold
employment without discrimination or abridgement on
account of race, religious creed, color, national or-
igin or ancestry, "'

These are the words of The Fair Employment Prac-
tice Act which went into effect September 18, 1959.
The Fair Employment Practice Commission, often
known as the FEPC, was named by Governor Edmund
G. Brown to enforce this law.,

The third anniversary conference on FEPC prog-
ram, policies, and prospects was held in San Francisco
on Wednesday, September 19th ot the Mark Hopkins
Hotel. A luncheon at 12 noon was highlighted by an
address by Frederick G. Dutton, assistant Secretary
of State for Congressional Relations, who reviewed
the accomplishments of Fair Employment Practice Com-
missions throughout the various states, After the lun-
cheon, four workshops were held dealing with:

1. FEPC: The Statute

2, FEPC and Private Employers

3. FEPC and Public Employers

4, FEPC: Educational Responsibilities

These workshops were for the benefit of over 400
people who attended the conference from various Un-
ions, civic organizations and interested persons. Mr,
Bill Chin and Mr. Nash Galindo of the Redevelopment
Agency of San Jose and Mr. Norman Mineta of the
San Jose Human Relations Commission and Mr. Ernest
Vazquez of the San Jose Chapter American G| Forum
were just a few who participated in the conference
from San Jose.

Although FEPC has been in existence for only 3
years, it has done a tremendous job in seeking fair
employment for the people of California, It is imp-
ortant that everyone in California be aware of FEPC
and the assistance and aid that can be derived from
its function.
