TRAPS FOR THE
LONELY CONSUMER

Lonely women are being warned by the
County Department of Weights, Measures
and Consumer Affairs to beware of two
swindles which are victimizing many single
women.

One is a dance studio racket and the other
is a computer dating swindle.

Describing the dance racket, Robert Hor-
ger, director of the County department, ex-
plained, “It is a rehash of the old ‘lonely
hearts’ lure. It finds its prey mostly among
middle aged and older women. In many
cases they are recent widows who are just
learning to cope with their new loneliness.”

Horger said the mode of operation is to
sign up the victim for a series of dance
lessons.

Suddenly the instructor starts telling the
student, who can be either a man or a
woman, that he or she has “unusual talent.”
With proper lessons the student supposedly
could enter a regional contest.

All too often, according to Horger, the
student takes the “bait” and signs a con-
tract for a long series of expensive lessons.

Next comes either more lessons or the
news that there is “a big contest coming”
and that the student should enter. The con-
test is always out of the area, which re-
quires that the student lay out money both
for her travel expenses and for her instruc-
tor, of course.

Horger said that the process of taking
additional lessons is not only a costly ex-
perience for the victim but frequently illegal.

“There have been instances,” he said,
“where three or four contracts for dance
lessons have been allowed to rum concur-
rently.”

This is where his Consumer Protection
unit hopes to take some effective action.
Horger explained that California law pro-
hibits dance studios from signing a customer
to one contract or a series where the total
cost will be over $2,500.

Horger also described some computer dat-
ing schemes as “an equally insidious method
of separating the citizen from his money.”

He said this is because the customer often
is too embarrassed to admit that he or she
turned to a computer to find dates.

According to Horger's investigators many
times customers dealing with unscrupulous
computer dating services have found that

“few, if any, prospective mates are provided
by means of the once a month listing pro-
vided” to them.

They report that one ingenious operator
has been known to masquerade as “the date”
and appear at the victim’s home,

Horger warned, “Dissatisfaction with the
service, if it does not measure up to the
glowing promises of the seller, is not
grounds for canceling the time payment con-
tract. Usually that binding document has
been sold to a finance company almost be-
fore the signatures were dry.”

Horger urged anyone knowing of either
swindle to contact his Consumers Affairs
Unit at 299-2105 He promised that a prompt,
confidential investigation would be made
and the case referred to the District Attor-
ney’s Office if sufficient evidence is obtained,

CHILDREN'S SHELTER
OPEN HOUSE

The doors of the Santa Clara County Chil-
dren’s Shelter opened wide Saturday, May
15, to welcome Children’s Shelter volunteers
and their families to the first Open House,
The purpose of the Open House was to give
families and friends of volunteers an oppor-
tunity to visit the Shelter.

Mrs, Richard Kile headed the committee
who arranged the activities of the day. Small
groups of volunteers and their invited guests
toured the Shelter and afterwards enjoyed
refreshments served by the Senior girls.

The volunteers are members of the Chil-
dren’s Shelter Volunteers, a section of the
Santa Clara County Juvenile Center Auxil-
iary. The organization provides assistance
to all of the facilities of the Santa Clara
County Juvenile Probation Department.

Pat Beasley, chairman of the Children’s
Shelter group, explained, “The aim is to
bring a little joy—a smile, some warmth, a
laugh—to the faces of the children housed at
the county-operated Children’s Shelter.”

“These youngsters,” she said, “are neg-
lected, abandoned, or abused children who
are in the custody of the County and await-
ing placement in more suitable homes. Most
of them will be placed in foster homes.”

Miss Beasley explained that each volun-
teer donates three hours per week to work
with the children. This may be during the
day or evenings or weekends.

In addition to service at the Shelter, the
group coordinates parties and special activi-
ties for the children and maintins a toy

box and gift closet for birthdays. They also
provide a sewing and mending service.

Presently, with summer vacation approach-
ing, the group is looking for more volun-
teers.

Miss Beasley said, “If you are at least 18
years of age, like children of any age—in-
fant to teen—and have time to devote to
these youngsters who are so in need of in-
dividual attention and the feeling that some-
one cares, then you could be of service at
the Shelter. We are especially in need of
volunteers to work with the school-age and
teenage youngsters and men to work with
the boys’ units,” she added.

“During the summer,” she noted, “we
would like to offer assistance to the chil-
dren in basic skill subjects—reading, writing
and arithmetic and we could use help from
experienced teachers.”

Volunteers currently working at the Shel-
ter include men and women from all walks
of life — housewives and mothers, retirees
who are grandmothers and grandfathers, col-
lege students and working men and women
from a variety of professions.

Anyone interested in becoming a volun-
teer is urged to contact the Juvenile Center
Auxiliary office at 299-2828 to obtain an
application form and arrange for an
interview.
