PUBLIC WELFARE, A Many Sided Subject
( PART 2)
Continued from Previous Issue

There are four other broad classes of peo-
ple who are helped with matched Federal
and state funds, in addition to AFDC recip-
ients, Another monthly average of about 31,-
479 persons (down from 53,000 last fiscal
year) do not receive financial assistance.
They do receive food stamps, 26,918 petsons,
and medical care, 5,561 persons. These peo-
ple for one or more reasons are ineligable
for a cash grant, but their income is such
as to qualify them for food stamps and Medi-
Cal.

The first of the four broad classes of peo-
ple are the Old Age Security recipients
(OAS) who must be at least sixty-five years
of age. Persons receiving aid have less string-
ent restrictions on their personal assets and
earnings than the AFDC recipients. Most of
the 10,000 persons receiving OAS até women
whose average age is seventy-two, and who
have some type of health problem. Many of
them have another source of income such as
their adult children, Social Security benefits,
or some form of fixed pension. Many older
citizens who now receive a fixed amount of
income are unaware that they are eligable to
receive aid from the Santa Clara County De-
partment of Social Services. Anyone over age
seventy-two would be wise to contact the
Departnient to find out if he or she is in
fact eligable for some additional aid. There
are a little over 10,000 aged people being
helped through OAS. These people are en-
titled to receive Medi-Cal, Food Stamps, and
the services of a Social Worker on request.

Aid to the Blind (AB) helps every month
about 500 persons 16 years old and over who
have no more than one-tenth of normal vis-
ion in their better eye when corrected’ with
the best possible lens. Most AB recipients
are elderly. However, for those blind persons
who are potentially self-supporting, the De-
partment of Social Services provides rehabili-

tation services and vocational training, As
with OAS, the requirements for eligibility
for AB are geared toward self-support to
whatever degree possible. This not only costs
the county less money, but, the recipient who
can achieve some income as a result of his
own efforts, begins to feel a sense of self-
worth and self-esteem. The blind are also
elegible for Medi-Cal, Food Stamps and the
advice and help of a Social Worker.

Aid to the Disabled (ATD) provides
money payments and other setvices to an
average 8000 needy persons who are totally
and permanently physically or mentally dis-
abled and who can prove their eligibility to
the State team of physicians and medical so-
cial workers. Once accepted, their financial
eligibility must be reviewed at least once a
year, while AFDC is reviewed every three
months. Financial worth requirements for the
disabled person applying for aid are similar
to those of OAS and AB recipients. How-
ever, persons who are receiving care in an
institution for mental illness or tuberculosis
are not eligible. Medi-Cal, Food Stamps and
advice and help from a Social Worker are
also available upon request.

General Assistance (GA) is an entirely
County-funded program. It provides aid to
needy persons and families who do not fit
into the programs that are,co-paid by the
state and federal government. Unlike the
co-paid programs, GA has a catch. To be
eligible for GA, those who are unemploy-
able and those whose need is temporary must
sign a lien agreement to reimburse the Coun-
ty. Their relatives, that is their spouse, pat-
ents, and adult children, are responsible, ac-
cording to their ability, to aid in their sup-
port. About 4,000 persons are receiving GA
each month in Santa Clara County. Those
who are eligible for GA may also receive
Medi-Cal, Food Stamps, and the services of
a Social Worker.

We have been so busy here at the Amer-
ican GI Forum Veterans Outreach office
that we have not had time to write the

" article.

Mr. Sam Pena has joined us as an out-
reach specialist. He was formerly with SER
at the residential center. Sam will be a great
asset to our organization and welcome on
board Sam.

We have over a hundred veterans training
at OIC. They have approved courses in
Welding, Auto Mechanics, Body and Fen-
der, Electronic Technicians, Drafting and
Machine Operator. These courses do not
cost the Veteran a cent and VA pays a single
veteran $220.00 a month, if you are married
$261.00 and $298.00 with a wife and one
child and $18.00 for every additional child.

The High School program is going strong
and remember fellow Vets the above rates
are paid for going to high school. You can
even work in the day and attend classes at
night. Man take advantage of this educa-
tion zow, it is only by getting a good edu-
cation or learning a good trade that we are
ever to get out of this poverty rut. Come to
our office — we can help you for sure.

