Nazi to speak here

George Lincoln Rockwell, leading proponent of Naziism in 
the United States, will discuss his philosophy here Thursday.

Titular head of the American Nazi Party, Rockwell plans to 
run for governor of Virginia, has led anti-Jewish rallies, and 
has been sentenced to 12 months hard labor for assaulting a 
Jewish boy.

Rockw ell will speak in the Main Auditorium from  2:30 to 
3:30. Tickets are available at Hut T -l for 25 cents, and students 
must show their student body card  to purchase a ticket. There 
is a limit o f one ticket per student, with a maxim um  of 750 
seats available.

SF State students were 
urged to volunteer for pre­
cinct and election work yes­
terday at a “ Get - Out - the- 
Vote”  rally held at the Speak­
er ’ s Platform .

Josiah Beeman, San Fran­
cisco  “ Get - Out - the - V ote”  
Chairman, John Burton, D em ­
ocratic nominee for the Twen­
tieth Assem bly District and 
G eorge M oscone, San Fran­
cisco  County Supervisor were 
guest speakers.

The speakers urged re-elec­
tion of President Johnson and 
the defeat of Proposition 14, 
stressing the role students 
could play in the election.

M oscone said that Am erica 
began to m ove ahead with the 
election o f John F. Kennedy 
and that N ovem ber 3, 1964, 
would be “ the largest step to-

The A postle 
Paul abandoned his intellectual, theological background that he m ight 
know God and walk with H im : ” But what tilings were gain to me those 
1 counted loss for Christ. Yea, doubtless, and 1 count all things but 
loss for  the excellency o f the know ledge o f Christ Jesus my L ord : for  
whom  I have suffered the loss o f  all things, and do count them  hut 
dung, that 1 may win Christ.”  (P hllippians 3: 7 ,8))

God meets individuals today on a m an-to-m an basis. No human 
m ediators or priests are necessary. Anyone who wishes may know God
and walk with Him in the deepest way possible.

God is able if you are willing to meet Him on H is terms. But it is 
you who must be w illing to change.

McPHAIL TO MEYER
On the first play of the final 

period, Meyer took a sideline 
toss from McPhail, bounced 
off Cal defender Ron Conway 
at the four, and dove into the 
end zone to put the Gators 
ahead, 21-14.

McPhail, who com pleted 13 
of 26 passes for 188 yards, 
covered 51 yards with three 
passes the next time the Ga­
tors got the ball. Fullback 
Jerry Brown spun over the 
middle for the final three to 
make it 28-14.

Finally, linebacker Dennis 
Drucker intercepted a pass at 
the Cal 23 and ran it back to 
the five. After a 15-yard hold­
ing penalty, Randy Ketlinsky 
ended the sweet misery by 
the final score.

The SF State defense kept 
Cal inside its own 23 and didn’t 
allow one first down during 
the entire scoring feast.

Drucker led the way with 
two interceptions as the Ga­
tor front line gave the Aggies 
only 93 yards net in the second 
half.

Even Howard Q. Moody, the 
bare foot punter, got into the 
act. He kicked out of bounds 
on the Cal one to set up SF 
State’s tying TD.

In all, the defense gave Da­
vis 235 yards net, an achieve­
ment that made a substantial 
contribution to the Gators’ 
third win Sn a row and fourth 
of the year.

The contribution was sorely 
needed, especially in the first 
half.

LOST 5 TIMES
SF State’s offense lost the 

ball five times — two inter­
ceptions and three fumbles — 
in the first 30 minutes as the

44 and LA State’ s winning 
margin o f 25 points.

SF State thinclads ran with­
in two minutes of each other 
in the quick-paced, close- 
packed race.

Following leaders Lero and 
Stapleton were Gator runners 
Bob Dalton (21:41), Paul Kos- 
ki (22:34), G eorge Joseph (22: 
40), Mike Alter (23:04), Chuck 
Turner (23:08), and M i k e  
Eash (23:19).

State Lum berjacks next Sat­
urday morning at 11:00 a m.

Aggies bottled up M cPhail and 
running ace Tom Piggee. But 
Crum kept the Gators close.

The 5’H ”  junior was most 
of the offensive show, espe­
cially the second time the 
Gators got the ball in the first 
period.

After Piggee went over the 
right side for five, Crum went 
up the middle and cut to the 
right to m ove the ball 12 
yards to the Gator 35.

McPhail passed 17 yards to 
Meyer, the first of seven toss­
es the left end caught for 113 
yards. C r u m  then went 
for 24.

The Gators lost eight when 
tackle Paul Richards recov­
ered a McPhail fumble. But 
then the 5’11”  signal caller 
threw a flat pass to Crum for 
an 18-yard gain.

BROWN SCORES
Brown, in the gam e for the 

first time, raced through the 
same trap Crum used. He 
bounced off three Aggies to 
score from  the 14 and give the 
Gators a 7-0 lead with 2:33 in 
the first period.

Then strange things started 
to happen. First, McPhail 
threw a pass 10 yards over 
wingback Mike Burke’s head 
and into the arms of Aggie 
Clyde MacDonald, who ran it 
back to the Gator 31.

Davis moved to the 12, but 
was penalized 15 yards when 
guard Tom Russell wandered 
down field on a pass play.

Fullback G l e n n  DuFour 
picked up six before quarter­
back Jim W ilcox passed 20 
yards to Dick South on the 
Gator one. DuFour then tied 
the score at 7-7 with a plunge.

Then the spirit o f Alphonse 
and Gaston entered the game.

Three plays 
later, Crum fumbled into the 
hands of the ever-present Mac 
Donald on the Aggie 17.

After Cal’s Larry Hagan 
missed a 30-yard field goal, 
SF State got the ball on its 
own 20. But wait, there’s still 
more!

M cPhail went back to pass 
and was hit by Aggie Ray De- 
Guillo, causing the field gen­
eral to drop the ball. DeGuil- 
lo knocked McPhail down as 
he dove for the ball and tackle 
Clark Lyons recovered on the 
29.

After two incomplete passes, 
W ilcox tossed one five yards 
over end Jerry Lilley’s head. 
However, Tierney jumped for 
the ball and knocked Lilley 
down. The resulting interfer­
ence penalty gave Davis the 
ball on the Gator eight.

Lilley ran to the goal line on 
the next play and cut in front 
of Rusty Hubbard to take the 
TD pass that gave Cal a 14-7 
lead with 22 seconds left in 
the half.

After a 20 minute intermis­
sion, the Gators started to 
play football.
