Some very positive changes are coming
about in terms of Chicana's participation in
traditionally male dominated Mexican-
American organizations.

At the recent State Conference of the
G.l. Forum in Oakland, California, the San
Jose Chapter of the Women's G.I. Forum
presented a resolution which would allow
women to vote at state conferences. When
their resolution was rejected, the women
were encouraged by Ernest Abeytia to walk
out in protest and were led by Marianna
Rodriguez. A handful of Chicano brothers
walked out with the women as a gesture of
support. Later when the protestors returned
and tried to use the microphone to speak,
they were told to sit down or get out. The
women sat on the floor in protest (see pic-
ture). During their sit-in, the Conference
participants were in the process of electing
officers. The women protestors nominated
Margarita Ramirez for State Secretary.
When the Chairman asked for her cre-
dentials, an infuriated Chicano from Los An-
geles challenged the Chairman stating that
double standards were being used to ex-
clude a Chicana sister. The other candidate
(a Chicano running on a brown ballot) with-
drew his candidacy in favor of the Chicana.
A different Chicano brother made a motion
that Margarita be elected on a brown ballot.

The resoltuion was unanimously passed al-
lowing women for the first time to vote at
state conferences. This incident marked a
significant accomplishment in probably one
of the oldest Mexican-American organiza-
tions in this Country.

It warms my heart to see this kind of en-
couragement and support which our Chicano
brothers are giving us in Santa Clara County.
As a recent Chicano Employment Commit-
tee (CEC) meeting, new officers were se-
lected; three of which were women. For the
office of Sgt. at Arms, Sam Pena withdrew
his candidacy and threw his support to Liza

Martinez who was elected. Liza Martinez,
Barbara Becerra, and Blanca Alvarado are
the first women to hold offices in the Chi-
cano Employment Committee (CEC). When
a request was made to allow one of the Chi-
canos to speak at the Dinner-Dance (honor-
ing the Chicanos newly hired in the San Jose
Police, Santa Clara Sheriff and San Jose Fire
Departments, due to the successful suit won
by the Chicano Employment Committee
(CEC). Jack Brito stated, "if we don't sup-
port the Chicanas we might as well go back
to drinking Coors and eating lettuce.” The
feeling of "carnalismo' was running high at
the Dinner-Dance as Blanca Alvarado got a
standing ovation after speaking eloquently
on the plight of the Chicana. Jess Delgado
(rumored preparing to run for Supervisor)
stated, ''there's a new feeling of unity in
the Chicano Employment Committee( CEC).
It seems like the Chicanas brought the or-
ganization closer together." Que Vivan Los
Machos! Who says our Chicano brothers are
not together?

Hondurans Love
U. 5. Ambassador

Phillip Sanchez, a Chicano from Fresno, is
the U.S. Ambassador to the Republic of Hon-
duras. He is among the first of his ethnic
group to hold this rank.

When he was appointed to this post in
March 1973, he promised to "break free of
the comfortable seclusion of his embassy
and mingle with the people." He kept his
promise and the Honduran people love him.

| was amazed at the admiration, love, and
respect the people in that Central American
country have for him.

A few weeks ago, | was invited by the
government of Honduras to tour the country.
Everywhere | traveled, Ambassador Sanchez
was named with affection. People did not
see him as an ambassador with the tradi-
tional image of a diplomat.

Sanchez was a friend who came to their
towns and villages in his guxabera (the peon's
work shirt) to talk to them, learn their ways,
and find out about their problems and needs.

Mingling with the working people is no
problem for Sanchez, he looks like the peo-
ple of Honduras, like the Mexicans, they are
the result of a blending of Spanish and In-
dian. Sanchez is a small framed dark com-
plected man with a soft, kind, and humble
disposition. :

Sanchez's background also helps him feel
comfortable among the poor and working
people of Honduras. Phillip Sanchez was born
in Pinedale, Calif. A son of a Mexican mi-
grant worker. He spent most of his child-
hood in the fruit and vegetable fields of
California's San Joaquin Valley.

