BAY AREA
BIG SISTERS

By MARY ANN SEAWELL

“When I was growing up on
the south side of Chicago, my
parents were very busy work-
ing and didn’t have much
tie to spend with me. I
deeided that when I grew up,
1 would try to help a child
haye what I didn’t have.”

Kathryn Koontz's way of
helping was to become a Big
Sister. As a member of Bay
Area Big Sisters, Kathryn, an
airlines reservation agent who
lives in Palo Alto, and her
“little sister” Gina, 11, go
horseback riding, take long
walks, have picnics or some-
times just chat on the tele-
phone. On a recent weekend,
Kathryn took Gina on her
first camping trip.

The Bay Area Big Sisters
program matches a girl who
needs special attention and
personal interest with an
adult who can give her expe-
riences she might not other-
wise receive. Today, Big
Sisters has approximately 95
“matches,” big and little
sister teams, 15 of them in
Santa Clara County and eight
in San Mateo County. The
remainder are in San Fran-
cisco and the East Bay.

In order to be a Big Sister,
a woman must be at least 21,
and may be single, married
or divorced. There is mno
upper age limit, but most Big
Sisters are in their 20s and
30s.

VARIED ACTIVITY

The Big Sister must agree
to remain in the program for
at least a year. Judy Horst of
Cupertino, president of the or-
ganization, explained, “These
youngsters come from back-
grounds that are full of
broken relationships. They
don’t need another rejection.”

Big Sisters are asked to
meet with their little sisters
twice a month, but the choice
of activity is left up to the in-
dividuals. Outings may be as
simple as a visit to the z00 or
park or as elaborate as a
weekend in Disneyland.

The organization also ar-
ranges some outings, and any
interested members may at-
tend. Ome such recent event
was a tour of San Francisco
International Airport and of
an airplane, with steward-
esses on hand to act as
guides.

“If we had a motto, it
would be ‘Spend time, not

money,” Miss Horst said. “It’s
very tempting to spend
money, but the youngsters
need the attention more.”

“I helped my little sister
learn how to ride a bike,”
said Gwen Foote of Mountain
View. Gwen, who is with
IBM, is Santa Clara County
ce-ordinator for Big Sisters.
“Another great thing about
having a little sister,” she
said, “is that you can do ail
those childish things your
friends won’t do with you —
like going to parades, which I

HOME WORK

The women are encouraged
to include their little sisters
in planning activities. They
also are advised that some
meetings should be spent at
home, rather than on “out-
ings.” Big Sister Lynn Baird,
a stewardess who lives in
Palo Alto, helped her Iittle
sister, Jennifer, 12, sew her
graduation dress. Alice Coca
of Belmont, a secretary with
United Airlines, helps her lit-
tle sister, Joyce, 11, with her
math homework. Denise Reil-
ly of Sunnyvale has had cook-
ing sessions with her little
sister, Mary Lee, and has
taught her how to make salad
dressing and other simple
items. Denise is with Fair-
child Corp.

Big Sisters learn as well as
instruct. They learn, for ex-
ample, that a child who
seems so self-sufficient that
she has no real need for a
Big Sister, can in reality be
covering a deep shyness and
insecurity with bravade. They
learn how to draw out a timid
child and how to interpret
small signs of a child’s grow-
ing trust. Said one Big Sister,
“We were walking in the
woods and she reached up
and took my hand. She’s not
demonstrative so that meant
a lot.”

First meetings with little
sisters can be awkward until
rapport is established. Mary

(Mrs. Dennis) Economides of
San Jose recalled that when
she learned her little sister,
Lucy, 8 was of Mexican-
American descent, she boned
up on her Spanish for their
first meeting. I said ‘buenos
dias’ and Lucy looked at me
like I was crazy,” Mrs.
Economides said. “‘She didnt
knew any Spanish.” Mrs.
Economides, who has an &
year-old son, is also a student
at San Jose State College.
HISTORY

Bay Area Big Sisters was
begun three years ago. Two
of the founders, Judy Horst of
Cupertine, an editor with
Fairchild Corp., and Pauia
Lewis of San Francisco, had

been working as volunteer art
teachers at the Youth Guid-
ance Center in San Francisco.
Said Miss Horst, “We saw so
many of the girls come back
and we thought it was a
shame that someone wasn’t
helping them on the outside.”

The young women talked to
members of Big Brothers
about the possibility of start-
ing a similar organization for
girls. They were advised to
raise several thousand dollars
before beginning the project.

Instead of waiting, the
women canvassed their
friends to find others who
would be interested, and in
April, 1967, incorporated as a
nonprofit charitable organiza-
tion. The group’s first match
was made in August, 1967,
and by the end of the year 15
big and little sister teams had
been matched.

Bay Area Big Sisters re-
ceives no funds from United
Crusade or other agencies,
but is now checking into the
possibility of a grant from a
private foundation. All staff
work is done on a volunteer
basis and funds come from
private contributions. Each
Big Sister pays a five-dollar
membership fee. Honorary
memberships also are avail-
able.

INTERVIEW

The prospective Big Sister
is interviewed by a social
worker. They discuss hex
reasons for wanting to join
the program and the kind of
little sister she would like.
Often the Big Sister has not
really thought about what
type of little girl she might
best help. A girl who is inter-
ested in sports, for example,
might prefer a little sister
who is old emough to go hik-
ing and swimming. Some
white volunteers request a
child from a minority group;
others feel that a difference
in race might be a barrier.
All races are represented
among big and little sisters.

Mrs. Economides, whe in-
terviews big .sisters, said,
“We look for diligence and
real interest in a child. This
is mot a substitute mother
program, so we don’t want
someone who expects to
mother a child.

