( SECOND INSTALLMENT )

In the preceeding issue of EXCENTRICO we des-
cribed the physical layout and site of the JAMES
BOYS RANCH near Madrone, Calif. In this edition
we will delve into the Work, Recreation, and Coun-
seling programs, go over a typical day at the ranch,
and give brief biographical sketches of Mr. Lee C.
Jordan, Ranch Superintendent; Mr. Leonard C. Ram-
Irez, Assistant Superintendent;Miss Muriel M. Wright,
Chief Juvenile Probation Officer; and Judge William
F. James, for whom the ranch is named.

A TYPICAL DAY AT JAMES RANCH

The day begins at 6:25 A.M. when all boys are
awakened after a long night's sleep. He has twenty
minutes to bathe, shave, and dress himself. From
6:45 to 7:20 he is busy cleaning up the area around
his bed and making his bed.

At 7:25 the boys stand at attention as the Stars &
Stripes and the California state flag are raised on a
common pole.

Breakfast is ot 7:30 and usually over by 7:55.

At B:I5 school begins for those attending morn-
Ing sessions. Half of the 54 man group goes to classes
in the morning and the other half goes to work. In the
afternoon, vice versa.

At 11:30 the entire group is assembled to prepare
for luncheon. Lunch is served from 11:40 to 12:10.

Afterncon school sessions start at 12:20 ond end
at 3:30.

At 3:45 there Is a one hour physical education
period for the entire complement of boys.

At 4:45 the boys go into the dormitory to clean

up and prepare for flag lowering ceremonies. ‘' Taps''

is played on a phonograph and echoes out over the

entire camp area.
Dinner is served promptly at 5:30 P. M.
Immediately after the evening meal the boys re-

turn to their dormitory to wash their socks. They are
issued three pairs apiece and must wash them and keep
them clean.

From 6:30 until 9:30 the boys are free to do as
they wish,

The day ends at 9:35 in the evening when a boy
leads the group in prayer. Shortly afterward, the
lights are turned out and the day has ended.

THE WORK PROGRAM:

Work teams made up of 50% of the boys operate
on a daily three hour schedule. Detalls are assigned
for work consisting of kitchen clean-up, store rooms,
poultry and animal care, and general maintenance of
the ranch grounds. There is also a program which
teaches agriculture, care and maintenance of farm
equipment, animal husbandry, construction, garden-
ing, ond landscaping. These programs are under the
direction of qualified vocational counselors.

THE RECREATION PROGRAM

Activities available for the boys at present are:
basketball, softball, hobby groups, competitive in-
door tournaments, painting, letter writing, outdoor
meals ond campfires, swimming, ond an occasional
dance.

Boys may write letters to and receive letters from
only their immediate family or legal guardians.

Immediately west of the recreation building is o
regular size 440 yard track with pole vault, high jump,
and broad jump pits. It is not as developed as the
rest of the recreational facilities ot James Ranch but
Mr. Jordan mentioned that the trock is one of the
next developement projects for the boys.

A trampoline, ''monkey bars, '' and tight rope
are also available for the athletic minded. Domming

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The boy is often surprised to find an atmosphere
that is not as restraining as life at Juvenile Hall.

The JAMES RANCH counseling staff is made up
of college trained men who are quite skilled in hand~-
ling men. They have a wide variety of interests and
their diversified talents are very useful at the ranch.
Mr. Pete Sanchez, for example, was a B-25 bomber
pilot in World War Il. Mr. Mitsuro Mihara is an ex-
pert on gardening. Mr. Bill Pryor has supervised the
construction of chicken houses, hog pens, and tool
rooms on the ranch grounds.

Each counselor is assigned from 6 to 7 boys and
he makes monthly reports on their progress. These re-
ports are reviewed at the reclassification conference
which takes place every 30 days. Items taken into
consideration when classifying a boy are:
|I. Reason for Placement at James Ranch.

Placement Adjustment.

Family and Home Status.

Health.

Recreation Interests.

Moral Habits.

Social Relationships.

Authority Relationships and Attitudes.

General Appraisal and Recommendation.
One of the sample questions under Social Relation-
ships was: '"How does boy react to being called a
"' square? "'

The counseling staff is composed of Lou Gucinski,
Gene Weir, Mike Irving, Bill Pryor, Thad Murrin,
Robert Pennington, Mitsuro Mihara, Emmanuel Lan-
deros, Pete Sanchez, Howard Kim, and Charles Alex-
ander.

THE COUNSELING PROGRAM:

After o boy arrives at the ranch, he is given 10
days to adjust himself to his new environment.

A 30 day period of orientation is used to acquaint
the boy with the ranch and he is told what can be
accomplished If he will apply himself. This is the
w time when o concentrated effort is made by ALL staff
personnel to find out as much as they possibly can
about the new boy. He Is encouraged to talk about
his troubles, problems, and likes and dislikes. Only
by really knowing him can he be helped. The read-
ustment period is a crucial one in each boy's life at
the James Ronch and care is taken to see that he is
occepted into the ranch's way of life.

Intensive Counseling is the rule during this period.

After the boy has lived on the ranch for 30 days,

re~classification conference is held. All ranch
personnel, superintendent, assistant superintendent,
counselors, supervisors, teachers, etc. discuss each
boy's progress. If he has made o satisfactory adjust-
ment and fits well Into the ranch, he is advanced
from C Section rating to a B Section. He is on the
~ay to rehabilitation.

When a boy is deemed fully rehabilitated and is
ready to go home, the probation officer in charge of

the ward makes a visit to the boy's home to make
arrangements with his parents for a supervision pro-
gram upon his release.

After that, periodical check-ups are made to be
sure that the boy has made a satisfactory adjustment
to his community.
