Actually, there are two such women: Mrs.
Fyodor Vassilet of Russia and Mrs. Bernard
Scheinberg of Austria.

Ms. Vassilet achieved her prodigious total of
69 in 27 confinements. She gave birth to four
sets of quadruplets, seven sets of triplets, and 16
pairs of twins. If you add up these figures, you'll
see that not one confinement produced a single
birth. Mrs. Vassilet enjoyed considerable re-
nown, and appeared at the court of Czar Alex-
ander 11. She died in 1872.

Mrs. Scheinberg’s story is remarkably similar
to that of Mrs. Vassilet. She, too, gave birth in 27
confinements; none of these produced less than
two children; and miraculously, she likewise
gave birth to fours sets of quadruplets, seven sets
of triplets, and 16 pairs of twins!

When Mrs. Scheinberg died at the age of 56 in
1911, her husband Bernard remarried, and had
18 children by his second wife. Bernard Schein-
berg had sired a grand total of 87 progeny.

for the first time our political and
law-and-order leaders are mno
longer trying to discredit militant
Chicanos as troublemakers, sub-
versive or criminal.

The news media has aided signi-
ficantly in this attitudinal change
by better coverage of Chicano civil
rights efforts and accomplish-
ments.

Not long ago, the only news
coverage Chicanos had was when
a group of them was arrested on
drug charges or other crimes.

We have come a long way sinc
the 1940s when a group of young
Chicanos made national and inter-
national news when they rebelled
violently against the establish-
ment. They were called Pachu-
cos (Zoot-suiters).

These were the zoot-suit riots
in Los Angeles on June 5-7 of
1943. At that time, the press and
radio, as well as police, openly
encouraged mob action in dealing
with zoot-suiters. :

We look at the Pachucos of the
1940s as heroic martyrs of so-
ciety’s attitude in those days. We
could say they were the true van-
guards of the present Chicano
social revolution. Non-violence,
however, is the policy in the
present struggle for our rights.

A great contemporary Chicano
leader, Cesar Chavez, is willing to
give his life to stress his philoso-
phy of non-violence whenever his

followers become discouraged and.

want to resort to violence to win
their cause.

~ Today, local Chicano organiza-

ployment Committee have learned
to use the law and the courts to
win civil rights battles.

Even conservative, liberal and
ultra-liberal Chicano leaders have
come together to resolve their dif-
ferences and form a united front.

The County of Santa Clara and
the City of San Jose, along with a
number of Southwestern -cities,
now recognize the need for Chi-
canos in administrative positions
rather than the traditional un-
skilled jobs.

California state government un-
der Gov. Brown has so far estab
lished a record for appointments
of Chicanos to high level posts.

Chicanos, nevertheless, are still
far from being recoghized on
their own merits as every human
being should be. Unfortunately,
many employers forced upon
them by government legislation
or work contracts.

[Nevertheless, the Chicano is
now reaching “pay dirt” and has
learned how to “play the game.”
The job, however, is just begin-
ing becaupse he has a long and
arduous task to elev-ic the Chi-
cano people to a V*  or sdcial and
economic level.

The - most significant factor is
that our society has begun to take
the Chicanos seriously and it i
Jistening. Which is really what we
have been asking all the time.

?Ha escuchado el término “dis-
lexia” sin estar completamente
seguro de lo que significa? La dis-
lexxia es una dificultad con la lec-
tura que afecta a muchos nifios.
Ademas de ocasionarles problema
con la lectura, la dislexia crea en
los nifios problemas relacionados
con el tiempo y el espacio. Estos
problemas les hacen dificil el
aprender a leer la hora o aprender
el orden correcto de los dias de
la semana.

Para ayudarle a estar pendien-
tes de los sintomas, y poder asi
ayudar al nifio o la nifia que pa-
dece de dislexia, el National In-
stitute of Mental Health (Instituto
Nacional de Salud Mental) pub-
lic6 un nuevo folleto en inglés
titulado Dyslexia. El mismo cuesta
$1.00 y se puede pedia a: Con-

Los nifios con dislexia pueden
sufrir otros problemas tales como
nerviosidad extremada, y dificul-
tad con la coordinacion fisica y
con !a menioria. Algunas personas
creen equivocadamente que la dis-
lexia significa wuna inteligencia

menor que la promedio —lo que
sencillamente no es cierto.
FExiste gran controverisa sobre
las causas de la dislexia.. Se ha
sugerido que las complicaciones
prenatales o al mnacer, alguna
lesién cerebral, o demoras en el
desarrollo del sistema mnervioso,
podrian ser causantes del prob-
lema. Otros opinan que la desnu-
tricién, los problemas emocionales
v la ensenianza inadecuada tam-

bién son factores. .
No importa lo que la ocasione,

el nifio con dislexia sufre desen-
cantos, confusién y temor, al darse
cuenta de que no puede hacer lo
que hacen los demas chicos. A la
larga, el nifio puede dejar siquiera
de hacer un esfuerzo.

Muchos nifios con dislexia no
perciben las imagenes de la forma
como éstas se presentan.

