El aqua naturalmente se cerraria inmediatamente
nor la contaminacion que entraria en los abastesimien
tos de aqua y en las lineas. Lasfamilias tendrean que
alimentarse con ‘a comida que tubieran a la mano
hasta que este departcmento determinara el grodo de
los alimentos existentes en ias tiendas de abarrotes y
bodegas. La descontinuacion de servicios publicos y
la distribucion de alimentos y agua arobablemente se
suspenderia por varios dias.

QUE PUEDE HACER UD. y su familia pora estar
PREVENIDOS para una CRISIS como esta? Ud. ysu
familia podrian durar varios dias sin comida pero no
sin agua potable para tomar.

La interrupcion de servicios de aqua a su casa no
es lo unico que puede pasar si no que tambizn la con
taminacion de las lineas de ogua por medio de mater
iales radio activos, drenaje o productos quimicos puede
ser sumamente peligroso.

Es necesario entonces almazenar agua potable en
la casa. El ogua se deve guardar en recipientes vien
limpios y vien cerrados.

Se sugiere almazenar lo menos dos galones de agua
por persona. Sitiene nifios menores de tres afios guarde
un galon mas por cada nifio para estar seguro de tener
suficiente oqua para un periodo de siete dias.

Recverde que en caso de emergencia puede usar el
agua de su calentador (hot water heater) tambien el
refigreador en forma de hielo. Otras liguidos que se
pueden usar en lugor de ogua son jugos de frutas o
frutas frescas que esten protejidas por sus cascaras y
que no hailan sido expuestas a la contaminacion radio
activa.

Otras preparaciones para una emergencia como
esta son las siguientes:

|I. Almacene suficientes alimentos para siete dias,

inclyvendo leche de bote. Los alimentos deven

ser de bote. Guarde tambien platos de carton.

2. Alimentos para el bebe y diabeticos o otras die

tas expeciales requeridas por la familia. =

3. Unbote de metal con cubierta (20 galones) para

desponer de los desperdicios.

4. Medicinas para dar primeros auxilios.

5. Desinfectantes para el agua y para laba frutas,

etc. (bleach water).

Naturalmente que hay muchas otras precausiones
que deven tomarse en cada hogar para protejer la fami
lia despues de un atague atomico pero para discutirlas
todas tomaria mucho espacio.
