D O N ’T  F O R G E T  T O  V O T E

IN U P C O M I N G  B O A R D  O F  D IR E C T O R S  E L E C T IO N

W ith the election less than a month away, it’s important that LV home­
owners be prepared to vote for two members of the Board of Directors. There 
are two methods for voting: by absentee ballot or casting a ballot in person 
before the Annual Meeting on June 21st at 10:00 a.m.

Voting is crucial. If a quorum of 1069 ballots is not received by 10:00 
a.m. on June 21, the election cannot proceed.

The vast majority of residents vote by absentee ballot — a somewhat con­
fusing name for the ballot that each of the 2136 Village homes receives in 
the mail. By now, all homeowners should have received those ballots. They 
were mailed from the Association Office on May 17. The packet contains a 
green ballot, a green envelope, and a white envelope. Here’s how to correctly 
vote by absentee ballot:
1. M ark the green ballot with your choices for two directors. Don’t vote 
for more than two, and don’t vote for one candidate more than once. Also 
vote either for or against the 70-604 Tax Resolution also on the ballot (and 
explained in the packet).
2. Do not sign the green ballot. That will void your vote.
3. Place the marked green ballot in the green envelope and seal it. Don’t 
mark or sign it.
4. Place the sealed green envelope in the white envelope and seal it.
5. Print your LV address on the white envelope and sign that envelope where 
indicated

Drop the completed ballot-filled white envelope in a ballot box either in 
the Rec Center Lobby or in the Association Office. Or mail that envelope 
to the Association Office.

All absentee ballots must be received by 5:00 p.m. on June 20 to be 
counted. Homeowners who choose to vote in person on June 21 must obtain 
a ballot that day in the M PR between 8:00 and 10:00 a.m.

V i l l a g e r s  H o n o r e d  F o r  T h e i r  W o r k  

w i t h  A b u s e d  a n d  N e g l e c t e d  C h i l d r e n

Children have been at the cen­
ter of Patty and Bob O ’C onnor’s 
life for decades. As parents, as 
teach ers , an d  as a p re-sch o o l 
owner, this Village couple is driven 
by one question: W hat’s the best 
for the child?" That explains their 
hard  work and com m itm ent to 
CASA, C ourt Appointed Special 
Advocates, a program  that aims 
to provide a “consistent adult" to 
support abused and neglected chil­
dren removed from their parents 
by the courts. The O ’Connors are 
long-time CASA volunteers, and 
th is m onth  will be honored  by 
the organization w ith its highest 
service award.

Patty and Bob signed up nine 
years ago. The needs of kids re­
moved from their homes because of 
a substantiated allegation of parental 
abuse or neglect got their attention. 
“The judge appoints a CASA to the 
children," explains Patty. “These kids 
have been hurt in some way, which 
leads to their being separated from 
their parents to a foster home or a 
qualified family member, or an emer­
gency facility." From then on, Patty 
and Bob spend more time with their 
CASA kids than almost anyone else 
does, more than a social worker or 
court personnel and sometimes more 
than their parents who only see them 
in supervised settings.

The O ’Connors say their goal is

to build trust with the children; they 
take those from 4 to 12 years old, 
usually sibling groups. Their CASA 
relationships can last a long time, 
sometimes more than  two years. 
“We go to their schools, visit their 
foster placements, and, as we say to 
them, we go on lots of adventures," 
Bob says. “The Reagan Library — par­
ticularly Air Force One — is popular. 
M cD onald’s is a big hit, and the 
M oorpark College Zoo. None of 
our CASA kids had ever been to a 
zoo." Over the years, Patty and Bob 
have been CASA advocates for 13 
children. They estimate they spend 
about 20 hours a month “becoming 
an integral part of the child’s life."

It’s not all outings. The O ’Connors 
go to court with the children and 
sometimes speak for them. “We ask 
if there’s anything they want us to tell 
the judge," Patty says. “Sometimes 
they say ‘Tell the judge I said hi,’ or 
‘I don’t want to see Dad.’ We work 
hard to become the consistent adults 
they can count on."

