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VOTES OF CHICANOS CAN
MEAN ELECTION
VICTORY OR DEFEAT

Political activism among Chi-
canos and in general among all
Hispanics in the United States has
been slow but noticeable.

Candidates for elected offices at
all levels of government realize
that the Hispanic vote can make
the difference between victory
and defeat at the polls.

In Texas, Mexican - American
ballots nailed the 26 Texas elec-
toral votes for Jimmy Carter. In
California the Chicano vote won
the election for Jerry Brown in
1974,

Hispanics, however, have not
had much luck in electing their
own to high governmental posts.

The reason is clear: There are
not enough Hispanic votes to elect
a candidate to national or state
offices but only to a few local
offices.

Anoher reason is that Hispanics
seldom receive support from the
general population because of the
misconception held by many that
politicians who are members of an
ethnic minority are only going to
represent the people in their own
group.

That Hispanics do represent

more than just their own ethnic
group is supported by the fact
that a high percentage of His-
panics elected to Congress and
state offices have retained their
seats for several terms. In each
case gaining a larger margin of
voters in each election.

Our own local example is San
Jose City Councilman Al Garza.
He was originally appointed to
the council to fill an unexpired
term.

At that time, the citizens of San’
Jose were not ready to elect a
Mexican - American to council of-
fice. The council members in
their good judgment felt that be-
cause of the large Mexican-
American population of the city,
a member of the group should be
among the city fathers..

The year was 1971. I remember
hearing a number of people re-
mark that Garza was going to
look after only the Chicano popu-
lation at the expense of the rest.

The results were different. I
know the people of San Jose were
pleased with the way Garza rep-
resented them because they re-
elected him overwhelmingly in
1973 and he ran unopposed again
in 1976.

Now Garza wants to represent
the citizens of San Jose of their
mayor.

I think we are all learning that
when it comes to selecting our
representatives to government, it
does not matter what he candi-
daes’ color or skin is, or wha his
religious creed is, or what his
racial anceéstry is. What is impor-
tant is the individual’s dedication,
sincerity, and ability to serve all
the people. =

With rape rampant in Sacra-
mento and many other California
cities, people are not going to for-
get the Daniel Cardillo case in
which a young female victim was
repeatedly raped, sodomized, cut
with a knife and terrorized into
shock — the case Rose Bird and
the Supreme Court ruled on that
the monstrous nightmare endured
by the victim did not constitute
“great bodily harm.” :

Steve Buhele, Rose Bird’s exe-
cutive assistant, said recently that
the Chief Justice is not seeking
voer approval in the coming elec-
tions.

She is not apt to get it, either.

Buehele addedthat she will not
campaign for confirmation of her
post.

But “Dama” Bird already oc-




cupies the highest and most
powerful position in the Califor-
nia court system, an appointment
made by Gov. Brown who lifted
her from her post as state secre-
tary of agriculture.

According to the scenario, voters
will decide in November whether
Chief Justice Bird will be retained
m office simply by voting yes or
no.

A recent poll claims that out of
569 candidates for state office, 76
percent of those responding would
vote against her.

A SALUTE TO HISPANIC AMERICANS

Energy is one of the most chal-
lenging problems facing the
United States today. Since the oil
embargo of 1973-74, hundreds of
books, pamphlets and articles have
been written on energy and today
the energy problem continues to
be a widely featured topiic by the
media. For that reason it is mno
urprise that among the wide
variety of energy materials
printed in the last five years,

This
booklet is full of an enormous
amount of interesting stories,
drawings, and photographs that |
would be impossible to describe in
a couple of pages. For example, it
includes a patent of a solar energy
heater invented by Marcos de la
Garza of El Paso in 1913 as well
as a photograph of the recent No-
bel Prize winner, Luis W. Al-
varez, for his work in mnuclear
physics.

This booklet contains the names
of the different Hispanic societies
for engineers and scientists plus
the pictures of its most distin-
guished members. Included are
several who are working for the
Department of Energy, like Leo
Apodaca, Jose Chacén, Carl Caves,
José L. Cortez, Alfredo L. Gon-
zales, Luis G. Rice. John C. Vigil,
S. J. Bustamente, Reynaldo Mor-
ales, and Leonardo Gutiérrez. In
addition, there are cited many
other engineers and scientists who
work for other federal agencies or
for private industry who have
demonstrated that even in these
fields “si se puede”—it can be
done.
