El establecimiento de Cortes Nocturnas, dara
la oportunidad de presentarse en Corte, sin que se
tenga que perder parte del salario. La justicia sera
mas justas, cuando para obtenerla no sea indispensable
comprarla con horas de trabajo.

El sistema actual no da mas alternativa que
pagar, culpable o no culpable. Las violaciones al
reglamento de vehiculos es una muestra de lo incon-
teable que es tratar de demostrar las arbitrariedades
que cometen algunos policias, que sin sentido de la
responsabilidad que su empleo les impone, levantan
infracciones que en la mayoria de los casos podrian
ser perdonadas por los jueces, pero que no se presen-
tan a Corte por que resulta mas barato pagarlas, que
perder horas de trabajo con mas valor que la multa
misma.

El cuerpo de policia de San Jose es una insti-
tucion que demuestra su organizacion y su eficacia,
pero tiene algunos elementos que se les pasa la mano
en el cumplimiento de su deber.

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Within a span of six hours and only 1/4 mile
apart, two separate head-on collisions snuffed out the
lives of three persons, injured four others seriously and
left two others near death. The dead included a 61
year old man who had lived a full life, a middle-aged
mother in her prime of life and a five month old baby
who had yet to see life. But the purpose of this col-
umn is not to elaborate on the accident, for accidents
happen every few minutes and they will never be eli-
minated, My purpose is to point out the fact that at
least two of the lives and maybe even the third might
have been saved through the use of safety belts.

In both accidents the victims were thrown
through the windshields of the cars and after all had
settled it is conceivable that all would have survived
with minor injuries, had they been fastened in. Iron-
ically, ot least one of the cars | observed, was equip-
ped with safety belts, BUT they were not fastened.

| cannot comprehend why people treat such a
matter so lightly, in my personal experience, | have
politely asked passengers to fasten the belts and | have
been politely ridiculed. [t takes an accident of this
magnitude to point out the need for wearing.

You'll probably argue that you drive carefully
and don't expect to be involved in an accident, but
let me point out that in both of the accidents the cause
was unavoidable and the results were unexpected. A
broken steering rod is the suspected cause in one of
the accidents and in the other mishap a woman ran a
stop sign and causedtwo other motorists to meet head-
on. A person in each car was killed and the woman
at fault received not a scratch.

These facts point out that most accidents are
not expected and the odds are against you each time
you drive on the road. | urge you to get safety belts
and use them, Safety belts cost less than a pair of
shoes and slightly more than a tankful of gas. Instal-
I?Hon costs you less than a ticket to the movies or a°
six pack of beer, Fastening them on is easier than
tieing your shoes and wearing them is as comfortable
o the clothes you wear. So please get some and

| THE RECORD: On May 22, 1948, Senator

| Johnson delivered before a Democrat rally the follow=
ing speech;

"' This civil rights program about which

you have heard so much is a farce and

a sham - an effort to set up a police

state in the guise of liberty"'

He went on to say:

"I am against the Fair Employment

In 1960 Lyndon Johnson was instrumental in defeating
a civil rights bill in the Senate after it passed in the
House of Represenatives - Senate Bill #5-3001.  On
August 8, 1960 (while Senate Majority Leader) he
voted against Senate Bill #5-3823 which would have
established a permanent Equal Opportunities Commis-—
sion and provided Federal assistance for areas which

desegregated their schools. Another civil rights bill,
HR-6127 was buried in committee by Johnson's vote.
His record can be summarized by his own statement:
'"'| am opposed to forced integration and | firmly be-
lieve that the doctrine of States Rights should be
maintained.

His record? His platform? They don't compare.
