Playing as if they were members of the Pacific Coast 
Conference, the· Spartan eleven were edged 14 to 6 by 
the University of Washington in the season opener. 

San Jose, after dominating the first half in yards 
gained, left at the intermission with the score deadlocked 
at O to 0. The Spartans drove to the Huskie 8 yard line 
in the first period only to be halted by a stout defense. 
The entire second quarter, with the exception of two 
plays, was played in Washington territory. 

The Huskies drew first blood with 5 :31 left in the 
third period as Bob Hivner drove over from the four yard 
line.
