Conventions and mor e conventions,
everybody seems to be having their conven-
tion in June, July and August, The Mexican
American Political Association just concluded
their annual convention in Riverside on July
14 thru 16th, Registrations for the Conven-
tion numbered over 500, Just about every
Mexican-American organization was repre-
sented at the convention, The MAPA Chair-
man eraciously acknowledged their presence
and invited them to share the head table with
him, Newly elected State Chairman, Mario
Vasquez, for the G. L Forum was there as
well as the outgoing State ChairmanDan Cam-
pos.

Indicative of the interest that the Fe-
deral Government is taking in the problems
ofthe Mexican-Americans, was the large re-
presentation from practically all Federal a-
gencies, Most were there as observers; al-
though, some patrticipated in the various
workshops that were conducted in conjunction
with the Convention,

One of the more interesting delega-
tions was the one headed by the newly ap-
pointed Equal Employment Opportunity Com-
missioner and Chairman of the Inter-Agency
Committee for Mexican-American Affairs,
Vicente Ximenez, Mr,. Ximenez was accom-
panied by some of his staff from the latter
committee. In discussing the committee with
some members of his staff, an inquiry was
made as to how many "chicanos" or other la-
tinos were on this key committee staff, To
my surprise, the answer was that only one
such person served on this committee, It is
inconceivable to me how a committee that has
been established to look at the problems of
the Spanish surnamed could operate effecti-
vely to ide ntify their needs when the staff
which will do much of the work does not have
the proper ethnic orientation and in all pro-
bability does not have the motivation that is
so essential to do a thorough and meaningful
job,

Another interesting observation from

members of this same staff was that one of
their goals is to get more Spanisk-surnamed
into government jobs., This is great, it is a-
bout time the Feds went out looking for more
Chicanos, How many of these Chicanos are

going to be placed in policy making areas?
This is where some of the needs are, We

need key men that can direct programs to

to meet the needs of all Spanish-surnamed,

My guess is that few if any will be placed in
such positions, Thereare many M/A's now

ingovernment that could be pushedto key po-
sitions, However, this is not going to happen
because this is not the "policy", besides, they
might find too many ' chicanos' with the right

background and they shouldn't be pushed "up-
Stairs' ceeee ?

A large delegation of Puerto Ricans
came to the Convention from New York, Did
you know that there are about 1, 000, 000 Puer-
to Ricans in the U,S, with over two thirds of
them in New York, Now if the Chicanos could
