Nobody really expects unanimity of opinions in the 
Village. It is perfectly acceptable to disagree with some­
one; it is a right of citizenship in a democracy. Opin­
ions can change, and frequently do. Read the ups and 
downs reported in various national polls concerning po­
litical leaders of our country.

Leisure Village is an outstanding community. Here 
volunteers (the Board and committee members) per­
form tremendous tasks to keep us safe and happy. 
Some philosophical and personal differences cannot 
be avoided among people with such diverse back­
grounds; those contrasts add to the richness of our 
experience.

Differences, though, should be discussed openly with 
more light and less heat. It is a gauge of maturity that 
debate can be maintained above street level hyster­
ics.

Each Board of Directors leaves its imprint on the life 

of the Village. Some boards are passive, being con­
tent to allow the Staff to conduct Village business. Other 
boards are activist in nature and participate more fully, 
such as in purchasing and personnel.

This unevenness in philosophy can make it difficult 
for the Staff since it has to adjust its activities to reflect 
changing board wishes.

The issue of checks and balances thus becomes 
significant in the continuous evolution of the Village. 
An overly active Board can be as difficult for the Staff 
to work with as an overly passive Board. The main­
tenance of reasonable checks and balances is the best 
way to promote and sustain the orderly development 
of Leisure Village.

Grievers often com­
plain that acquaintances 
often behave as though 
their beloved person never 
lived.

Division.
2. Flood Maps: Continue pressure 
on Ventura County Flood Control 
Office to complete repairs as re­
quired by FEM A. W hen com­
pleted, the Flood Map can be 
changed to eliminate need for 
flood insurance by homeowners 
and the Association.
3. Five Year Security Plan: Chief 
Moses has been requested to pre­
pare a 5 year plan to address 
needs to protect our property, resi­
dents and employees. Board will 
establish requirements and the 
priority for them.
4. Master Insurance Policy, $1,000
