Eso es todo lo que
recuerdo del valse que no es mucho pero si recuerdo
todo el esfuerzo que habla que hacer para poder bail-
arlo con la rosa de nuestra Ilusion. Ella estaba sent-
adita entre su padre y su madre y si habia hermanos
tambien la resguardaban. Vestia ella un traje dis-
cretisimo que llegaba en borlas de tul hasta mas aba-
jo de larodilla y bajo su chaqueta o chagueton que
generalmente era de una pleza con el vestido se pod-
ia notar que |levaba un corpifio o jubon que mantenia
su cuerpo con firmeza.

Empezaba la orquesta con unas cuatro o cinco no-
tas para Indicar que nos prepararemos. Vestidos co-
rrectamente, cabello bien alisado, zapatos en los que
uno podia mirarse como en un espejo, cuello limpies-
ito, corbata impecable y con las piernas tiritando alla
ibamos en busca de la que era nuestro delicioso dolor
de corazon. Primero una venia ante la madre, en
seguida ante el padre, en seguida tratabamos de dec-
ir en forma clara, ''Me permite el honor de bailar
con su hija?'" y si la respuesta era favorable como
siempre lo era si es que estabamos correctamente ata-
viados habia que salvar la proxima valla que era el
permiso de la doncella. Aqui la genuflexion llegaba
muy abajo y si ella sonreia y bajaba los ojos, nos
adelantabamos, estirabamos el codo derecho, se lo
ofreciamos y a bailar se ha dicho siempre conservan-
do clerta distancia a fin de que los padres no se neg-
aran la segunda o tercera vez. Cuando los bailes
eran de alguna etiqueta habia que tener una especie
de programa y mucho antes de empezar la fiesta ya
uno tenia anotado con el respectivo permiso el nom-

bre o los nombres de nuestras compafieras. Habia ot-
ras fases mas que considerar pero de ellas ya me he
olvidado, pero el asunto era complicado y a veces
complicadisimo.

Que es lo que vemos hoy dia? Llegan las much-
achas a los balles sin padre ni madre. Los dejan en
la casa lavando los platos y mirando T.V. Se han
puesto la camisa del padre, los zapatos todos rotos
en la parte del frente de manera que aparecen las
ufias enrojecidas y largulsimas. Y con cigarrillo en
mano esperan el chacha chacha chacha que va a to-
car la orquesta.

Los muchachos estan todos a un lado, fumando y
alisandose el cabello con bastante vaselina. Empieza
el baile y alla se van de carrera, en busca de sus res-
pectivos tomates. Le toman (debiera decir le agarran)
el brazo y le dan un jalon que a veces tiene muy ma-
las consecuencias pues salen bailando con el brazo y
han dejado a la muchacha sentada o de pie menos el
brazo.

Si el baile que viene se llama un valse, no lo bai-
lan. Emplezan a patear exigiendo que venga un ver-
dadero hot-cha-cha hasta que el director de orquesta
largando un suspiro les da en el gusto.
