He refused
to serve on jury duty for the following rea-
son: (His proclamation to the Presiding
Judge Duvaras) "I cannot serve on any jury

as a matter of conscience. I feel, as a Chi-
cano, that local justice is no justice, as long
as Judge Gerald S. Chargin sits on the
bench. I don’t believe in the judicial systeimn
as exemplified locally by the support the
judges in this County give Judge Chargin.
I cannot in good faith do justice in the courts
serving as a trial juror. If I served on any
jury it would amount to tacit approval of the
system I deplore. I would tend to be pre-
judicial in any case. In the last five years,
other Chicanos have also refused, including
my wife, and for the very same reason. It is
a sacrifice, but if we really want justice, then
we should be willing to sacrifice.”—Ray
Gonzales.
