THE SEARCH CONTINUES

On October 16, 1976, little
Monica Rios disappeared from her
father’s side while he was watch-
ing a musical group performing
in Oakland. She was only 13
months old at the time and be-
ginning to walk.

Sixteen months have gone by,
and Monica is still missing. No
clues. no definite leads to follow.
She is now two and one-half years
old and the search continues on,
to locate Monica and bring her
home,

Law enforcement agencies have
proved unsuccessful. And at the
present time “given up” and have
stopped their activity to locate
Monica. But, Monica’s mother
has not given up hope or prayer.
She has faith the future will bring
ber daughter back to her. This
hope has given her the will to
continue on, together with the
strength to deal with eevryday en-
counters such as: mother’s play-
ing with their children in a park;
or watching young ones the same
age as Monica was, taking their
first steps learning to walk. Every

small chud is a constant reminder
of her baby.

Georgia Rios is a petite, soft
spoken young woman who after
being divorced, had begun to shape
a new life for herself and her
expected child. This child held a
promise, an added meaning to her
life. A fullfillment in her inner

being that only the blessed event
of a forthcoming child could bring.
Georgia Rios was going to become
a mother, and her child was go-
ing to be received in open, loving
arms.

Her first born, her pride and
joy . . . Monica. She felt her hap-
piness could never be dampened.
But suddenly, on October 16, 1976
little Monica was literally torn
away from her mother’s life, only
to leave behind a cherished, tear
filled memory.

“Life” for Georgia Rios has be-
come a “living nightgame.” Every
waking moment is spent hoping
for that bit of information, a tele-

phone call, about Monica to end.

her suffering. Now 16 months
later, time has passed slowly and
painfully. Georgia Rios does not
know any more about Monica
than she did on that fateful day
of October 16, 1976.

A group has been formed to
lend support in the search for
little Moniac Rios. We call our-
selves “People for the Return of
Monica Rios,” and our main con-

cern is one of Mother/Child,

Child/Mother. Only to reunite
Monica with her mother.

We ask for the help and assist-
ance from the community, public
servants, law enforcement agen-
cies, and public officials. To fully
cooperate and actively participate
in finding Monica. This is not a
new case, and we should not allow
the books to be closed on this
child.

A “Monica Rios Trust Fund”
has been established at the Wells
Fargo Bank, Eastridge Center in
San José. This fund 1s to be util-
ized for expenses in locating this
missing child. Donations are
needed. If you could spare one
dollar it would be greatly appre-
ciated. And keep in mind that
when Monica is found yeur dona-
tion helped “give life”’ to Georgia
and her little girl.

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What did Paul Revere have in
common with many men and
women in Santa Clara County?
Apprenticeship training. While
modern-day apprentices are not
riding up to warn “The British
are coming,” they are neverthe-
less an important continuation of
the tradition whereby crafts and
tradesmen pass on their arts and
skills to others.

This is especially important in
the burgeoning Santa Clara Valley
where the needs of the sophisti-
cated high technology companies
are for skilled technicians.

Young men and women in San-
ta Clara Vounty, and the parents
of teenagers, should carefully
assess the opportunities provided
through apprenticeship training.

Most personnel managers and
job counselors in this area agree
there is an over-supply of college
educated individuals with degrees
in humanities and education,
counseling and even professions
such as law. Many people with
such education are either unem-
ployed or underemployed.

At the same time, there is an
acute shortage of highly skilled
electronic laser and medical tech-
nicians, as well as machinists and
others with apprenticeable skills.

It is interesting that, possibly
because of this shortage, many of
these occupations which are
learned through apprenticeship
training pay in excess of what
many college graduates earn.

It gives them on an average
four years of seniority over their
college counterparts and very
often depending on the trade they
are apprenticing, provides them
greater income and job stability
than many college graduates.

Apprenticeship training is a
bargain for both the apprentice
and his employer as the state
picks up the cost of the related
instruction.

The related instruction, usually
144 hours per year or one evening
class per week, pertains directly
to the nature of the particular
skill needed by the apprentice.

The Federal government, recog-
nizing the shortage of skilled men
and women in the non-traditional
trades, has, through the Bureau
of Apprenticeship and Training,
created 10 special committees
throughout the United States to
address the resolution of this pro-
gram.

One of the areas is Santa Clara
County and the organization here
is the Santa Clara County Ap-
prenticeship Development Com-
mittee, Inc., headquartered at 425
Hedding, San Jose. Call (408)
