6Talk To The Freshman Sociology Class at Lincoln Park H.S. 3-17-00

Happy Saint Patrick’s Day! My name is Anthony Rayson and I  was 
invited to speak here today by Alex Kruse. Thank you, Alex.

I  consider myself an educator. I  do a lot of writing, editing, give 
presentations, organize workshops, etc. But. I'm very different from 
most other educators, as I  deal in subjects well outside of what the 
mainstream is willing to cover. And of course, I  have no one to answer 
to, except my own conscience.

Let me quickly sketch on the blackboard what I  mean.

I ’m a creature of the underground. It's a place where truth and 
justice and genuine freedom are passionately struggled for. It's where 
information is inspiring, empowering and free. The medium I  work 
mostly with is the zine. But there's also film, art, theatre and music.

These zines are ideally homemade, self-published booklets, without 
paid advertising or beholden to any corporation, which are free or very 
cheap and anti-copyright, which means not only can they be copied 
without approval, but it is encouraged. They can be about any subject 
whatsoever. There are literally thousands upon thousands of zines 
throughout the country and world. This zine here is called the Zine 
Guide. They list maybe 2,000 different zines in here. I'm in here a 
few places. Matter of fact, I'm making my way up the charts. My zine 
Thought Bombs, is now the 175th favorite zine. Last year I  was 196th. 
I ’m #95 according to fellow zinesters, people who write zines - those 
people who really know about zines and who are my peers. Some zines 
publish tens of thousands of copies. I  only make maybe 300 of mine.  
So, I  expect to continue to gain recognition as more people become 
aware of my work.

I ’ve written twelve issues of Thought Bombs, seven Anti-Airport 
Alerts, four In  the Trenches... four ARA zines and a few others. I've 
edited several more, mostly the work of prisoners. I  run a zine distro 
called The South Chicago ABC Zine Distro, which boasts about 120

number of zine review publications. Most zines also review o t h e r  zines. 

My eleven year  old son, Stanton,  draws all my covers and con tr ibu tes  

graphics and a few essays.  There  ar e  tons of zines done by tee n a ge rs ,  

such as this Under 18 Zine and Besides the Animals: How animal 
consumption a ffe c ts  your health, the environment and the starving. 
These a r e  very well-done and r e s p ec t ed  zines.

Before the  Revolutionary War,  Thomas Paine wrote a pamphlet,  a 

zine, called Common Sense. I t  served  as a ca ta lys t  to galvanize t h e  

f o r c e s  fighting the British. Wh at  most people don't realize is t h a t  

Thomas Paine became disgusted by how t h e  founding f a t h e r s  wr o te  th e  

Consti tution,  because it codified and legalized human slavery. He went 

o f f  to France to fight  in th e i r  revolution.

Today, human slavery in this country is still wr i t ten  into the  

consti tution.  Prisoners,  of which t h e r e  are  now 2 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0  of  in t h e  

U.S., have no r ights  and may be used as slave laborers,  legally! One 

th i rd  of all black men in th e i r  twent ies  are  ensnarled in some p ar t  of 

the injustice sys tem e i th er  as prisoners,  on parole or probation.  The 

figure is 5 6 %  in Baltimore!! These numbers are  several  t imes higher 

than South  Afr ican apa r theid  a t  i ts  worst!

With  a population comprising 4 .5 % of the  world's population, t h e  

U.S. no ne  t h e  le ss  consumes 3 0 %  of the  world's resou rce s  - 6  1/2 

times our share.  Yet,  t he  child mortali ty r a t e  is higher in New York 

City than  it is in Guatemala! We live in a society of e x t r e m e  capitalism 

where everything is a function of th e  almighty dollar. This g r e e d  

based society bre eds  alienation and despair  as if in a pe t r ie  dish. 

Ignorance is epidemic and a rainbow of addict ions and s e l f -d es t ru ct i v e  

behaviors a r e  almost universal. The cul ture is a cesspool of th e  

ce lebra t ion  of violence and the sexual degradation of women. Racism is 

rampant  as is homophobia, immigrant bashing, etc.  I  call it the  

"profani ty  of reality." And who g e t s  blamed for  t h e  quote "epidemic of 

violence?" You guys do! The young people a r e  t h e  bad guys and ar e  

increasingly being t r e a t e d  as criminals. Meanwhile, th e  U.S. 

government  sees to th e  death  of 2 0 0  children under  t h e  age of five, 

every single day in Iraq,  due to th e  murderous sanctions imposed upon 

them. I t ' s  a system of lies and madness,  underscored  with fear.

As th e  few are  becoming billionaires, manipulating s tocks  and laws, 

th e  many ar e  facing desti tution.  The "booming economy" is "booming" 

only for  th e  already rich. You can't c r e a t e  wealth out of thin air or  via 

computer.  I t  flows from the  poor to the  rich. You don't hear  about
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any of this in th e  mains tream pr es s  or even in class,  do you?

Americans also know precious li tt le about  t h e  complex social and 

political real i t ies  of o t h e r  countries.  I t ' s  more than  ironic t h a t  we may 

know everything  possible about  a baseball  team or ficticious Poke Mon 

c h a r a c t e r s ,  but  we a r e  almost totally ignorant  as to how human beings 

ar e  being f o r c e d  to subsis t  in this  world.

That 's  where  people like me come in. We're  t h e  canaries  in the  

minefield of political reality.  We've cr os sed  over t h e  line of fe a r  and 

a r e  willing to speak the  t r u t h  in no uncer ta in term s.  You've heard  
about how journalis ts  around t h e  world a r e  being m ur de r ed  and 

imprisoned, t h r e a t e n e d  and si lenced because  of t he i r  report ing .  Mumia 

Abu-Jamal is a good example. Here's  a brill iant,  award-winning, black 

journal ist  who's been in de ath  row for  de ca des ,  f r am ed  for  the  murder  

of a Philadelphia cop. They' re trying to kill him becau se  of what flows 

out  of his pen. He's an ext re mel y  insightful wr i te r .

You see,  t h e  t r u t h  is a very dangerous  thing to t h e  author i t ies  and 

they  spend count less billions hiding, d is t or t ing  and suppressing it.

