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CHICANO HIRING
APPROVED

A Chicano selective certification hiring
program for San Jose's fire department has
won approval for implementation from the
San Jose Civil Service Commission.

The commission voted 4-1 before a sparse
audience, with Dorothy Silva dissenting, to
approve the selective hiring program, which
will place libinguals and bicultural Spanish-
surnamed candidates ahead of others on the
firefighters eligibility lists for hiring.

The bilingual Spanish-surnamed candidates
will be selected from a main eligibility list
maed up of persons who have passed the
minimum requirements needed to be fire-
fighters, according to the plan.

The commission's move clears the way for
the hiring of at least four Chicanos who are
on the current eligibility list.

Commission chairman Luis Zarate said the
action approves the fire department's re-
quest fo hire 12 persons with the bi-cultural,
bilingual attributes in order "for the depart-
ment to have someone on each shift who is
Spanish-speaking in firehouses that serve
predominately Spanish-speaking neighbor-
boods."

Zarate said, ""We permitted the hiring on
that basis only and it is my feeling the hiring
{of Chicanos) will be minimum. The com-
mission is just trying to deliver a servce to
the community and there is no question lan-
quage skills are needed."

Chicanos hired under the new program

would be stationed in one of nine stations

in the city's core and East Side areas, said
Earl Thompson, deputy chief of the fire de-
partment.

The fire department's next employe se-
lection is set to begin this week, according
to Clinton Hilliard, city personnel officer.

Commissioners listened to testimony for
an hour before voting.

Commissioner Silva said selective certi-
fication was proper but that the ability to
speak Spanish as part of the selection should
not be limited to only Spanish-surnamed.

The commission was accused by attorney
David Leahy, representing the San Jose Fire-
fighters Union, of violating civil service rules
to keep city officials happy.

"Why don't you come right out and say

that affirmative action is the real goal in-

stead of doing it the round-about way,"
asked Leahy, who agreed that more Chi-
canos were needed in the department, but
questioned the commissions motives in ap-
proving the system.

Santa Clara County affirmative action of-
ficer Tom Guerin said the commission's ap-
proval of the system would bring it up to
date with county hiring practices which have
"for some time recognized the ability to
speak Spanish as a "'bona fide employment

skill.”
DENIED

A federal judge has denied a motion to
lower the passing score for Mexican-Ameri-
can candidates on the written test for Santa
Clara County sheriff's deputy below that of
white applicants.

The motion to lower the passing point by
attorneys for the Chicano Employment Com-
mittee (CEC) was denied last week by U.S.
District Court Judge Spencer Williams.

Judge Williams denied the request after
listening to five days of testimony in San
Jose and San Francisco by experts on
whether the test was fair as a prediction of
job performance.

FAIRNESS

Williams said the "preponderance of the
evidence before me at this time indicates
more probability of the fairness than the un-
fairness of the test. | believe at this juncture
that everything possible has been done to
establish a fair test."

The 71-question test and the cutoff score
of 48 for all candidates were authorized in
a consent decree approved last October 25
by Judge Williams. :

The decree was hammered out by Deputy
County Counsel Leland Stephenson and
Stephen V. Manley, director of Community
Legal Services of San Jose and attorney for
CEC.

A class action suit filed against the coun-
ty by the CEC in 1973 was settled by the
agreement.

"ARBITRARY"

Manley alleged in the suit that the written
and oral tests given candidates for deputy
were "arbitrary and not job-related and over
a long period of time have resulted in dis-
criminatory treatment of minority appli-
cants."

A 17-month hiring freeze was ended by
the decree which also opened the way to
the employment of 60 new deputies, 30 of
whom must be bilingual in English and Span-

ish, within one year.

Editorial

Throughout the nation attitudes on the
marijuana law are changing to support for
the reduction of penalties. Recently Califor-
nia State Senate Committee voted to ease
laws against marijuana possession.

"Where a mere possession of marijuana
brings penalties up to 10 years in prison, the
new law would be an infraction, similar to a
traffic violation, carrying a maximum fine of
$100, but no arrest and no booking.

Possession for personal use of more than
one ounce of marijuana would be a misde-
meanor punishable by a maximum fine of
$500 or imprisonment in the county jail for
up to six months. Arrests and conviction
records would be erased after two years, in-
cluding those presently on file.

