LET'S BE POLITICALLY REALISTIC

Throughout California new political movements
involving the Spanish speaking are beginning to blos-
som. |f you were to ask any expert on the Mexican
American where we could make the fastest progress,
undoubtedly he would reply, ''Politics''.

Those in the know will tell you that reforms
will come for the Mexican American in relation to his
participation in politics.

Here in San Jose we have done a grand job in
projecting ourselves socially. Unfortunately in spite
of the hard work that some dedicated people have
done we are not projecting ourselves politically in
relation to our potential,

There is a new political organization now be-
ing formed in San Jose to further our political efforts.
Whether it will be able to take hold remains to be
seen, There might be those that feel that one poli-
tical organization in San Jose should be enough.
There are others that feel that new complementary
efforts are very much inorder. You, the citizen
will have to draw your own conclusions. The impor-
tant point is that we should get active politically in
ony form that we wish so long as we keep in mind
unity. Times have changed and the people at the
helm of most of our organizations are mature and mo-
dern minded. We have made great progress in our
unity and we don't seem to be knocking each other
off like in the old days. Differences are bound to
occur but well fourded organizations give and take
and organizational aims are more important than per-
sonal differences. We are at the threshold of a poli-
tical breakthrough statewide. Here in San Jose we
have not as yet been put to the test. For San Jose it
will come in the 1965 City Council elections. Lots
of spade work has to be done before that.

WHERE DO WE STAND AS A GROUP?

My buddy Eddie Camunez who writes for the
san Jose Gl Forum posed a question in the last issue
of this mogazine. To quote Ed, ' With 40,000 Mex-
ican American voters in this area, why can't we have
@ Mexican American on the San Jose City Council?"

| don't think Ed meant to say voters, he must
have meant to say people. The 1960 Census of San
Jose whici: places Spanish surnames in a separate cat-
egory reveals that there were 28, 600 Spanish surnamed
residents in Son Jose. Just for kicks let's add another
2, 000 to bring it up for 1963. So we have 33, 500 on

an estimate basis. Taking the figures from the Census
for those not of voting age and taking growth into
consideration we find that we would have approxi-
mately 17,500 Spanish surnamed residents of voting
age. My own estimate is that 50% of these residents
are not registered to vote or are not citizens. That
leaves us with a voting bloc of 8,750. Usually not
more than 50% of the registered voters vote in City
elections. Our ending estimated figure is 4, 375 Mex-
ican Americans that count when the chips are down
on election day.

The problem is evident. WE MUST GET THt
PEOPLE TO THE POLLS AND WE MUST GET MORE
OF OUR PEOPLE REGISTERED TO VOTE.

It's going to take a lot of effort to improve
this situation and my personal opinion is that while
the Mexican American vote can sway an election it
cannot by itself get anybody elected. In the end re-
sult when a Mexican American is elected to the City
Council it won't be because he is a Mexican .......
he can only be elected by the people of San Jose be-
cause he is qualified. What is being qualified? My
opinion is that the candidate will have to take on an
education and learn all he can about how our city
functions and what the duties of a Councilman are.
He must be able to project this to the people. The
road is a rough one. Who's up to the task? Line
forms to the right . . . . .
