LENA MANRIQUEZ GOMEZ
YONUGSTERS AIDED BY UF

Mrs. Lena Manriquez Gomes brings a con-
cern about youth to her work as a volunteer
for the United Fund.

She wants youngsters “to be occupied on
and off the street,” she told El Excentrico
today, in “activities that will help propel
them into roles as leaders in tomorrow’s
society.”

Mrs. Gomez is owner and funeral director
of Dowdle and Manriquez Mortuary. She
came to San Jose in 1927 when she was 12
years old. She has worked in the community
as a court interpreter and as an income tax
consultant and has volunteered for youth-
oriented activities associated with the YMCA
and the Youth Service Bureau.

One of the youth projects supported by
United Fund money she is especially en-
thusiastic about is the “Amigomobile” op-
erated by the Boy Scouts.

The van tours migrant labor camps as well
as schools and parks in low income areas.
Under the leadership of the program’s bi-
lingual director Gus Olmedo, more than 600
boys have been recruited into scouting, ac-
cording to United Fund officials.

Mrs. Gomez has four grown children, one
of which has been active in youth groups
at the YMCA.

Programs run by the Boy Scouts and
YMCA receive financial aid from the United
Fund, which funnels donations to 115
agencies and services in Santa Clara County.

Mrs. Gomez adds that as a member of the
board of directors of the Fund’s Central
Valley chapter, she has observed that only
about eight per cent of donations collected
are required to pay for administration and
campaign costs.

Mrs. Gomez notes that volunteer work
reduces operating expenses and some of
those volunteers work to assure that the
money raised goes to agencies “in priority
order of the human care needs they serve.”

She adds the groups supported by the
United Fund, which operate apart from pub-
lic agencies, can be effective in quickly meet-
ing a problem. “Prevention,” she says, “is so
much better and cheaper than the cure.”

The Ones Eligible For
Food Stamps

SYLVIA PORTER

Are you aware that hundreds of thou-
sands of you who are college students and
young Americans living in communes are
eligible for food stamps? Or that millions
among us who are not on welfare also now
qualify for the stamps? Do you even know
how to determine whether you are eligible
or how to apply?

The Agriculture Department now has
officially conceded the obvious: food
prices will continue to climb in the months
ahead. This—along with the destructive
upspiral in prices generally—will bring
the inevitable “‘side-effect” of a new surge
in the numbers of Americans eligible for
the federal food stamp program.

But the incredible fact is that millions
of you who are eligible for food stamps do
not know it and, therefore, you are not
getting this important benefit. The 13.2
million Americans getting food stamps
represent only 31 per cent of the esti-
mated 43 million who are eligible. An
ven smaller proportion of our eligible
clderly are getting stamps

In July, the eligibility rules were signi-
ficantly liberalized. Yet possibly a majority
of those newly eligible do not know they
qualify nor do they know how to apply.
With the average food stamp ‘‘bonus” be-
ing allotted to a recipient about $19.50
per month and with the average value of
food stamps being bought at $33 per
month per person, this degree of ignorance
is appalling.

To begin with, the food stamp program
is not a part of the welfare program. Every-
body receiving public assistance (welfare)
automatically qualifies for the food stamps,
however, and the application and certifica-
tion procedure for these people is con-
siderably simpler than for those not on
welfare. Here are other key facts:

How poor must you be to get food
stamps? . . .

As of July 1, if you are a family of four
with a net income of $500 or less per
month, after a long list of deductions for
financial necessities and fixed expenses,
you are eligible. A family of eight could
have a maximum net income of $853 and
be eligible.

How do you apply for the stamps? . . .

Typically, you must fill out an applica-
tion form (which may be lengthy) and
file it with the administering agency
(usually the local welfare office). Yoa
probably will be interviewed by the food
stamp office on your application’s con-
tents and you must back up your state-
ments, rent and utility bill receipts, oher
proof of income and outgo.

If you qualify, you are notified, prob-
ably within a couple of weeks and given
(or sent) an “ATP” (Authorization of
Purchase) card which you must show
when you buy your food stamps. By law,
you must be told whether or not you are
eligible within 30 days of the time you
have fully documented your application.

Once you are certified as eligible and
get your ATP card, how long does your
certification last?

From one to 12 month, but typically,
for three months. If your household in-
come is considered likely to remain the
same, the certification period generally is
six months. Families on welfare receive
certification for the same periods they are
certified to receive welfare benefits and
may elect to have the cost of food stamps
deducted from their welfare checks.

How frequently can you buy food
stamps?

At least twice a month. You do not
have to buy the maximum for which you
are eligible.

What you may—and may you not—
buy with stamps?

In addition to all types of food, includ-

But
you may not buy alcoholic beverages, to-
bacco, pet food, or non-foods such as paper

goods and housecleaning items. Elderly.

people may use food stamps to buy meals
in communal dining situations and meals
on wheels.

Do people in a “household” have to
be related? . . .

No. To qualify, members may be re-
lated or unrelated, but they must share
cooking facilities, - usually buy food to-
gether and live together as an economic
unit, pooling resources and sharing ex-
penses. Thus, members of any commune
meeting these requirements ought to qual-
ify.
