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track and I was about in the center of the north turn and the
back straightaway was to my left and the front straightaway to
my right. It was evident that the track area had been left free
of tuilding construction so it could be used for road purposes.
A1l of the buildings I could see stretched endlessly before me
sppeared tc be within the perimeter of the track.

I began my visual audit of the Fresno Assembly Center fa-
cilities by driving on the race track to my right and kept fol-
lowing the track until T arrived back at my starting point. It
encircled what seemed to ke six blccks of internee: housing u-
nits complete with perscral service facility buildings for each
block. Two buildings considerably larger than housing apartment
units were lccated parallel to the beckstretch but within the
confines cof the track. I took the time %o stop and inspect the
interior cf one cf them and decided they were intended for use
as hospitals.

As I slowly encircled this northern pcrtion of the Center
I also found there was a lot of activity going on. Men were un-
lecading metal cots and carrying them intc buildings in several
sections of the housing areas. Cutside the fence enclcsure on
gide thkree army trucks were disembarking a detachment of mil-
itary police alcngside cf a group of buildings that I assumed
would he their housing quarters. Just south of and beyond the
scuth turn, on the west side, cof tke track, past the sixth sec-
tion of housing bariracks, I saw four large truck vans backed
up tc buildings in a section of more thar & dezen structures
that were much larger than barracks buildings. Varied mater-
ial frem these vaens was being hand trucked into this tier of
buildings and I concluded I was lccking at the warehocuse area.

Eefore centinruing on my inspecticn of tke center facil-
ities I sat there in my truck at my original starting pcint
with the engine running, trying tc essimilate what I had seen.
I had been lookirg at part of s black paper covered skeleton
of an unborn eity. The sides and roofs c¢f every structure were
covered with black roofing peper. Hundreds upon hundreds of
homes with nobedy home. An empty, unused city like a pocket
no one. had iewer.put a hand in.

I wanted¢ to see the rest of the project lcok irside the
varicus urite to find out if any cf them were designed for
specific use es recrecticn centers, churches, schools or for
other community services.
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
