Health experts fear tnat epidemics may
break out on the nation's Indian reservations
because of a critical lack of doctors and
facilities. Indians already have the highest
disease rate and lowest life expectancy of
any group in the nation.

In an urgent memo to Chairman James
Abourezk (Dem.-S.D.) the staff of the Sen-
ate Indian Subcommittee reports of evi-
dence of "tuberculosis outbreaks" and "'oth-
er serious disease epidemics particularly in
the Aberdeen, S.D., area.

"We believe that the urgency of the
present situation cannot be overempha-
sized," they stress.

The memo declares that ''the backlog of
people needing corrective surgery is now
past 20,000. Of that number, 13,000 chil-

dren are in need of surgery."

Yet President Nixon has impounded In-
dian Health Service money four of the last
five years. This has caused ‘a critical short-
age of funds, which has brought on the
Indian health crisis.

Without adequate funds, a ''serious and
growing shortage of physicians' has de-
veloped in facilities serving the Indians.

The facilities used by the Indian Health
Service have also fallen into deplorable
shape. "In the Aberdeen area alone," re-
ports the memo, ""60 per cent of the build-
ings being used by the IHS have been de-
clared unfit for use by state inspectors.

"For example, Rosebud Hospital was
constructed in 1914 and has been con-
demned even by IHS, but for lack of funds
they will have to make do."

Nor can the Indians rely on their own
people for health care. There are only 52
Indian doctors in the entire United States.
The IHS has launched a new recruitment
drive for doctors, but the program is un-
likely to help Indians in critical need of
health care now.

what is
sickle

cell
anemia?

Sickle Cell Anemia is a disease of the red

blood cells. All red cells contain a protein
material called hemoglobin which carries ox-
ygen to all parts of the body (oxygen is neces-
sary for human life; without it we cannot sur-
vive). The hemoglobin of the sickle cell victim
(called hemoglobin S) has a slightly different

make-up which causes the red cells to be
more easily destroyed in the body, leading to
anemia. Also, when the body needs more oxy-
gen, as in hard exercise, the red cells can
become sickle shaped. These sickle shaped
cells can block the tiny blood vessels causing‘
the symptoms of the sickle cell crisis.

HOW DO YOU GET IT?

The only way you can get Sickle Cell Anemia
is by inheriting one Hgb S gene from each
parent. Genes are the hereditary factors
which control all the characteristics you in-
herit from your parents. Sickle Cell Anemia
cannot be caught from other people, nor is
it caused by your health habits or behavior.



BOTH PARENTS
WITH TRAITS
(carriers)

TRAIT TRAIT ANEMIA NORMAL

Everytime a child is born to parents each of
whom carry the sickle gene there is a 25%
probability that the child will have Sickle Cell
Anemia. In some families where both parents
are carriers, none of the children have Sickle
Cell Anemia, but in other families some or
even all of the children have inherited Sickle
Cell Anemia.

WHO HAS SICKLE CELL
ANEMIA?

In the United States it has been estimated
that there are as many as 75,000 persons with
Sickle Cell Anemia and about 215 million
with the sickle cell trait (carriers of the gene
for Hgb S). Like many genetic (gene controll-
ed) diseases, it is found in certain ethnic
groups. The victims in the United States are
usually of black ancestry. However, white
people mainly from Mediterranean countries,
or any person of African origin, may also car-
ry the Sickle Cell gene.

WHY THESE PEOPLE?

In regions like West Africa, southern ltaly
and Greece, there were great swamps which
were the breeding grounds for certain mos-
quitoes which carried malaria. The population
of these areas were able to survive malaria
because they developed Hemoglobin S. Sickle
Cell Anemia is found in the decendants of
those people who carried the trait.

HOW IS SICKLE CELL
ANEMIA DIAGNOSED?

The person with Sickle Cell Anemia will have
the characteristic symptoms of anemia; he
will be tired and weak. In addition he will
suffer with episodes of mild to severe pain.'
Special examination of the blood will reveal
the sickled red cells and Hemoglobin S.

Crisis—the victim may have severe pain in
the stomach, head and joints, weakness, diz-
ziness, and open sores on the legs (ulcers)
may develop in 10% of the cases; death may
occur.

LIFE EXPECTANCY

The person with Sickle Cell Anemia who sur-
vives childhood may be able to lead a rela-
tively productive and comfortable life.

