OLIVARES vs. PEDROZA
OLIVARES SEEKS 5th TITLE
Eusebio Pedroza will defend
his WBA featherweight title
against Ruben Olivares on Satur-
day, July 21 in Houston, Texas.

TOP LAWMAKERS URGE
CHICANOS TO MEET
CHALLENGE OF ’80s

by MARITA HERNANDEZ

Two Chicano legislators came
to San Jose Frilay to urge Mexi-
can-Americans to meet the chal-
lenge of the 1980s — “the decade
of the Chicano.”

“The reason we are here,” said
Assemblyman Art Torres, speak-
ing for himself and his colleague
in the state Assembly, Richard
Alatorre, “is that it is our respon-
sibility to be wherever there is a
gathering of brown faces in the
state.”

The two lawmakers were speak-
ing at a dinner sponsored by the
Chicano Employment Committee
of Santa Clara County.

There are only three Chicano
assemblymen in the state, Ala-
torre pointed out, and three Chi-
canos in the California Senate.

Torres and Alatorre, both
Democrats from Los Angeles,
spoke of the challenge facing
Mexican - Americans of living up
to the promise of the 1980s, when
it is projected Mexican - Ameri-
cans, already the fastest growing
minority in the country, will be-
come the majority population in
California.

The challenge for Chicanos in

‘| another Chicano to the city coun-

cil.

Commending the work of Chi-
cano advocacy groups, such as the
Chicano Employment Committee,
Alatorre said that ‘“people are

-afraid of affirmative action. . . I

don’t know what people are
afraid of. All we're asking for is
fair parity in employment.

“We’re not asking for prefer-
ential treatment. . . All we're ask-
ing for is an equal opportunity in
employment, an equal opportun-
ity in education.

“It is unfortunate that people
have to file lawsuits to get just
treatment,” he said, referring to
job discrimination lawsuits filed
by CEC.

The group has fought numer-
ous legal battles during the past
six years against public and pri-
vate employers in the Santa Clara
Valley who they have accused of
discriminating against Chicanos.

Among its accomplishments,
CEC succeeded this year in bring-
ing the city of San Jose to the
negotiating table after the federal
Office of Revenue Sharing upheld
the group’s complaint that the
city’s hiring practices discrimin-
ated against Hispanics. The city
stands to lose $6 million a year in
federal money if it doesn’t resolve
the disparity.

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QUESTION:

My driving record is absolutely
clear of violations and I have al-
ways been proud of it. But my
husband has had several violations
and is now allowed only assigned
risk insurance. I was appalled
when the insurance company re-
fused to separate my insurance
record from my husband’s, and
now I, too, must be considered an
assigned risk. Is there anything I
can do to be considered separate-
ly for automobile insurance?

E. R, Arroyo Grande
ANSWER:

Unfortunately, there is no law

to protect your own driving

record or to provide that you can
get automobile insurance inde-
pentently of your husband. The
insurance company is acting ac-
cording to law in charing you a
rate which is based on your hus-
band’s driving record.

In fact, an insurance company
has the right to write a policy for
your entire household rather than
for you as an individual and issue
the policy in your husband’s
name at the rate for which your
husband is eligible.

Your insurance company would
undoubtedly argue that this is en-
tirely proper since they have no
guarantee that your husband will
not use the car.

Unfair as this may seem, your
situation is better than that faced
by women who are divorced, es-
pecially in the beginning. They
are often left without insurance
because the policy remains in the
husband’s name, even if both con-
tributed to the premiums. After
divorce, women are often forced
to apply for auto insurance and,
as new customers, may be sub-
ject to higher premiums since di-
vorce places them in higher risk
categories. A study by the Penn-
sylvania Insurance Department
found that women are denied in-
surance on the basis of divorce
more often than men, although
divorced men, too, have difficul-
ties.

So it appears that marital status
1S an important factor to insur-
ance companies in determining
your acceptability as an automo-
bile insurance risk.

You don’t have to be religious
to be a psychic, but many persons
who claim to be sensitives do hold
a belief in God and practice one
or several religions.

One of them is Maria Graciette,
who was born a Roman Catholic
and still considers herself Catho-
lic, although she disagrees with
dogma and doctrine in many
areas and she also practices other
religions.

As far as the Portugal-born
lady psychic, astrologer and com-
parative religion.scholar can re-
member—she has been able to see
auras (the supposed energy field
surrounding the body which is in-
visible unless perceived psychic-
ally as colors of light). She says
she also found ‘that, just by look-
ing at people, she would see pic-
tures in her mind of the people
doing things.

It wasn’t easy to grow up with
ESP, she says.

“I would know when people
were lying, but when I'd tell my
mother that, I would get a spank-
ing,” she says in a charming
European accent. She speaks eight
languages fluently.

Graciette is one of scores of psy-
chics, healers, mediators, yoga
practioners, and UFO followers
who are lecturing this weekend at

a\

the Shrine Exposition Hall at a
UFO and psychic show.

Graciette says she didn’t even
begin to understand her powers
until she was about nine years
old. About that age she found out
that she was a healer as well as a
psychic, she says.

Her Catholic orientation made
things even more confusing for
her.

“If you make miracles then
people think you must be a sister
or nun or you are working with
the devil,” she says.

Graciette, at 16, began travel-
ing around the world as an actress
and singer, but she also used the
travel opportunity to begin a life-
long search to try to find some
answers to explain what kinds of
powers she possessed and why.

She studied many religions and
various forms of parapsychologi-
cal phenomena, especially psychic
healing.

“I found that all religions are
raelly saying the same thing. If
you are good, you are good,” she
says.

The religion she is most in-
volved in is called Santra in Cuba.
It’s a version of the Yoruba re-
ligion which has been traced to
Nigeria. Another version of Yor-
uba is Macumba practiced in
Brazil.
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Ignorance and fear of the un-
known, she says, are two reasons
that religions seem to have irre-
conciable differences.
that they are also reasons why
psychic ability is scoffed at by
many people. ;

Graciette is in the import busi-
ness as well as being a psychic
counselor. She does healing, but
only takes cases where physicians
have diagnosed patients as being
terminal illnesses.

She claims to be clriraudiant
and clairvoyant and mixes astro-
logy, and sometimes tarot, with
her ESP.

Prophecy is another area of the .
psychic realm that Graciette feels:
comfortable in. Her predictions’

appear in many magazines and
‘newspapers. She also has a daily
radio program in Spanish for
XPRS radio station.

" Graciette is the psychic who
warned Sharon Tate of bloody
tragedy just days before the as-
tress was murdered by the Man-

son family. She says she still

sometimes asks herself if she did
all she could to try to prevent the
murder. She urged Tate to leave
town for the weekend.

She hsa made many startling
predictions, including telling a
congressman named Gerald Ford

‘that he would become President’

of the United States, although he
would not be elected. She pre-;
dicted Watergate before it hap-
pened.

President Jimmy Carter has
hinted that he may not run for
reelection. Graciette predicted
five months ago that he will quit
after four years. She predicts the
next president will die in office.

Graciette also predicted the
assassination of John and Robert
Kennedy and told the . Herald
Examiner that by 1980 it may be
