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Leisure Village Memory Project Coming

There is still time and
room to take part in a re-
search project being con-
ducted here in Leisure Vil-
lage by the Andrus Geron-
tology Center of USC dur-
ing the month of August.
This is a special study of
the possible effects of
mood on memory in older
people, and will help con-
tribute to greater under-
standing of the aging pro-
cess.

tions, use of third person to
avoid all the first and second
person pronouns, and not
using “the group celebrates
their anniversary vs. its an-
niversary.

The coordinator keeps
track of all this, estimates the
length each story will be
when it is set in type, and
writes some of the head-
lines. All this material is sent
outto be “type set,” although
it is done by computer now.

When the material is
typed up in columns, again
two people read everything
for typesetting errors, “typos”
and the corrections are
made. Then the “dummies,”

arrive from the newspaper’s
ad department, showing
what space is occupied by
ads and what space is open
for the editorial copy. These
dummies are in scale at this
point, not full size newspa-
per. Inside Leisure Village is
printed in what is called tab-
loid size.

This is the first time the
staff finds out how much
space they are responsible
for filling. Everything has
been estimates up to this
point.
