PSYCHOLOGY DEPARTMENT 
The most notable accomplishment of the Psy­

chology Department is the Mental Hygiene serv­
ice made available to any student who wishes or 
requires it. Enrollment last Fall included 2,248 
registrants for the department; 107 of these are 
majoring in Psychology. 

The department is equipped with a staff that 
is composed of many former clinical workers and 
research workers in the mental hygiene depart­
ments of the armed forces.
