cept for the later stages in the evacuation of Military Zone No.1
when lack of available space in certain Assembly Centers made it
imperative to seperate portions of a few larger community groups.
Whenever this happened a concerted effort was made to reunite the
community in the process of transfer from Assembly Center to the
Relocation Centers.

The exacuation process began with the issuance of a Civilian
Exclusion Order (C.E.O0.) which defined the Exclusion Area Involved
--specified the exclusion (evacuation) date and gave the registra-
tion date and location (within the area), of the Civil Control Sta-
tion for registration. Notices of the evacuation with maps and a
description of the area effected were posted throughout the exclu-
sion section.

The Exclusion Orders were issued in a sequence subject to cer-
tain considerations. Military Security was the number one consider-
ation, but there were others. -The availability of Assembly Centers
to receive the internees. -The availability of civilian employees
from the various government agencies that assisted with the evac-
uation. -The distance evacuees had to be moved.-The availability
of the type of transportation needed. All of these were factors
that had to be téken into consideration to determine the order in
which the Exclusion Areas could be evacuated.

Once the Exclusion Order was issued, the evacuation operation
for each Exclusion Area, required a period of seven days for comple-
tion.- - - - This was the schedule.

A. Posting of the Exclusion Order throughout the
area: From 12.00 noon the first day to 5.00 A.
M. the second day.

B. Registration of all persons of Japanese ances-
try within the area: From 8.00 A.M. to 5.00 P.
M. on the second and third days.

C. Processing, or preparing of evacuees for the
evacuation: From 8.00 A.M. to 5.00 P.M. on the
fourth and fifth days.

D. Movement of evacuees in increments of approx-
imately 500: On the sixth and seventh days.
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The first Civilian Exclusion Order(C.E.0.) issued was for the

evacuation of all Japanese residents on Bainbridge Island, Kitsap
