A new Federal Trade Commis-
sion rule requires eye doctors to
give patients their prescriptions
immediately after an eye exam.
They can’t charge extra for doing
this, either. If you're not given
your prescription — ask for it.
Then let the FTC know what
happened. It’s your legal right to
obtain it. With your prescription
in hand, you can then shop
around for eyeglasses and contact
lens just as you would for any
other product, looking for the best |
quality at the best price. Prob-
lems?”

UNORDERED MERCHANDISE

Many consumers are upset
when they get something in the
mail that they didn’t order. They
fear the sender will demand pay-
ment and then they will have to
prove they didn’t place the order.
Many consumers rush out to the
post office and send the item back
at their own expense.

Federal Trade Commission at-
torneys say if you receive un-

ordered merchandise by U.S. mail
you can consider that product a
gift and keep it. They emphasize

that you might want to contact

the merchant first to be absolute-

ly sure you didn’t unknowingly

place an order. If in doubt, ask
for proof of your purchase. Under
the Mail Order Rule, enforced by
the Commission, it’s illegal for a
seller to pressure you to return
unordered merchandise or to bill
you for it.

Only two kinds of merchandise
can be sent legally through the
mail without your prior consent:
free samples, clearly marked as
such, and merchandise mailed by
a charitable organization to ask
for contributions. If you have a

Merchandise,” Washington, D.C.
20580.

“Mano a Mano, Gringo Chi-
cena” is the title of a book just
published by Editorial Olymco of
San Jose.

The author is Rudy Tenes, a
local Chicano who has succeeded
in writing a magnificent tragi-
comedy involving characters from
San Jose’s East Side and across
the Mexican border.

Rudy Tenes was born in Ti-
juana, and during his youth he
was a bullfighter, as was his
father, Jesus, and his brother,
Jose Luis. After emigrating to the
United States, Rudy Tenes
worked for a radio station and
then became a jeweler.

One can’t help but become
angered — but also amused — at
the incredible bickering and
fraudulent deals the young mata-
dors and apprentices suffer at the
hand of unscrupulous, self-ap-
pointed bullfight agents.

So we come to know Don Pela-
po, a restaurant owner and an ex-
bullfighter; the young Walter
with his almost incoherent Span-
ish, the only “Saxon” in the
group, and Cathy, his girlfriend;

Becerra and his most unusual
slang, who appoints himself
Walter’'s manager; Tirilongo

(Johnny Gratis); the absolutely

rotten “Castanuelas” who laugh-
ingly will sell his own mother
just to get a good chuckle; and
Lolita, the 17-year-old supersex
goddess.

They all become entangled in
a sequence of comic, sometimes
dramatic, sometimes very real
situations that take us from Don
Pelapo’s restaurant in San Jjose to
San Francisco to Tijuana, En-
sena, Mexico City and back to
San Jose.

Don Pelapo looks upon them in
a fatherly way. But the young
people want adventure and, more
thany anything else, they want to
become involved with bullfight-
ing.

Thus, we embark for Ensenada
with the four young ones, Be-
cerra, Tirilongo, Junior (Don Pe-
‘lapo’s son) and the only gringo in
the group, Walter.

But we have to wait until the
end for the real drama of “Mano
a Mano.”

Here the business becomes real,
serious and deadly.

One of the matadors gets badly
mauled by a bull. The promoters
go to all kinds of excuses to stop
a private plane that will take him
to Guadalajara. They fear that if
the wounded matador goes, the
other apprentices will also leave
—and ruin the next day’s show.

Then comes the real mano a
mano (get even) business.

All in all, a most interesting
and simpatico book that should be
enjoyed by everyone.