For those of you younger troops that
would like to become law enforcement offi-
cers, that is a County Sheriff, Highway Pa-
trolman or City Policeman we hope to have
a hell of a good program for you very soon.
This program will allow you to go to col-
lege half a day and work alongside a police-
man for half a day. This program is to get
us what we have always wanted without hav-
ing to kiss or kick anyone in any part of
his body. So get with it and let me know
that you are interested. We will need up to
30 interested bodies with the qualification.
Veterans as a rule make good policemen for
they are well disciplined and are conditioned
to deal with adverse situations. Remember
those of you that left the service before Jan-
uary 1965 only have until August 1974 to
take advantage of getting paid to go to

school.

I have found very few female veterans
and I know there are more around so girls
drop by our office and tell us what you
need. We can help you. GI Forum is now
open to elegible female veterans. So you
young girls come give us a hand, we need
all veterans to help us, you won’t be sorry.
The GI Forum is the only organization that
now has male and female veterans together,
Asi es Que Adalante Veteranas.

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explain the testing sequence and findings. Do not

buy a new battery the first time your battery loses
power unless clear evidence of battery failure is
shown. Many reasons could account for the loss of
electrical power, including electrical charging
system malfunction, failure to turn off the lights,
or lack of sufficient vehicle use to keep the battery
charged. Many battery dealers do not repair

-electrical charging systems, therefore, they are

concerned only with selling batteries and not with
correcting charging system malfunctions.
Nevertheless, a battery dealer should be able to
test a vehicle charging system and should willingly
do so, usually without charge. Remember that the
dash board “red light" stays on only with total
charging failure and will not necessarily show a
progressive charging faiJure which will cause a
battery to run down as it takes over more and more
of the electrical requirements of the vehicle. The
battery, in fact, may only need charging to be fully
usable, providing no charging deficiency exists.

Any California business engaged in
automobile repair work must now be
registered with the Bureau of
Automotive Repair. Before you leave
your car, be sure to look for the sign
[below] listing your rights. The law
requires that it be prominently
displayed in the shop.

Replacement When a new battery is needed,
stay with the car manufacturer’s capacity
recommendations and consider mainly the
guaranteed life of the battery and your plans for
keeping the vehicle. Remember, abnormally long
or “lifetime” guarantees are generally not
transferable when the vehicle is sold and are
expensive. Generally speaking, a battery which is
adequate for your vehicle's needs will have an
expected life of upward of two years in a properly
maintained electrical system.

Health and Welfare Report

Kids and Crime

by Earl Brian

California Secretary of Health and Welfare

You ought to be aware of
hundreds of unsung heroes
in the fight against juve-
nile delinquency—the oper-
ators of foster homes
throughout California who
play a vital role in helping
youthful offenders adjust
from the institution to the
community.

Many of you may not be
aware of the importance of
foster homes in the reha-
bilitation of young people
who have broken the law.
An offender is placed in a
foster home when he is
paroled from an institution
and should not—for any one
of many reasons—be re-
turned to his own family. It
may be that the legal par-
ents do not want their son
or daughter home again, or
that the family situation
was a major cause of the
young person’s delinquency.

In afoster home, a youth-
ful offender can get a fresh
start. He has a secure
place to live and he is
given necessary supervi-
sion, attention and warmth
as he renews his life in the
community—either by work-
ing or returning to school.
If problems develop during
this tenuous transition
period, the foster parents
stand ready to give him a

helping hand.

Foster parents work
closely with the offender’s
parole agent. Together,
they see toit that the young
person remains in school,
or gets a job. They also
do all they can to see that
the parolee stays away
from situations that could
get him into trouble with
the law again.

Foster parents are people
like you who enjoy working
with young people. Some
have taken in youthful of-
fenders for 20 years or
more. Although they are
reimbursed for their costs,
most are motivated by a
higher calling—they are
sincerely interested in the
problems of young people
and they get satisfaction
from being able to work
with those who need their
help.

If you are interested in
operating a foster home for
youthful offenders or work-

.ing in the many other YA

programs designed to com-
bat delinquency—such as
the Foster Grandparents
program—I urge that you
contact my office or any
office of the California
Youth Authority.

We need your kind of
special help. These young
people need you.