Ambassador Sanchez, in my opinion, has
been instrumental in improving the image
Central Americans have of the United

— o e

States. His work is especially important in a
country where the United Fruit Company has
been "lord and master' over the lives of 3
million people for generations.

Last year when Hurricane Fifi wrecked
havoc and destruction like had never been
seen in Honduras, Sanchez was the first on
the scene to bring help to the people.

Sanchez, recognizing the need to get the
‘country back on its feet as soon as possible,
%ut in weeks consisting of 12-15 hours work
days. He accompanied disaster survey
squads on their first inspection flights.

"He was there when we needed him,"
one Honduran daily newspaper said when
Sanchez's role in coordinating U.S. relief ef-
fort was saluted by the thankful Honduran
people.

A national morning daily in Honduras
named Ambassador Sanchez as its Man of
the Year in Honduras on the basis of his
major contributions.

One of the proudest moments in the life
of this writer was the moment | walked into
Ambassador Sanchez's office and embraced
him and said "good to see you again Fe-
lipe."

| was proud not only as an American but
as a Chicano. I'm sure other officials who
accompanied me on this visit could sense
my feelings. The U.S. State Department
needs more men like Sanchez to represent
our country.

"The Wind & The Lion"

Historical drama. United Artists release
of a Columbia, M.G.M. co-production. Di-
rected, produced and written by John Mi-
lius.

"The Wind & the Lion" is a 'movie' movie
that hasn't been made in many a year. It is
a simple story of a pirate in Morrocco, the
last of his kind. And in knowing of what's to
come in his countries future, he knows that
his time is coming to an end. S,0 in a last
effort, he tries to tackle the 'wind.' He kid-
naps an American. The widow of a former
British general, and her two off-spring and
holds them for ransom. He simply wants
either a large sum of money or many guns
for his fellow riders and the immediate de-
portation of all alien forces for his beloved
country. And if the United States won't go
for that, he will simply kill the woman an
her two children. :

This, of course, does not on un-oppossed
by the American government. Which, at that
time, is going through an election. The time
is 1904, and Teddy Roosevelt is our Presi-
dent. He is looking for an issue to base his
campaign on. Guess what comes up?

Simple story? Yes. The fact is just as |
said earlier, a man trying to catch the 'wind.'
For the pirate knows this is the ending of his
ways and the beginning of new ones.
Changing times for a man very much out
of time.

The pirate is played by Sean Connery;
brilliantly. There is not a hint of his past
image (Bond) or anything else for that mat-

ter. His character is full of color, displaying
a lust for life and one which constantly
searches and questions. His character is
matched by the female he abducts, Candice
Bergen. Who constantly challenges his au-
thority, intelligence and iron will to the point
where the two stand off each other and he
simply says to Bergen, "You, are a lot of
trouble!"

Brian Keith is also excellent as our beloved
President, Teddy Roosevelt. His performance
matches the screen, making Teddy bigger
than life, a folk hero. The kind of folk hero
that was ftotally self manufactured and
needed constant reassurance from the Secre-
tary of State, played to the hilt by John
Huston. He always asks after a big cam-
peign speech: ""How was I, John?"" And John
would always say: '"Marvelous, Teddy."

The other supporting players are also ex-
cellent. To note; Aldo Sambrell as Connery's
right hand man. Geoff Lewis as the inept
American Ambassador. And Anton St. John
as the ominus, ever present German com-
mander, who literally has no lines until the
end of the film. And that is because he is in
an attack and he yells; 'Charge!"

The film was directed by John Milius,
whose only other directing credit is "Dillin-

.ger.'" But is no newcomer to film. He has

been writing for the screen for the last nine
years. His direction is swift and flowing, mov-
ing from large scale action to very intimate
with no trouble at all. His talent for capturing
moods, as the long lonely desert treks,
siluouetted by sundown to personal scenes in
which the character establishes it with a
small monologue, is very reminiscent of John
Ford. ¢

The film is also complimented by the 2nd
unit genius of Hal Needham and Jose Ma-
jan. The sabre work in the beginning scenes
are enough to thrill the pants off you. The
camera work of Geoffrey Unsworth matches
that of the director; swift, fluid and always
with the utmost artistic planning.