“We rarely get an applicant
who is totally unsuitable.
Most often, if the girl decides
not to become a Big Sister,
it's a mutual decision on her
part and ours.”

After her first interview,
the prospective Big Sister at-
tends an orientation meeting
where she learns more about
the program and is told of

_possible problems she may

encounter and how to handle
them. -She also meets other
Big Sisters.

Then there is a second in-
terview for the Big Sister in
which she learns the back-
ground of her little sister.

The little sisters, who range
in age from 6 to 16, are
referred by a social worker
or teacher who can do the ini-
tial paperwork. Some of the
girls come from families on
welfare and all are recom-
mended by a social worker or
other professional who feels
that the child will benefit
from such a program.

MOTHERS

While boys in Big Brothers
are usually youngsters with-
out fathers, girls in Big
Sisters usually have mothers.
But because of the pressures
of caring for a large family
and often holding a job out-
side the home as well, the
mother does not have much
time to spend with an individ-
ual child.

One frequently encountered
problem is that the mother
may view the Big Sister as a
threat to her position. The
volunteers are encouraged to
include mothers in planning
activities. Miss Horst said,
‘‘Instead of telling the
mother, ‘I'm taking Carol to
Chinatown today,’ it’s far bet-
ter to ask, ‘Do you think
Carol might enjoy a trip to
Chinatown?’

Another volunteer related,
“My little sister’s mother was
juite afraid of the program.
The first time T went to her
house, she seemed to think I
would take her daughter
away. Then we started talk-
ing and found we both en-
joyed similar interests, such
as fishing. I suggested that
the three of us might go fish-
ing some day. She gradually
began to relax and now things
are fine.”

Miss Horst said that, in ad-
dition to Big Sister velun-
teers, the organization would
welcome volunteer office staff
who could do telephone work
or help publish the group's
newsletter. Also needed are
social workers who could
serve as interviewers. Volun-
teers should contact Big
Sisters of the Bay Area in
San Francisco.

While the little sisters re-
ceive attention and new expe-
riences under the guidance of
a Big Sister, the Big Sister in
turn receives the satisfaction
of, as Alicer Coca put it,
“opening a mew world for
someone. Going beyond your
own problems helps you too.”

GOING INTO BUSINESS?

I have a friend that is willing to pay $10,-
000 for a franchise of a little known sewer
and drain cleaning business. I told him to
“forget that little known company. Buy your-
self an auger, advertise, and go into business
under your own name.” I wanted to save
him the $10,000; but he insisted so I said,
“OK, tell you what I'll do. I'll give you the
franchise, use my name (Reyes) and twicc
the territory, and you need only pay me
$5,000.” He said no to my proposition be-
cause I didn’t own any territory in the first
place. That was exactly my point! Neither
did the franchise company that wanted $10,-
000. Buying a franchise does not keep out
the competition of any other company.

Very often a new business entrepreneur
will neglect to figure an interest return on
his investment. He is so anxious to buy a
business that he fails to calculate a return
on his investment. For instance, if I pay $2,-
000 for a business that business has to earn
enough for (1) direct and indirect operat-
ing expenses, (2) salaries, (3) profit, and
(4) the return (interest) for the $2,000 in-
vestment.

The San Jose Mercury Classified Want Ad
Section titled “Business Opportunity No.
600” contains a variety of businesses for sale.
But before you buy a business, you should
know something about that business. Edu-
cation plus experience is a good basis. Inci-
dentally, you don’t have to buy a going busi-
ness. You can start your own. Many persons
start gradually and build up their own busi-
ness as time passes.

Some people make the mistake of think-
ing that once they are their own boss, they
can take it easy. But the reverse is usually
true. Most often the boss is the hardest
worker, in addition to putting in the longest
hours. When I worked for a company, I
worked 8 hours a day. Now that I am self-
employed, I work 14 hours a day.

For some, business is exciting and beauti-
ful. A successful business is art in action;
and when a man knows his business and
does it well, that man is an artist. Let me
encourage those of you who aspire to own
your own business to go ahead and take a
chance. But, before signing on the dotted
line, always consult with your accountant,
lawyer or experts in the field of your choice.
Being in business for yourself can be very
satisfying, plus you may make a few bucks.
You can tell anyone, I said SO!

Complain in a decent manner and ge? things
done the right way; don’t let it go because
it is too much bother!

This is how you
can change things and the image of the
Chicano. Don't let people walk over you no
matter what race, especially your own, be-
cause you are harming them as well as your-
selves in the future. And this is what ic’s all
about “THE BETTERMENT OF OUR
FUTURE.”

PAP TESTS AT SIX
CLINICS

The County Health Department is now
offering free Pap tests, a cancer checkup
for women, at clinics in six areas of the
County as part of its Multiphasic Screening
Program.

Members of the health department staff
explained that the test is a highly reliable
way to detect uterine cancer, one of the
most common forms of female cancer. The
test can show up a cancer in the early
stages when it can be treated and cured,
they reported.

The tests are being paid for under a
$9.000 grant to the health department from
the American Cancer Society's Santa Clara
County unit. The primary purpose of the
grant is to make the tests available to wom-
en who do not have the opportunity to
see a doctor regularly.

To arrange for a test, a woman should
call the health clinic nearest to her home
for an appointment.

The clinics and their telephone numbers
are: Civic Center, 151 W. Mission St., San
Jose, 297-1636, Ext. 234; Central Office,
2220 Moorpark Ave., San Jose, also 297-
1636, Ext. 234; East Valley, 1989 McKee

W. Fifth St., 842-7141,

Other tests available at these clinics are
for glaucoma, diabetes, high bioud pressure,
height and weight, lung and heart disease.