Por ejeinplo, el nifio con dislexia
puede percibir una palabra al
revés o invertida. Esto puede
crearle un problema real, especial-
mente cuando no puede explicarle
al maestro o a uno de sus padres
que la “b” se le confunde con la
‘Cd’? 0 1a €4p77‘

En la escuela, es posible que
los maestros no sepan que el estu-
diante padece de dislexia, y pien-
ser. que es vago o que no esta
motivado.

Si los padres o maestros notan
el problema desde sus comienzos,
se puede hacer mucho para ayudar
al nifio. En muchas ciudades se
ofrecen clases de educacién es-
pecial para ayudar a los nifios a
vencer la dislexia.

A BAINGE FOUR A GO

AZTEC TRIBUTE TO
THE GODS
by LOUISE N. JOHNSON

In spite of the frantic pace of
today’s world, many ancient cere-
monies have been preserved and
still retain their magnificence.
This is especially true of the Az-
tec Fliers Dance, one of the most
exciting and spectacular of all
Mexican dances.

Actually an ancient ceremonial
dance handed down for genera-
tions, it varies from region to re-
gion in Central America on up
through Mexico. Most authorities
agree that the Aztec Indians have
been performing this ritual since
around the thirteenth century,
perhaps even before. Although to
some extent a race of nomadic
warriors, the Aztecs, like the
Chinese and Greeks, believed that
music and dancing helped them
keep the favor of the gods. Where
for many years the Aztecs were
a dominant race, now only
around 29 percent of the entire
population of Mexico are Indians,
including Aztecs.

Hundreds of years ago the Az-
tecs began with small children
and had special training pro-
grams for dancers and musicians.
Traditionally “The Fliers,” all
young men, made a vow to train
regularly, stay in training and
perform - the dance for seven
years. It not only took exceptional
physical agility and a great deal
of dedicated practice, but it also
demanded tremendous courage.
Originally these aerial dancers
hoped to gain favor from the gods
for their risk.

Although the last years the Az-
tec Fliers Dance can be seen
much oftener, in ancient times
this particular dance was con-

sidered sacred and was performed
only once a year in a square near
the great temple. For a long time
that site was exactly where the
Cathedral of Mexico City now
stands. This impressive rite is
often referred to as the Pole
dance because a stury high 100
foot pole soars high in the arena
center and is a part of the cere-
mony.

Instead of just leaving the pole
standing in the middle of the
square for future use as is now
done, a long time ago a new tree
was selected for each ceremonial.
Back then, a large group of peo-
ple would go to the forest search-|
ing for the strongest, straightest
and highest tree. When it was
picked out, they’d dance around it
apologizing for having to cut it
down. One person, usually an

elder, would sprinkle a 'special
drink on the ground and on the
tree before it was cut to relieve its
suffering. Then, after it had been
chopped down, messengers ran
ahead to the city to herald the
coming of the tree. Church bells
were rung, music played and fire-
works were set off to welcome it.
I'he dancers went ahead, too, go-
ing straight to the temple to pray.
Before setting the tree in the
ground, the deep hole was blessed,
food and dring poured into it so
the pole would be content and al-
ways keep the dancers safe.

Just before the dance starts,
five handsome young men,
straight as arrows, wearing cos-
tumes alike and in crimson, ap-
pear on the edge of the square.
Their headdresses are Roman
type and feathered — an impres-
e sight.

The four dancers (one is the
musician) represent the four
acred birds that fly with the four
vinds to the four main points of
he compass. They form a line
lancing toward the pole to the
lear mellow notes of a flute. The
nusician stands to one side and
he four, as they dance, separate
nto two pairs, facing each other.
[hey do not turn their backs on
he pole. Each musical movement
s repeated and the entire dance is
lone seven times.

When this is finished, one by
me, the dancers climb the rope
ntwined pole and take positions
mn the open frame suspended
iear the very top. Then, to flute
nusic, each prepares his rope for
the great flight. The ropes are on
he frame, not dangling.

The last and final one to mount
the high pole is the musician,
vho is also a trained dancer. He
sits on the platform’s narrow

ledge saluting the East first, and

playing his melody seven times.
He plays the same homage to the
other three cardinal directions.
Next he goes around the square
wooden platform seven times,
performing breath-taking acro-
batic steps while the audience be-
low gasps. No wonder! The plat-
form is only framed in with nar-
row boards, mnot solid, so bal-
ancing and dancing on it is down-
right dangerous.

After 'the musician makes his
seventh round, the moment for
the flight of the dancers arrives.
Daringly, each one hurls himself
into space, and the ropes tied to
their feet and bodies begin to un-
wind. Stretching out their arms,
they hold their necks stiff so their
heads| stay firm as they rotate
giving the effect of winged crea-
tures in flight.

The pole is high, it has to be.
As it turns, the dancers swing far
out over the arena, always per-
fectly spaced and whirling on
their way downward. They make
exactly 13 revolutions in a very
wide circle around the pole be-
rore touching the ground. The

musician stays on the platform
above, playing all during their
descent. When the dancers have
only two times left to circle be-
fore touching the ground, they
straighten out so they can land
gracefully and on their feet. The
musician comes down the pole

after all four dancers are on the
ground. They wait for him before
removing their ropes. Then, with
regal dignity, all five depart from
the arena together, leaving feel-
ings of awe that this ancient
aerial tribute has been preserved
with all its splendor.