CASA of Ventura County cur­
rently has 156 active volunteers, a 
waiting list of 356 children, and 
need more resources to support their 
mission. That’s an important mes­
sage of the CASA Gala Fund Raiser 
on June 14. The other message is 
to honor Patty and Bob O ’Connor 
w ith the 2018 “Spirit of CASA" 
Award because, as the honor states, 
they are “ordinary people doing 
extraordinary things."
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COUNTRY WESTERN AND LINE DANCING RETURN

A familiar event with a new name 
will be back on Village calendars 
when the Country Dance Club — 
previously the C ountry  W estern 
Dance - returns in June, bringing 
Two Step, Swing, and line danc­
ing opportunities to Villagers. The 
Dance Club joins the regular line-up 
(no pun intended) of LV dances on 
Friday, June 29 at 7:00 p.m. and will 
be scheduled regularly on the fifth 
Friday of each month that has five: 
August and November.

For those who have never tried 
line dancing or may be a little rusty 
with the slip, slip, slide, a new weekly

line dance class begins in the Vil­
lage just in time for this first event. 
Its teacher, Villager M ary Kelley 
O ’Toole, says it will be “FUNdamen­
tal.

There’s an old bromide that says, one should never fall in love with 
a tennis player; to them, love means nothing.

Leisure Village Racquet Club members hazard a risk of love w ith 
a tennis player, perhaps, but a better opportunity  to fall for one or all 
three smashing racquet sports.

Trish Zakas, LV Racquet Club president, says the organization en­
compasses three sports; tennis, paddle tennis, and pickleball, and all 
village residents are welcome to join the 97 current club members to 
take part in any or all three games.

To accommodate those members who play more than  one of the 
three sports, Zakas says game times and dates are staggered. Some days 
and times are set for pickleball, some for paddle tennis, and different 
times and days for tennis. At other periods, members can just hit the 
courts and play whatever they wish, Zakas said.

Are the rules the same for all three sports? “Oh, no.“ There is a huge 
difference in the rules for all three games. “Rules for serving and scor­
ing are much different for pickleball and paddle tennis, even though 
the same courts are used," she said.

Pickleball is played w ith a paddle and a plastic ball w ith holes in 
it. The game was invented in 1965 and nam ed after Pickles, a cocker 
spaniel owned by one of the game’s inventors, and who was continu­
ously running  away w ith the ball. It is described as a com bination of 
badm inton, ping pong, and table tennis elements.

Paddle tennis, however, was adapted from tennis more than a hun ­
dred years ago. The court is smaller, the ball softer, the net is lower, 
and the paddle is solid — no holes.

As for tennis; well, tennis is just tennis. As a reference, try  ESPN 
Television.

Members like to point out that the club features activities other than 
casual games only; there are tournaments, lessons, and they like to boast 
that the group is especially welcoming to newcomers.

Annual LV Racquet Club dues are $7, and while the three sports can 
be played in all formats, Zakas said LVRC stages doubles play only.

So, come to the courts and raise a racquet. You can reignite old M cEn­
roe skills with an up-coming “Rusty Tennis Players Program, and rank 
beginners are welcome to join in learner games as well.

H o m e o w n e r s  I n s u r a n c e :  W h a t ’s  C o v e r e d ,  W h a t ’s  N o t

The question of appropriate in­
surance for Leisure Village homes 
comes up regularly. I have person­
ally seen many homeowner’s insur­
ance coverage to be inadequate for 
home protection. Because of this, I 
am again writing about the impor­
tance of having appropriate cover­
age on your H O 6 condo-ow ner 
policy. Policies and coverage can 
be confusing! O ur Leisure Village 
Association master policy covers

only exterior walls and the roof. It 
is sometimes referred to as a “Bare 
Bones Policy”. If  a homeowner has 
a fire in their unit and has to make 
a claim, there could be a $5,000 de­
ductible assessed to the homeowner.