Those willing and able to r e p o r t  it ,  do so a t  g r e a t  personal  risk. I  

ac cep t  this  risk because I know t h e  people of th is  world ar e  screaming 

for  t h e  fe ar l ess  t ru t h .  I ’ve gained quite a reputa t ion .  Here's  a review 

f rom a N o r t h e rn  I r e land  publication out of Belfast ,  called Direct 
Action Against Apathy.

9A few weeks ago I  gave a presentation at the College of Complexes 
" the playground for people who think." My good friend and 
collaborator Jane Doe, introduced me. Here's what she said about me.

So you see, this is very serious business. The crystal clear truth is 
highly revolutionary and the government hates it. I  work with a lot of 
prisoners. Almost every day, I  get notices from prison mail rooms who 
have censored my letters and zines, denying them to prisoners. 
Sometimes, prisoners are thrown into the hole just for having one of 
my publications mailed to them, which they never even see.

OK. Before I  answer questions, I  want to switch gears a little bit 
and give you a quick lesson on how to make your own zine. They come in 
all sizes, large, medium, digest, mini, micro and micro-mini. I  like the 
digest size, because it uses standard 8 1/2 x 11 paper, which is the 
quickest and easiest to photocopy. You get four pages on each sheet. 
It's handy, readable and can be reread many times by others.

First, you create &/or acquire some material - text and graphics.
You reduce it to fit the format and cut it. Then you lay it all out and 
format it, edit it - actually craft your zine. Here’s an example of an 
original. Then you take your original and make a copy. It's now a 
master. You have to go over your master with a fine tooth comb and a 
bottle of liquid paper to clean up all the lines. Then you can make 
copies. You save a few copies with white covers. These are called 
" flats." Then you collate, fold and staple them into finished zines.

Then you make your friends read them, start working together on 
them, trade zines, start bands, work on projects, become active in your 
community, network with other zinesters throughout the world, start a 
collective, get a space and stock an info shop to create your own 
autonomous zone of living freedom, cooperation, mutual aid and 
respect. The goal is to become completely free from the clutches of 
the evil, lying murderous authorities and their endless restrictions and 
disgusting bullying tactics, so as to enjoy a real life, lived moment by 
moment, in the present. Of course, once you get a taste of real 
freedom, you want to share it with others and help them fight, for 
social justice, down the street and around the world. Thank you.

The idea o f trusting 
established institutions o f authority, such as the police, schools, 
government, the presidency, the military, religion—or even 
c o m m u n i t y  seemed impossible to many people my age. And my own

o f its own moral, political, and religious hypocrisy. Nothing that I 
could point to in what had once been my world seemed to suggest 
that the alienation and depression I was feeling wasn't completely 
justified.

volun teering  to be  in fe c te d  w ith  syphilis. I t ' s  j u s t  som eth in g  th a t  you  
a vo id  being a p a r t  of.

S im ila rly , people  g e n e ra lly  a v o id  dealing  w ith  cops. I t ' s  re a lly  a  sign  
o f  b e tra y a l when som eone "calls th e  c o p s "  on som eone th e y  know o r  live  
near. The po lice  a lm o st in v a ria b ly  m ake th e  s itu a tio n  much worse. 
S o m etim es  you have to d e a l w ith  them , like  when th e y 're  r ig h t  b e h in d  
y o u r c a r  flash in g  th e ir  e v il l ig h t  show. 'Cuz, i f  you d o n 't s top  a n d  le t  
them  r ip  you o f f  ( a t  th e  v e ry  le a s t)  th e y  m ay p u t  a  b u lle t  through y o u r  
h e a r t , especia lly  i f  you 're  ta lk in g to  y o u r  mam a on a c e ll phone.

Som e fo lk s  a re  ju s t  s tone la zy  - o r  ju s t  p la in  s to n e d  - a n d  w on't 
r e g is te r  to  vote. Som e d o n 't w a n t to be p e s te r e d  b y  p o litic ia n s  a n d  
th e ir  d am ned cam paigns: M a n y  o th e rs  a re n 't  a llo w ed  to vote  because  
th e y 're  c o n v ic te d  fe lons. Som e a re  a f r a id  to r e g is te r  f o r  f e a r  o f  being  
a r r e s te d  fo r  a m illion d i f f e r e n t  ''crim es" like  being  "ille g a ls " -  as  i f  how  
th e  w h ite  man cam e h e re  a n d  s la u g h te re d  h is  w ay to re s id e n c y  was th e  
only w ay to " leg itim ate" c itize n s h ip !

O th e r  fo lk s  d o n 't r e g is te r  to vo te  because th e y 're  a f r a id  th a t  i f  
th e y  do, th e y  w ill so o n er o r  la te r  be c a lle d  in to  ju r y  duty. A n d  some 
fo lk s  a re  a n a rc h is ts  who re a liz e  th a t  g o v e rn m e n t is  o rg a n ize d  crim e  
a n d  shou ld  be e ra d ic a te d  like  an in fe s ta t io n  o f  cockroaches -  m y  
apologizes to th e  cockroaches!

Th ere 's  some connection to th e  ju r y  d u ty  thing, o r  a t  least, th e re  
u s ed  to be. J u r ie s  w e re  c u lle d  fro m  v o te r  re g is tra t io n  rolls. N o w  I  
b e lieve  th e y  a re  d rag o o n ed  fro m  those who h o ld  v a lid  d r iv e r 's  licenses.

W h a tev e r. The peop le  who a re  p e g g e d  f o r  ju r y  d u ty  have a lre a d y  
been s u b tle ly  s e le c te d  b y  th e  prosecution . I f  y o u 're  an accused  d ru n k  
d riv e r , you 're  n o t gonna g e t  a  "ju r y  o f  y o u r p e e rs "  because c o n v ic ted  
d ru n k  d r iv e rs  have a lre a d y  lo s t th e ir  licenses. I l l egals  w ou ldn't be  
anyw here  n e a r a ju r y  box, e x c e p t as d e fe n d a n ts , n o r w ou ld  m ariju an a  
g ro w e rs  o r  anyb ody in vo lved  in a n yth in g  "illegal."