A recent analysis of public opinion on the
marijuana laws conducted by the National
Organization for the Reform of Marijuana
Laws (NORML) shows majority support for
reduction of penalties as provided for in
major legislation voted on by the Senate
Judiciary Committee Feb. 11.

The peany reduction bill, Senate Bill 95,
is authored by Senate Majority Leader
George R. Moscone, D-San Francisco, for-
mer chairman of the Senate Select Commit-
tee on the Control of Marijuana. It was heard
at a Special Order of the Senate Judiciary
Committee on February 11 and modeled
after the present law in Oregon.

In Oregon, where a more liberal law has
been in effect since October, 1973, polls
indicate the law is working well and that
there has been no significant increase in
marijuana use in the state since criminal pen-
alties were removed for simple possession.

"Mere reduction of penalties to a misde-
meanor is not a meaningful reform," Brow-
nell, a NORML spokesman reports, "in that
it would still clog the courts with close to
100,000 marijuana arrests annually and con-
tinue to take thousands of police officers off
the streets to book simple possessors when
they are needed on the streets and in the
neighborhoods to combat the rise in serious
crime against persons and property.

As a practical matter, most simple posses-
sion cases are disposed of as a misdemeanor
now, but both arrests and marijuana use con-
tinue to rise. Senate Bill 95 substitutes cer-
tainty of a stiff fine or the threat of incar-
ceration, which may prove to be a more ef-
fective deterrant to use."

According to the Senate Select Commit-
tee on the Control of Marijuana, an esti-
mated $100 million dollars is spent annually
enforcing California's marijuana laws. There
have been more than 400,000 marijuana ar-
rests in California since 1970 alone, account-
ing for more than 25 per cent of all arrests
nationally. Surveys indicate more than 90 per
cent of these arrests are for simple posses-
sion of a small amounts of marijuana for
personal use. ;

The State Assembly approved legislation
removing criminal penalties for sex acts per-
formed in private by consenting adults.

By a 45-26 vote, AB 489, introduced by
Assemblyman Willie L. Brown Jr., D-San
Francisco, was sent to the Senate for con-
sideration. It is ine first time the proposal,
made twice in recent years, had gained As-
sembly approval.

Criminal penalties were retained for adults
convicted of committing sex acts with minors
or of using force.

Only three legislators spoke against the
bill during a 45-minute debate.

Supporters of the measure stated that pri-
vate sexual conduct between consenting
adults was not the business of government.

BOOKS FAIL TO RELATE

T0O CHICANO CHILDREN

I have heard for many years that Chicano
children in school are turned off to literature
before they have a chance to enjoy and ap-
preciate it. Why is it?

I recently read an article written by Ray-
mond Torres, a student at the University of
California where he speaks on this problem.
He says that there just aren’t any books to
which they can relate or see things that are
familiar to them.

He feels that many Chicano children sim-
ply pick up books just to look at the pic-
tures, but soon put them down; could this
be because there isn’t anything for them to
associate with or the unfamiliar setting of
the book?

It isn’t a secret that Chicano students rank
very low in reading as compared to other
groups in the national ratings; this, Torres
feels may be due to the fact that they are
turned off to literature at a very early age.

If Chicano children in the primary grades
had books with characters which they could
associate with the things that they were fa-
miliar with, their interest in literature would
improve along with their ability in their
reading skills.

It is unfortunate that we don’t have any
Chicanos yet interested in writing books for
children. Especially in the southwest with all
the bilingual programs allocated for the
teaching of Chicanos and the large number
of Chicano children in our schools.

Torres says that the only children’s books
he has found in the libraries dealing with
Chicanos are the ones written by Anglos. He
says that this does not mean that Anglos
can’t or aren’t qualified in writing books for
Chicano children.

The problem is, he says, the existing books
usually shows the little Chicanito with the

burro and the sombrero, or the Chicanito is |

placed in an Anglo setting with the words
changed to suit the characters in the story.

Torres feels that what we need is for more
Chicano authors to become concerned in

what’s happening in regards to children’s |
literature as it relates to the Chicano so that |

the Chicano child can have some books that
truly relate to his culture.