WHAT DOES SICKLE CELL
TRAIT MEAN?

It means that some people carry a gene for
sickle cell disease which they can pass along
to their children. If these people marry some-
one who also has this trait, their children have
a higher risk of being born with Sickle Cell
Anemia.

ONE OUT OF TEN BLACKS HAVE THE TRAIT

WHO SHOULD BE TESTED
AND WHY?

All black people and members of those white
groups mentioned, should be tested; espe-
cially infants, pregnant women, children and
young adults. By early detection of the dis-
ease, the patient can be made aware of ac-
tivities and drugs that are known to bring on
a CRISIS, and his of her doctor can be pre-
pared for an emergency. Also young adults
would know the odds of having children with
Sickle Cell Anemia or the gene trait.

IS THERE A CURE?

Medical science has produced no cure for
Sickle Cell Anemia, but the painful symptoms
and side effects can be treated to some ex-
tent. New blood tests, however, make it easier
to detect carriers of Sickle Cell Anemia.

ADIOS....DAVID ALFARO SIQUEIROS

El Mexico artistico e intelectual esta de
luto. El ultimo superviviente del gran tri-
unvirato de muralistas mexicanos, ha muerto.

DAVID ALFARO SIQUEIROS, quien
naciera el 29 de Diciembre de 1896 en Santa
Rosalia de Camargo, Chihuahua. Dejo de
existir el dia 5 de Enero proximo pasado, a
la edad de 77 afios en la ciudad de Cuerna-
vaca, Morelos.

El ultimo de los tres grandes muralistas
(Jose Clemente Orosco, murio en 1949 y
Diego de Rivera en 1957) de la escuela mex-
icana, expiro despues de soportar varias sem-
anas de agonia, victima del temible mal que
se ha llevador a grandes artistas en sus dif-
erentes especialidades, el cancer.

A los 15 afios de edad, ingreso a la Aca-
demia de Bellas Artes de San Carlos ye de
inmediato paso a formar parte del grupo de
estudiantes que peleaban por la renovacion
del sistema educativo.

Era veterano de dos guerras civiles, aun
no tenia 20 afios, cuando en 1914 actuo como
oficial de las fuerzas revolucionarias mexi-
canas. Con Don Venustiano Carranza, en

1937 se elisto voluntariamente en el ejerito
de la Republica, en la guerra civil espaiiola.
En ambos conflictos resulto herido de la
pierna derecha.

En 1940 fue sefialado en el proceso que
se le instruyo como la persona que dirigio
el atentado contra Leon Trostky.

En 1950, fue consignado a la carcel pre-
ventiva de la ciudad de Mexico, acusandosele
de azuzar a diferentes sectores, que causaron
disturbios citadinos.

Siqueiros (apellido materno, con el que se
dio a conocer) tenia 60 afios de pintar, dejo
al morir, muchas obras de caballetes y obras
inconclusas en el aspecto muralistico. Siendo
su obra mas impresionante, el famoso POLY-
FORUM CULTURAL, que esta ubicado en
la avenida Insurgentes frente al colosal Hotel
de Mexico.

El Polyforum, es un edificio en forma de
dodecigono, cuyas doce caras estan cubiertas
por murales de 250 metros cuadrados, donde
el pintor desarrollo el tema “LA MARCHA
DE LA HUMANIDAD EN LA TIERRA Y
HACIA EL COSMOS.”

El interior del Polyforum, alberga un Tea-
tro citcular, el Foro de las Artesanias, una
Galeria de arte y el foro Universal.

Los trabajos de esta obra se iniciaron en
1965 y se concluyeron en 1972. Participaron
en ella ademas del maestro, 50 ayudantes.

Durante sus cuatro afios de reclusion car-
celaria, 1960-1964, Siqueiros se limito a pin-
tar en su celda, obras de tamafio de caballete.
Cuarenta afios de matrimonio, unieron a
Angelica Arenal y a David Alfaro Siqueiros.
Procrearon una sola hija, Adriana. Y le so-
breviven ademas de su esposa e hija, 3 nietos.
David 19 afios, Martin 10 y Adrianita de 5.
Hermanos e infinidad de parientes.

Siqueiros deja a la posteridad, infinidad
de obras, atraves de las cuales se ve la gran
fuerza interpretativa del genio muralista.