All to this, a beautiful score written by
Jerry Goldsmith and some popcorn, and you
have an excellent evening entertainment.

WANTED:
Spanish Speaking Police

The San Jose Police Department is hang-
ing out a sign reading, "'Only the bilingual
need apply," at least for its Oct. 18 eligibil-
ity exam.

City personnel director Clinton Hilliard
plains the object is to better serve the city's
Spanish speaking commununity, not neces-
sarily to hire Chicanos. It's an extension of
the "selective certification' policy, in force
since 1973, by which Spanish speaking can-
didates have first crack at the available jobs.

But all of the Spanish speakers on the cur-
rent list have been hired, and the new Span-
ish fluency requirement is an attempt tc
replenish the supply. Well over a hundred
non-Spanish speakers remain on the present
eligibility list, Hilliard says.

He insists that Spanish fluency is the
desired quality, not a Spanish surname. He
points out that one recent "selectively certi-
fied" candidate was a Spanish-speaking

However, Hilliard explains that hiring bi-
lingual officers ""gets them out on the street
as soon as possible.” Spanish lessons for the
whole police force would be "too expensive."
His goal is to have "one third of the next
two police academies comprised of persons
with bilingual ability."

The Chicano civil rights movement started
about 1964 with President Johnson's War on
Poverty followed by a series of leqislative
action designed more to win over the Chi-
cano vote than to help him over his poverty
cycle.

With this nation becoming more and more
conscious of past social iniustices to ethnic
minorities, it became popular to reverse that
philosophy and openly practice liberalism.
This resulted in the establishment of Af-
firmative Action programs by governmental
agencies and voluntary and industrial con-
cerns in aeas of employment, education, and
soecial projects funding.

Although the liberal movement opened
many doors to Chicano orqanizations and
individuals, it also spoiled many Chicanos in
a manner | consider detrimental to the solid
and stable growth of the group.

White liberalism brought with it the in-
evitable backlash now being felt across the
Southwest. Actions by whites of reverse dis-
crimination began to mount, and the doors
of opportunity became a little narrower to
open.

The initial aim of the Chicano civil rights
movement by now appears strong enough to
continue under some power. The Chicano
has learned to play the political game and
has the experience and people well rooted
in the establishment to bring the growing
tree to full development.

During the social honeymoon, the Mexican-
American was able to regain an identity
which had been lost for generations. With
this came pride and confidence and his
ability to compete with the rest and to build
strong foundations for himself and the fu-
fure of the group. The Chicano was con-
ceived during this honeymoon period. The
Chicano is now a strong healthy teen-ager
on his way to a vital part of a human re-
source of this country.

For the present Mexican-American needs
to continue being a Chicano he has to estab-
lish an identity beyond any doubts in the

minds of people of this society.

Creating a new identity was not an easy
task, but it was absolutely necessary in these
changing times. He had to break away from
his label of Mexican for he is not Mexican.

He had to stop imitating Anglo-Saxon
ways for he felt he did not guite belong
there. A new culture came into being mix-
ing the Mexican and U.S. cultural values, the
result was the birth of the Chicano.

In my opinion, the Chicano is not going to
be here forever, he will ev ntually blend
with the Chicano culture that will become
an integral part of the culture of this coun-
try.

Yes, | am glad the honeymoon is over.
The Chicano is now ready to build on his
own and to share a great feeling of satis-
faction that comes with it.

Hector P. Garcia
Physician

A medical doctor by profession, Hector
Garcia has also had careers as civic leader
and diplomat. His experience in the Medi-
cal Corps helped inspire him with the idea
of founding an organization that might
help Mexican American veterans make a
better life for themselves after they left
the service. He did this work so well that
in 1952 he was awarded the "Medal of
Merit" by the American G.I. Forum of
Texas. Later, Garcia turned to diplomacy,
and was appointed by President Lyndon B.
Johnson to several successive positions,
among them: alternate delegate to the
United Nations with the rank of ambassa-
dor (1967), and member of the U.S. Na-
tional Commission for UNESCO (1968). On
November 7, 1968 he was sworn in as a
Commissioner of the U.S. Commission on
Civil Rights.