N ot covered in the master policy 
are cabinets, vanities, countertops, 
sinks, toilets, stove, dishwasher, 
refrigerator, washer, dryer, gar­
bage disposal, water heater, floor­
ing, lighting, bathroom  fi xtures, 
shower, tub, etc. Personal prop­
e rty  co n ten ts  (ev ery th ing  you

have moved in to  the house) are 
not covered on the master policy, 
but are included to the lim it you 
select on your H O 6 policy. There 
are sub-limits for jewelry and other 
target items, so you may want to 
add a floa ter (endorsem ent) to 
insure those specific items, requir­
ing a recent appraisal. Be sure to 
include Contents Replacement to 
your policy so that your insurance 
will pay you “new for old” on your 
personal property should you have 
a loss. D id you know  that your 
personal property are covered even 
if  you are traveling?

Tolman & Wiker, our master 
policy insurance broker, tells me 
that they always provide at least 
$75,000 for the building coverage 
on a smaller home on our policies 
and certain ly  m ore for a larger 
home. You may want to show this 
article to your insurance agent 
for review of your own personal 
coverage. W hen talking with your 
insurance agent, you may also want 
to discuss earthquake and flood 
insurance if relevant to your home.

“ W e l l ,  I t ’ s  R o u n d ”

( P h r a s e s  c o o k s  n e v e r  l i k e  t o  h e a r . . . )

That was the answer Bob heard 
when he asked his wife how was his 
homemade pizza. Your neighbor Bob 
in Village 24 was born in upstate New 
York. W hen I asked him about his 
earliest memories of food, he recalled 
a wonderful story about his grandpar­
ents who made maple syrup. “They 
would hammer a spout into the tree, 
hang a bucket on it ̂  out came the 
sap; then they cooked it in a wood 
fired evaporator until 40 gallons were 
condensed down to about five gallons; 
ta da - Maple Syrup!!!

Bob started cooking in college^ 
“W hen you’re younger, if  you like 
to eat, you better learn to cook.’’ 
I wholeheartedly agree. The same 
held true for me. I found I could 
impress the ladies a lot more if I 
cooked them dinner. The first thing 
I cooked at my apartment in Silver- 
lake was “Bacon and Beer.” It’s very 
complicated. Put a pound of bacon

in a large skillet on low. Refrigerate 
a six-pack of beer. W hen the bacon 
starts to sizzle, you open a bottle of 
beer and begin to drink. Continue 
this process til either the bacon or 
the beer is gon e^o r both.

Bob enjoys experimenting. This 
recipe he shared with me was one 
which his wife actually asked him 
to cook again, but since Bob hardly 
ever cooks something the same way 
twice, ̂  this is the 2nd Version of 
Bob’s Marinated Salmon.

O uzo M arinated Grilled Salmon
Vi pound of wild salmon
2 teaspoons dried dill 

Sprig of fresh dill 
Zest of one lemon 
Juice of one lemon

V cup Ouzo — or vodka

Place salmon in a dish. Sprinkle 
dill and lemon zest on both sides. 
Mix juice and liquor together; pour 
in bottom of dish. Place salmon in

the dish and cover. Refrigerate for 
V hour. Turn, marinate for another 
1/2 hour. This is better grilled but 
could also be broiled. If cooking on 
a grill, and you have the expertise, it 
would be great if cooked on a covered 
cedar board or plancha. Generally 
speaking, salmon is usually better 
under done than over-done, so watch 
it closely. If your heat source is high, 
turn after 3-4 minutes and continue 
cooking. Remove and check for do­
neness. It should easily flake off. If it’s 
hard and doesn’t flake, you better go 
buy another piece of salmon. Dress 
with fresh dill sprig

Tip: salmon skin helps to keep the 
salmon moist but it also prevents the 
marinade from having the desired 
effect. My suggestion is if  you are 
going to grill the fish, make sure the 
grill is super clean, oil it well before 
placing the fish on it. You might even 
consider grilling the skin separately 
like Japanese chefs do when making 
salmon skin rolls.