See, i f  you e a t  so much as  a  g ra p e  a t  th e  lo ca l fo o d  s to re , th a t's  
illegal. But, i f  you  ra in  high exp losive bom bs a n d  k i l l  hundreds, even  
thousands o f  in no cen t civilians, th a t's  n o t illegal. So, you  can see w h a t  
a tough jo b  i t  is  fo r  ju d g e s  to weigh the  scales o f  ju s t ic e  an d  
d e te rm in e  who th e  g u ilty  are . They're  blacks.



Similarly, people who fee l the government, police, the prosecutors 
and the gulag adm inistrators should be the ones on tria l, would also not 
be anyway considered fo r  ju ry  duty. The last question, on the lengthy 
(and personal)  ju ry  duty questionnaire reads something like this. "Do 
you believe in the American form  o f  government?'' I f  you answer "NO !" 
they'll never bother you about ju ry  duty again. Trust me on th is one. I  
know!

The homeless a ren 't on juries. They don't have mailing addresses. 
N e ithe r are children. So, what you wind up with are a lo t o f  WASP's  - 

"pillars o f  the community" - like cops! The well-to-do also serve on 
ju r ie s  and have a serious stake in keeping the system as i t  is. Juries  
are given prosecution-slanted "instructions." Sometimes, they're 
sequestered - held against the ir w ill - like the O.J. ju ry , which (usually) 
serves to hurry  up convictions, regardless o f  guilt.

Poor people can't a f fo rd  rea l trials, with competent representation, 
i t  costs a lo t o f  money. The prosecution has unlim ited amounts o f  
money, fo r  they have the resources o f  "the State."  Also, a t least in 
Illinois, public defenders the low lawyers on the greasy totem pole, are 
deluged with cases and are sub ject to being sued, unlike prosecutors, 
who can lie cheat, blackmail, frame, etc. with impunity from  any kind o f  
legal reprimand. This is what is known as "jud ic ia l fairness,"  I  believe.

So poor people accused o f  crimes must o ften se ttle  fo r  the 
railroading tha t is the resu lt o f  the collusion o f  the prosecution and 
the judge, with the rubber stamp acquiescence o f  the incompetent 
public defender. The ju ry  does what the judge (and prosecution)  tells  
them to do. That's i f  they are even there! Almost always tria ls  take 
place with NO  ju rie s  what so ever and cases are decided in judges 
chambers, as ''plea bargains."  This means guilty. The fac ts  o f  the case 
are irrelevant, fo r  convictions are the product produced by this  
factory. A finding o f  "innocent" is like a defectively manufactured 
p a r t in a fa c to ry  and is useless. You can't make money o f f  a person 
who has been "le t go" i f  you're doing business in the prison industria l 
complex. But you can s t i l l  tag him fo r  court costs, lawyers fees and 
maybe a fine. But the body snatching w ill have to wait fo r  the next 
case. Once as a token finding o f  innocence is go tten  out o f  the way, 
the assembly line o f  convictions and decades-long sentencing can begin 
in earnest. Now, we're talking rea l money!

The working poor can't a f fo rd  to be on ju rie s  because they don't 
have living wage jo b s  w ith union protection and health care benefits  
and a company tha t w ill p ick up the d ifference in lost wages. Ju ry  duty  
only pays $17.50 pe r day. So, being a paycheck from the s tree ts



16anyway, these people have to beg o f f  o f  ju ry  duty. I f  they must go, 
they usually s it  around a big room with o ther "potential ju ro rs "  bored  
out o f  the ir skulls, subject to p e tty  rules and restrictions, fo r  the 
entire working day and don't even g e t called to be interviewed fo r  ju ry  
duty.

Very, very few  cases go to ju ry  trial. I t 's  time-consuming, the 
courts are choked with cases and defendants have to pay ex tra  to have 
a ju ry  trial. Lawyers and judges work to expedite as many cases as 
possible in any given day. "Justice" isn't  even a disguised sham, 
anymore. I t 's  a ca ttle -carring  o f  defendants to inmates. I t 's  basically 
come and g e t your number and prison location.

Blacks? On juries??? Yeah, right. The ones who aren't already 
incarcerated o r branded as ex-felons, won't be on juries. Many others  
are overloaded w ith responsibilities like caring fo r  the ir fam ilies' 
children because many o f  the ir fellow parents are prisoners! O thers  
avoid court, fe a rfu l (w ith every reason!) o f  being sucked into the 
incarceration dragnet themselves! Some are given a chance, only to be 
dismissed by the prosecution, i f  they show any questioning o f  the 
system.

Some blacks think white and these fo lks are used to pepper ju rie s  
to make the sham and show o f  a tr ia l, nice and "politically co rre c t" and 
"open to all."  I t 's  a ll so bloody sord id! Even some judges, se lf-  
righteously upholding the "law o f  the land" (the virulent class war 
railroading o f  young blacks, o the r minorities, the poor and weak) have 
various levels o f  melanin in th e ir skin pigment.

Some cops are "black" as are secretaries, ba iliffs , guards, lawyers, 
politicians, etc. They give the system a veneer o f  superfic ia l visual 
diversity. But, they are cogs in a white racist, extreme capitalism, 
holocaust situation. Lawyers go through the legal mumbo jumbo o ften  
in a desultory, rotish, dismissive, arrogant, scrip ted  fashion which is 
obscenely p ro f it able fo r  them and judges. They serve these 
unfortunate, now convicted "crim inals" r ig h t into the maws o f  the u ltra  
crim inal netherworld - the death kkkamps o f  the state.

Rape, to rtu re , beatings, killings, shackling, deprivation, isolation, 
to rtu re  - pure sadism reigns. The goal now is punishment - to drive 
prisoners u tte r ly  mad - to to ta lly  ruin the ir lives fo r  the re s t o f  the ir 
certain to be shortened, lives. This is where the crackers and the 
Nazis and the ignoramuses who "hate niggers" f in d  employment as 
guards and live to brutalize prisoners and rape women w ith impunity 
and animinity. This is where genuine crime occurs, on a massive daily 
scale, domestically. The world gets bombs. We g e t bars.



17Violence, M urdering and C rim inality
It never ceases to amaze me how people view things. 

When you talk about "violence" people th ink of a guy 
pull ing a gun on someone or knif ing them to death.
Sure, tha t ’s violent, but what about the massive violence 
unleashed by aerial assaults by governments, such as the 
U.S. or Russia??

Murdering means causing a person or persons to die 
prematurely, ki l l ing them, the ending of life. If someone 
guns another down, yeah tha t ’s murder. But what about 
the 200 chi ldren who die every single day in Iraq due to 
Amerikan sanctions - for thousands o f days in a row??? 
Are not these deaths murders? When I call people like 
Madelaine Albr ight, who enforce policy that translates 
into massive death a "genosadist" people laugh, ignore 
what I say and th ink  of  ME as extreme!

35,000 chi ldren th roughout the world die daily due to 
starvation, lack of medical treatment for preventable 
diseases, beatings, shootings, hacked to death, 
immolated, bombed etc.

Bill Gates has more 
wealth - one person! - than the entire populat ion of 
Central America!!

This is the ultimate insult! The very state against which we struggled, the very 
state that murdered us for our anarchist ideals, that very state is now to be guardian 
of our monument? That is beyond irony. It is a mockery! It is a dishonor to our 
memory.

Remember, we are anarchists, first and foremost. We have always been 
revolutionary anarchists. We weren’t 'labor leaders' or 'activists for social reform'. 
Most of us even rejected the 8-hour movement. Remember our words in Albert 
Parsons’ The Alarm in December 1885: "Let us take what we can get, say our 
eight-hour friends, else by asking too much we may get nothing. We answer:
Because we will not compromise. Either our position that capitalists have no right to 
exclusive ownership of the means of life is a true one, or it is not. If we are correct, 
then to accede the point that capitalists have the right to eight hours of our labor, is 
more than a compromise, it is a virtual concession that the wage system is right."

How can you forget our trial? The state made it clear that anarchy was on trial.
We were sent to the gallows for our anarchist beliefs. We used the trial as our forum, 
rail as we did against all government, you obscure our words with more calls to 
government, with more paeans to social democracy, with more speeches by 
reformist historians. Please reject their lies.

Remember Adolph Fischer's words at our sentencing: "If a centralized power 
government is ruling the mass of the people (no matter whether this government 
"represents the will of the majority of the people' or not) it is enslaving them, and a 
direct violation of the laws of nature."

Please stop defiling this monument to our cries for freedom, our cries for anarchy! 
Keep the state's bloody hands off our memory. Keep the revisionist historians and 
their 'commemoration' speeches from making our ears bleed anew. How final can we 
make our plea? We can only repeat our final words from the gallows--
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After many years o f  effort a bunch o f revisionist historians, assorted liberals and labor hacks 
have succeeded in getting the United States government, through the Parks Service, to designate the 
Hay market M artyrs’ M onument at Forest Home (Waldheim) Cemetery, outside Chicago, a National 
Historical Landmark. The Park Service plaque placed in front o f the Monument is an insult, not only 
to the Hay market Anarchists b u r ie d  there, but to every anarchist who ever lived, as well. Its hard to 
believe, but the government and their opportunist stooges have sunk to new depths in order to 
completely distort the ideas o f these eight brave men.

Rehabil itat ing  the Hay market Anarchists
Parsons, Spies, Lingg, Fischer, Engel, Fielden, Schwab and Neebe, in 1886, were among the 

most anti-American people alive. It is without dispute that they all advocated revolutionary anarchism . 
The last words o f Fischer and Engel on the gallows was “Hurrah for Anarchy!”. The prosecution 
repeatedly declared that Anarchy was on trial, “save our institutions, our society” . Yet, a handful o f 
hypocrites and liars, through the offices o f  the Illinois Labor History Society, a professorship at the 
University o f Illinois in Chicago, help from a few local liberal politicians, and the U.S. Park Service 
(D ept. o f Interior), have attem pted to forever silence the truth about the eight and their cause.

In an article in the Chicago Tribune published on M ay 1, 1998 (available on request), a shill 
s taff writer, Ron Grossman, parroting the ILHS line, spends 29 paragraphs distorting the history o f  the 
Hay market Affair. He writes o f  the m artyrs, Emma Goldman, Voltairine de Cleyre and H arry Kelly, all 
anarchists, without once mentioning their anarchist politics. Not once does he use the “A” word in any 
o f  its forms. This is more white-washing o f  the history o f the Hay market Affair, that began years ago 
with the appearance o f  Professor W illiam  Adelman’s “Haymarket Revisited” in 1972 (which is 
available in most libraries). Since then, Adelman has conducted an unholy crusade to sanitize the eight 
anarchists. When he does admit that the men were anarchists, he denies that they advocated Social 
Revolution. No, in 1886 anarchism  was merely a brand o f Jeffersonian social democracy. His shill, 
Grossman, in the Trib article claims that the martyrs would have been happy with Roosevelt’s New 
Deal. Grossman also uses the term " Old Left", a term most o f us hadn’t  heard in more than twenty 
years, referring to left democrats, CP types, etc.; in short, pinkos, but not reds. This is the crowd that 
these fakers want to  associate the Hay market Anarchists with.

Adelman, in his worthless book, writes o f the numerous CP hacks, like W illiam  Z. Foster, 
buried in close proximity to Emma Goldm an’s grave (an unfortunate line o f  graves we call “murderers 
row”) But in his books and the tours he takes to the cemetery, Adelman fails to mention the support 
that those buried in “murderers row ” gave to Stalinist atrocities while lauding there involvement in the 
pro-capitalist AFL-CIO. On one such tour, back around 1984, Adelman had the nerve to tell a group o f  
college students that Emma Goldman was no longer an anarchist when she died. This was too much for 
one o f  our comrades who blew up, cursing Adelman repeatedly for his lies. This was our first run in 
with the IL H S’s revisionist agenda.

One hundred and twelve years ago the powers that be deployed the strategy o f depicting 
anarchists as mindless, anti-social, terrorist foreigners. Today, the liberals have re-invented the 
Hay market Anarchists as innocent, misunderstood Eight-Hour Day Trade Unionists. They want us to 
believe that the incident o f  1886 was just a misunderstanding, a product o f hysteria. It w asn’t the real 
America, according to the ILHS and the Park Service who represent the real American mainstream.
W hat a crock o f shit!

The purpose o f  these hypocrites is to continue and reinforce the mainstream American view that 
all discussions about the organization o f society must be restricted to the leftism (sic) o f  the ILHS and 
the Jesse Jacksons, to the rightism o f the Pat Buchanans. Anybody outside this limited spectrum  is 
dismissed as a lunatic not worth listening to. They truly hope to somehow salvage a dying liberal-social 
democratic politics by connecting their views and agenda to those o f the Hay market Anarchists, who 
have much respect from people who are not happy with this society. This is their plan: opportunism , 
cooptation and instrumentalism , using the eight to promote a very sick Old Left.



2 3H a y  m a rk et R e v is ite d  - 1986

W e had already had several disputes with this bunch back in 1986, during the centennial 
anniversary o f  the Hay market Affair. M any anarchists from around the world will remember stories o f  
the differences and some comrades participated in the disruption at the cemetery on Sunday, M ay 4 that 
year. With considerable help from people from around the world the liberal’s ceremony was challenged  
so strongly that several European anarchists described the protest as “powerful”.

During the run-up to the liberals’ sham “Haymarket Centennial”, three o f  us were attacked by 7 
or 8 goons while leafleting one o f  their functions. In the fist fight that ensued one o f  us got a bloody lip 
and one o f  them, reportedly, a broken nose. One member o f  our group was repeatedly threatened, to the 
point that he could not attend a number o f  events for fear o f  being shot.

In 1986, the liberals boasted o f  a park and monument near Hay market Square, a city sponsored  
parade down Michigan Avenue, a city holiday on May 1, etc . None o f  this ever happened. (The 
Hay market Centennial Committee flyer, including revisionist history, is available upon request.)

T h e  P lo t  S ic k e n s

This same ILHS, while claiming to be the caretakers o f  the Hay market Martyrs Monument, has 
failed to replace the plaque, containing the names o f  the three Hay market Anarchists who were not 
executed by the State, which was stolen by scavengers over two years ago. This plaque would cost 
about $200. Instead o f  replacing this plaque, ILHS spent over $1000  to fix the sidewalk around the 
Monument. Note their priorities. W e w ill be challenging the ILHS to replace it soon, or we will do it 
ourselves. W e have not done so until now  because we expected ILHS to fulfill their responsibilities.

Because o f  all this hot air from twelve years ago and the failure o f  ILHS to replace the plaque 
on the Monument, w e did not believe it when a wobbly friend informed us that he had read that the U .S . 
Park Service had declared the Hay market Martyrs Monument a national landmark. W e thought it was 
just more hot air from the liberal assholes. Then a few days before May Day we heard that the ILHS 
and the Park Service were going to be sponsoring a dedication o f  a Park Service plaque to 
commemorate "workers’ rights" (ie, w age slavery) in the U.S. on May 3 out at Forest Home.

W e still couldn’t believe it, but calls to the ILHS and the Illinois Historical Preservation Agency  
in Springfield on April 29, confirmed that Department o f  Interior Secretary Bruce Babbit had actually  
approved the designation o f  the Hay market Martyrs Monument as a National Historical Landmark.

W e  D e c id e  to  C ra sh  th e  P a rty

W e determined that this obscenity could not go unchallenged. With three days to get ready, w e  
called as m any local anarchists as we could and urged them come out to the cemetery on M ay 3 to spoil 
the liberals’ party. About 15 or so comrades from our group, the Autonomous Zone, and unaffiliated 
anarchists, who were just as shocked, amazed and outraged as we were, showed up to protest.

We were surprised to see about 500 or so people, mostly middle-aged old lefties and liberals, a 
poor sound system, tents, a brass band, a choir, and every AFL-CIO hack in Chicago there. We had our 
banner (a drawing o f Uncle Sam with blood-dripping fangs and the legend: “ Bite the Hand that Bleeds 
You: Smash the State!”), black flags and three leaflets (available upon request), which four o f our 
group passed out while wearing skeleton c o s tu m e s  labeled with the names o f the Hay market M artyrs.

Immediately w hen the program  began we started to heckle the speakers: the priest, M onsignor 
Egan, who invoked the name o f god; the Park Service bureaucrat; the representative o f  the Labor 
Department. Our disruption brought out the goons and the cops who tried to intimidate us into silence.
We demanded a chance to speak from the podium, but the price was our silence in the face o f the lies 
being told about the m artyrs. Then negotiations ceased when one o f our comrades was shoved by a self- 
appointed guardian o f  the Park Service plaque There were a number of other minor scuffles and threats 
throughout the afternoon. We finished up our intervention with a few appropriate chants and a soapbox 
address by comrade Fred M.

The minions o f the ILHS and labor hacks accused us o f being disrespectful o f the Hay market 
Anarchists by our rude behavior. But who was really being disrespectful? Not one speaker, to our 
knowledge, mentioned that the men buried there were anarchists. Even Paul Avrich, a historian who has 
made his living off o f the history o f the anarchist movement, failed to mention this fact in his remarks.
This is outrageous, and we hope that our anarchist comrades will think twice about inviting this 
charlatan to speak at anarchist gatherings in the future.
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but, despite the threats and intimidation we experienced, we did receive some warm support 

from some of those attending the ceremony on May 3. One of Ben Reiunann’s daughters, Olive, came 

by our banner and said that she was happy to see us there. Others voiced similar sentiments and were 

equally appalled at this attempt to bury the ideas of the Hay market Anarchists along with their bones.

We hope that you, too, will be outraged by this atrocity. The Hay market Tragedy o f 1886-87 

took the lives of five courageous anarchist comrades and smashed a thriving anarchist movement in the 

city of Chicago. They could kill the anarchists and disrupt the movement, but they could not kill the 

Idea. The second Hay market Tragedy of 1998 is an attempt to finish what the State couldn't 112 years 

ago. The Hay market Martyrs were Anarchists, not liberals! Those opportunists and revisionists who are 

trying to shove that fact down the memory hole must not succeed! We urge you to publicize this attack 

on our anarchist legacy and that you will also write letters of protest to the following:

May Day isn't tanks rumbling up and down 
the streets of so-called "communist countries." 
On the contrary, it is a time to remember 
Chicago, 1886.

On May 1, 1886 nearly half a million 
workers nationwide left their jobs to demand 
an eight hour day. Chicago saw tens of thousand 
demanding the same. At a rally, at the McCormick 
Works, where workers had been locked out for 
three months, police attacked workers killing 
several and wounding many others, on May 3.

A protest rally was called for the next 
evening at Hay market Square. As the peaceful 
meeting was ending, police entered the square 
and demanded the small remaining crowd disperse 
A bomb was thrown, an explosion followed and 
the police began to fire wildly into the crowd.
Several police and many workers were killed and 
w oun d e d .

Eight innocent anarchists were arrested and 
tried. Five died at the hands of the state. The 
other three served long prison sentences.

On July 14, 1889, the hundredth anniversary 
of Bastille Day, the American delegate to the 
International Labor Congress in Paris proposed 
May 1 as the International Workers Holiday. The 
motion was unanimously approved and since then 
May Day has been a day for people to honor 
their departed comrades and rededicate them­
selves to the struggle for a just and free 
w o r l d .

A nthony Rayson attributes his 

political awakening to hit 

parents, especially his father, Leland, 

a south suburban Illinois state repre­

sentative from 1965 to 1977. "He 

would introduce bills to liberalize the 

divorce laws or to legalize abortion or 

decriminalize marijuana— things that 

were poison in the 1960s." Rayson 

says. "He was vilified and got death 

threats all the time. But people kept 

electing him."

In 1966 his parents brought him to 

Martin Luther King Jr.'s march on 

Cicero. He was 12 years old. " It was 

an eye-opening experience— disgust­

ingly so. People spewing hatred and 

venom."

Three years later, in the fall of 1969. 

Rayson took a bus by himself to par­

ticipate in the Vietnam war morato­

rium march on Washington. In 1972 

he dropped out of G rinnell College in 

his freshman year, after the U.S. in­

vaded Cambodia for the second time. 

" Every college and university in the 

country went on strike," he says. "Ours 

only lasted one day, but I decided to 

stay on strike. The way Vietnam was

going, it seemed pointless to pretend 

life was normal." He spent the next 

two years hitchhiking around the 

country, landing a couple of stints in 

the clink for minor drug- and alcohol- 

related offenses before returning to his 

parents' home in Tinley Park.

Not long after his return, Rayson 

published his first zine. The Peoples' 
Polar Express was a crude, "ultra- 

rhyming stream of consciousness 

antigovernment political zine" that he 

xeroxed at his father's law office. He 

gave 80 copies to friends, acquaintances, 

"anyone who was willing to take it. I was 

real naive and young and hopeful we 

could use the crest of this huge anti­

war movement and all the other move­

ments that blended into it. and get rid 

of the damn government."

But his friends were more interested 

in getting high than in bucking the 

system. "It was an ignorant working 

class town that I came from," he says. 

"My friends were sinking into drug use 

and alcoholism, getting married and 

divorced, and not really knowing what 

they were doing. I saw no reaction to 

what I was trying to do. It was like car­

rying the banner of revolt and no one's 

there behind you."

Rayson sank into a depression. His 

family pressured him to go back to 

school. Instead he moved to Elgin and 

took a string of blue-collar jobs. Over 

the next several years, he "got married, 

got divorced, and got married again." 

and moved back to the far south sub­

urbs. He got a job as a toll collector 

and eventually became a union stew­

ard. He continued to write political 

essays and rants, but didn't publish 

anything.

W hen the gulf war broke out in 

1991, he heard a demonstration was 

being held at a bank in Park Forest.

Occasionally he re­
ceives donations from prisoners' 
friends and families.

About once a month he organizes 
citizens' forums, where he lectures 
about S T A N D  and shares the floor 
with other grassroots groups. Rayson. 
who is as verbose as he is prolific, says 
that living simply, not watching TV , 
and having a no-brainer job make it 
easy f or him to keep it all going. 
" People think toll collectors are the 
scum of the world, but that's w hy I like 
it: because it’s so terrible and mean­
ingless and horrible. I don’t have to in ­
vest any o f m y mind at all in doing it. 
It ’s so rote-ish and simple I can use the 
time to write, to correspond, to do all 
o f this work I would do at home any­
way. O f  course it's more stressful be­
cause I have people bugging me every 
five minutes." 

Rayson considers himself a full 
fledged anarchist. "W e  don't need po
lice o r  courts or bosses or politicians 
o r  governments. People art like ani­
mals— th ey  are capable o f forming v i­
able communities on their ow n." But 
he claims he has no qualms about 
working for a government he'd like to 
abolish. " No matter what you do, 
you’re going to  be working for some 
system that's ripping you off  one way 
or another. A t least I got it so that I ’m 
pretty much autonomous with how I 
function."

"N o  one w as there, so I tried to picket 
anyway," he says. " People screamed at 
me and said that I  was unpatriotic."

Egged on by his wife, a reference 
librarian, he enrolled at Prairie State 
College to study history. A t the same 
rime he got involved w ith R U R A L  
(R es id en ts  U n ite d  to Reta in  
Agricultural Land), a group fighting 
the proposed Peotone a irpo rt. 
Graduating at the top o f  his class in 
1995, he threw some anti  airport 
rhetoric into the middle o f his vale­
d ictory address. "T h e  audience loved 
it, but the president was fit to be tied."

Rayson started subscribing to pro­
gressive publications, and in 1997 he 
read an article about Noel Ignatiev, 
one o f the editors o f Race Traitor, l  
journal calling for the end o f "wh ite 
skin privilege politics" by denying the 
concept o f  the white race. It struck a 
chord,  " W h e n  I saw that, it was a 
crescendo o f  relief."  he says. " So I 
wrote a letter and told him  how I saw 
things from m y toll booth and all the 
racism I see every day."  Ignatie v  pub­
lished it in the next issue.

W h en  Ignatiev gave a lecture dur­
ing a conference at the University o f 
Chicago, Rayson made sure to attend. 
"H ere ’s N o d  Ignatiev doing what he 
can to explain what he knows to the 
world. I  thought, dam n, I could do 
that." H e  bought a pile o f Race 
Tr a i t o r s . " I  mailed them to those I 
thought would most benefit from 
them. I started to write essays, and I 
would slip some o f m y stuff in with 
the Race T rahan .

Suddenly invigorated, he started 
S T A N D  (Shut Th is Airport Nightmare 
D ow n) in 1998; the group eventually 
swallowed up R U R A L  Last year Rayson, 
who lives in M onee, convinced a local 
farmer to plow a giant anti  airport sym­
bol in a fa llow field. He then called the 
S u n  T im e s , which put a photographer 
in a plane to take a picture o f it. Rayson 
produced a number o f  event-specific 
zines, including F ig h t  t h e  W h ite , based 
on the University o f Chicago confer­
ence w ith Ignatiev, and started a local 
chapter o f A R A  (A n ti- R a cist Action).

H e  also started publishing a more 
personal zine, T h o u g h t  Bo m b s, which 
is crammed w ith newspaper clippings, 
rants, and essays, such as an account 
o f a trip to Louis Farrakhan’s Salaam 
Restaurant ( " I ’m supposed to feel ter­
rified and vilified, no? I feel fine, ex­
cept I ’m a little embarrassed because 
my pants have coffee stains" ), an

antitechnology essay called " Modern, 
Crapology" (" Today, everything is 
made infinitesimal, microscopic chips 
encased in cheap p lastic"), and 
" Parenting Pointers" ("W h en  baby fi­
nally sleeps and boy wants to play and 
you want to relax— play"). H e 's even 
included some articles from Peoples 
Polar Express. " I was afraid to look at 
it for the longest time." he says. " It was 
just a big sloppy mess, and it brought 
back the memory o f all o f that de­
pression." Rayson's wife, who does not 
share his more extreme views, oversees 
his two Web sites, members.xoom. 
com/thoughtbombs/ and members. 
xoo m .co m /S_T_A _N _D /

Rayson sent his zines to prisons for 
free. Inmates were a captive audience, 
and many began to write back. R ayson 
was particularly impressed with the 
letters from M ichigan prisoner Ali 
Khalid Abdullah, who claimed he was 
in jail for defending his neighborhood 
from drug dealers. U ltim ately the rea­
son for Abdullah’s incarceration didn’t 
matter to Rayson. "M ore and more I 
began to see that prison was the most 
evil part o f the system o f this country," 
he says. " It’s intensified oppression 
across the board— it’s a conscious ef­
fort on the part o f the government to 
imprison a certain segment o f the pop­
ulation." Last winter he published I  
collection o f  Abdullah’s writings in yet 
another zine, In  the Trenches. Besides 
correspondence, art, and essays from 
prisoners, it includes how-to advice for 
starting study groups and information 
about the nationwide prison abolition 
group Abdullah founded. Political 
Prisoners o f W ar Coalition (Rayson 
w ill speak about the group this 
Saturday at a meeting o f the College 
o f Complexes).

“ Prisoners' outgoing mail is not cen­
sored, and they send me the most ex­
plosive, dynamite stuff," he says. “And 
once m y stuff gets in prison, they 
spread them around like crazy. They 
form groups to study this stuff, and 
ask me how they can do their own 
zines. Basically prisons are the n e w  
revolutionary schools o f education.
"It — falls upon guys like me to help 
them get their information out. But 
it’s hard to get mainstream people to 
read it or realize it even exists."

Last year Rayson started a zine dis­
tributorship in his garage to skirt 
prison rules that ban publications 
from unofficial publishers. The cost

5 2Family Trip From Gary To Florida

Well, we left our home in Monee Township at around 7:35 in the morning. We 

drove down Pauling Road, which turns into Goodenow Road, as you go east. At 

394, we headed north to I-80 East. The traffic was heavy coming from the east, but 

was a breeze going into Indiana.

We exited at Cline Avenue North. A major expressway is being constructed 

over this ramp. This ramp needs to be redone. It comes at you quickly and is kind 

of beat up and severely curved.

We went north a few miles and I jumped the gun and got off on Route 20 East. 

After a mile or so, I realized that we took the wrong road, so I made a u-turn and 

got back on Cline Avenue North to Chicago Avenue East. More and bigger signs 

should be put on Cline Avenue to let people know which exit to get Off of to get to 

the airport. Surely, this mistake wasn’t my fault!

From Chicago Avenue, it was easy to get to the Gary/Chicago Airport. You 

simply follow the signs, turn into the airport and park your car. Parking is free and 

the lot is well patrolled. It is a quiet, stress-free atmosphere. We were parked 

maybe 100 yards from the terminal entrance.

We took our bags out and walked in about 8:20. The Pan Am flight was 

scheduled for 9 am. We checked our bags and received our boarding passes. Our 

two young sons, Stephen aged five and Stanton aged 11, were very excited these 

last several days. This will be their first airplane ride! We bought sweet rolls while 

we waited to board. I set off the metal detector. I had some batteries in my jacket 

as well as a tire gauge. They invited me to check the air on the plane’s tires. 

Stanton set it off, too. He had his game boy in his pants pocket.

I asked Stephen how he liked it. “I like it so far.” Then, we boarded. The boys 

naturally wanted window seats, which they got. The plane was maybe 1/2 full. 

Stephen got a kick out of the tray. He and I opened and closed them several times 

before take-off. The seating is three abreast on either side of the aisle. There is 

plenty of leg room between rows, which greatly impressed my wife, Leslie. This 

plane had been modified to accomodate the New Orleans Saints football team, 

which involved taking out several seats and making the rest roomier. The whole 

plane was first class and not sectioned off. You are allowed up to two suitcases 

each weighing up to 70 pounds and one carry on bag, which can be the size of a 

small suitcase.

Pretty soon we taxied towards the runway. The pilot, Kevin Kelly, introduced 

the crew and gave us a brief weather report and flight plan. It was hot and dusty in 

Orlando, we would be flying at 35,000 feet, it would take 2 hours, one minute and 

fourteen seconds and they promised the “safest flight ever” even though there may 

be slight turbulence around Nashville. We have the tarmac to ourselves and there 

are no delays. We begin our acceleration down the runway and lift off! The boys 

are thrilled. It was so easy and smooth. This is a nice plane. How cool! Before 

you know it, we’re above the clouds and our ears are feeling funny. Leslie passes 

out gum to help our ears pop.
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It never ceases to amaze me to witness how man has platted this country into 

squares. Even the woods are pretty geometric. Stephen puts on his shades. “Cool 

shades - ON!” He looks like a child star. He’s so handsome - like his brother. 

Having a beautiful mother doesn’t hurt, not that I ’m partial.

The people who work the airport and plane are very friendly. The whole initial 

phase of our trip has been hassle-free and fun, unlike the packing and arrangements 

making of the previous last few days.

There! My ears just popped. We arranged for a rental car online from one of the 

rental car agencies located at the Sanford Airport, which is located about fifteen 

miles north of Orlando. This saved us fifty bucks! We will visit Florida for a week. 

Our plan is to visit my folks in Port St. Lucie, my aunt and uncle in Bradenton on 

the Gulf coast and also my brothers down in Dade County. My father is facing 

serious cancer surgery and we wanted to be near him to enjoy his company (and that 

of my mother) and tell them how much we love them.

I hear my wife laughing behind me. That warms my heart. T he flight attendant 

just handed us “warm towels.” Actually, they’re warm, wet wash cloths. She uses 

a pair of plastic pliers, so as not to touch them. They were rolled up cutely.

I ’ve been very busy lately (as always) and look forward to relaxing, going to the 

beach and spending time with my family. I brought two overstuffed briefcases full 

of books, zines, papers and notebooks. I hope to do a lot of reading and writing and 

only some correspondence.

Stephen keeps opening the tray and kicking them closed. So, we decide to joke 

around. I say, “Hey! Let’s go on a vacation!” Stephen says, “We are, silly! Why 

do you think we’re on an airplane?” “To get air?” I try to make him believe I just 

saw a frog jump - silly stuff like that.

I pity all you poor Chicago land suckers stuck somewhere in rush hour traffic. 

Pretty soon we’ll be in Florida and I can show off my sun-deprived chicken legs.

We’ve decided to ask the captain to turn around and go back because Stephen 

forgot his Poke Man cards. “C ’mon, Dad. Let’s go!” “Let’s just have the drink 

lady ask him.” “OK.”

We’re now making our descent. The ear thing is happening again. I hold my 

nose and blow. They pop back. Pretty soon, we’ll touch down. I guess we’ll have 

to play with Stanton’s cards. I ’m sure he brought his. If not...

We’re at Sanford Airport, which is much busier than Gary/Chicago, but also 

smallish. As we wait for our luggage, Stephen climbs over a long row of chairs, one 

by one.

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Theft suspects talk about radio career
From their jail cells in 

Benton County, Cory Gallo 

and James Fox tell how they 

ran their renegade station.

FOWLER — Cory Gallo loves to 
brag about his pirate radio station 
that police said he pieced together 
with stolen parts.

"We had a perfectly tuned setup 
— for an antenna that I built out of 
copper pipe for four bucks," Gallo 
said from his Benton County jail cell 
Dec. 17. " It was like professional; it 
was pro."

Gallo, 20, and another defendant, 
James Fox, 30, are suspects in thefts 
from 37 communications towers, 
three businesses and four churches 
in Indiana and Illinois.

In December, Fox was arrested in 
Missouri. Indiana authorities are 
trying to extradite him.

Indiana and Illinois prosecutors 
are starting to charge the pair in the 
thefts. The two could be charged in 
as many as 21 counties.

Neither Gallo nor Fox had any 
extensive electronics training, Gallo 
said. Fox had undergone a short 
electronics internship. Gallo had 
some exposure to electronics and 
computers, he said.

"I did a lot of the work myself, and
I just kind of ferreted it out as I went 
along," he said.

" It just takes time." Gallo said.

"It’s like anything else — you can 
figure it out if you give it time."

Police searched the pair’s home in 
the 7200 block of Missouri Avenue 
on Nov. 18 and hauled away large 
quantities of allegedly stolen elec­
tronics and computer equipment.

Gallo said the pair began broad­
casting out of their Hammond home 
in June. The thefts from communi­
cations towers and high-tech busi­
nesses began in February, police 
reported.

Gallo said police marveled at their 
1,350-watt antenna.

"The FBI guys came in here. They 
said, ‘How’d you learn how to do this 
... because they had never seen any­
body do pro stuff like this,’" he said.

The station could be heard within 
a 12-mile radius of their rented 
home, he said. Most of their listen­
ers were young.

"Most of the people that listened 
were like from the high schools ... 
between the ages of 15 and 20," he 
said.

The pair never played commer
cials and took requests through e- 
mail because they feared announc­
ing their phone number on the air, 
Gallo said.

Gallo denied a police statement 
that their station, known as "The 
Goat," had Satanic overtones.

"(Indiana's) a religious state, and I 
guess maybe the heavy metal that I 
was playing, Metallica and stuff, is 
Satanic to them," he said.

The pair’s Web site, which recent­
ly closed, had an image of a penta­
gram, a common symbol of the 
occult.

“It was just kind of an image,” he 
said, saying the symbol was not 
meant as an occult image.

Although they did not espouse the 
occult, their radio station had plenty 
of profanity.

“We got a little out of hand, but in 
our defense, every radio station 
does that,” he said.

Gallo, originally from Lockport, 
Ill., said that the pair worked at high- 
tech companies including MicroAge 
Inc., an Orland Park, Ill., company, 
and The Computer Merchant Ltd., a 
Massachusetts-based computer con­
sulting company where they worked 
on contract.

Recently, business started falling 
off.

"They (The Computer Merchant) 
were having a real slow time in con­
tracts and we were both seeking 
other employment," he said.

Gallo said his roommate, Fox, was 
having a hard time finding another 
job.

" I had a lot of money in the bank 
and I kind of took to partying," he 
said.

“I only had a couple of friends out 
there, and most of the time, we’d 
just sit around and work on cars and 
stuff,” he said.

Gallo admitted to illegally running 
a radio station, but he would not dis­
cuss any of the alleged thefts, citing 
fears about incriminating himself.

Gallo said he will work with 
authorities to try to get reduced sen­
tences.

“Hopefully, I won't end up cele­
brating my 50th or 60th birthday 
behind bars,” he said.
