Hasta hace pocos aflos eran pocas las carreras
en las que una persona podia escojer, en la actuali-
dad hay muchas profesiones y estas aumentan cada dia
en la misma forma que los arboles aumentan sus ramas
cada affo.

Tanto
el profesionista como el obrero especializado, tienen
que estudiar el uno su profesion y el otro su oficio.

Cuando un joven abandona sus estudios ilu=-
sionado por un trabajo para el cual no necesita nin-
gunos conocimentos, esta cometiendo el error de em-
plear los mejores anos de su juventud en ganarse un
dinero que le priva de fortalecer las bases en las que
descanzara su seguridad economica y la de su familia
por el resto de su vida. Las personas no especiali-
zadas han visto su fracso cuando se presentan en busca
de trabajo, al llenar la solicitud no pueden decir
cual es su especialidad; pueden ser muy utiles y cap-
aces de desempediar diferentes trabajos, pero eso no
los ayuda, lo que se busca en la actualidad son espe-
cialistas r ables que cc su rama a la per-
feccion.

El trabajo del campo sufre la misma transfor-
macion, en la actualidad los campesinos tiene que
conocer mas de suocupacion que las generaciones pa-
sadas, esto agregado al progreso que como las ofras
actividades ha tenido, hace io que el P
sino se prepare en la escuela con el fin de aprovechar
todos los conocimentos que se traduciran en trabajo
organizado y mayores beneficios.

No podemos si hemos de obrar con sensatez,
desentendernos de la evolucion natural que se mani-
fiesta en la actualidad y que sera mayor en el futuro.

El mundo del mafiana sera un mundo de espe-
cialistas y los que no puedan exhibir un titulo o cer-
tificado de su capacidad, estaran en una situacion
desventajosa ante la competenica de los especializa
dos.

BICYCLE RODEO

The San Jose Police Officers Local 170 in co-
operation with the San Jose Fire Department, the San
Jose Recreation Department, Veterans of Foreign Wars,
the various School Districts within the City of San
Jose and many more civic groups in the city will spon-
sor aBICYCLE RODEO in the near future. Due to the
increasing number of persons both juvenile and adult
using bicycles for transportation in the city, it is felt
that a most effective bicycle program is urgently need-
ed in the city.

The Bicycle Rodeo is to include all children
within the City Elementary Schools from six to ten
years and ten to fourteen years. Both boys and girls
will be included. All of the bicycle tests will be
under the direction of the San Jose Recreation Dep-
artment, and preliminary tests will be conducted in
each elementary school in the city. These tests will
begin the latter part of April and the finals will be
held the 18th of May in the rear of the Communica-
tion Building at the Civic Center. The first prize will
be a brand new Schwinn bicycle. Over 75 prizes will
be awarded during the preliminary and final tests. At
the finals on May 18th, refreshments will be served to
the various participants.

Juvenile Officers Joseph Pinkston and Arthur
Knopf display reflector tape that will be made avail-
able through the auspices of the Veterans of Foreign
Wars to all bicycle riders in San Jose as part of The
Bicycle Rodeo and Essay and Poster Contest.

All boys and girls within the age limits of six
to fourteen who wish to enter this Bicycle Rodeo must
first pass a preliminary examination that includes a
properly licensed bicycle, a safety check and a re-
flector properly mounted on his or her bicycle. There
will be eight tests in the competition, including a
balance test and a riding ability test. An example of
one of the tests is a 50 ft. by 3 ft. wide lane marked
off by white lines with rubber cones spaced approxi-
mately 6 feet apart and in the center of the lane. The
object of the best will be to ride at a fair speed,

weaving between alternate markers without striking
the markers. This is a check on the ability to man-
euver a bicycle.

ESSAY AND POSTER CONTEST

In conjunction with The Bicycle Rodeo an Es-
say and Poster Contest will be held sponsored by the
above agencies and organizations. This will give an
opportunity for the non-bicycle riders to participate
in this program. The Essay and Poster Contest will be
concerned with bicycle safety in all its phases. For
further information regarding the Bicycle Rodeo and
the Essay and Poster Contest, contact the Elementary
School in your district if you are within the city limits
of San Jose. This writer urges all concerned to par-
ticipate in this program. Parents are particularly urged
to inquire at the elementary school where their child
attends to make sure that the opportunity is not over-
looked to have the boys and girls participate in this
worthwhile and necessary program. This program has
a definite purpose, to bring to the attention of the
citizens of San Jose the importance of bicycle safety
and the opportunity to benefit through the interest and
expert instruction of people who are qualified in this
field.

Life imprisonment without parole should be
given to certain vicious murderers while others should
have a chance to return to society after a number of
years, for such crimes as crimes of passion.

Tlazeala

La superficie que actualmente ocupa el estado
de Tlaxcala es casi la misma que ocupo la antigua re-
publica de Tlaxcala. En recompensa de la alianza de
los tlaxcaltecas con los espafioles durante la conquista
en territorio tlaxcalteca no se dio ninguna encomien-
da. La evangelizacion de los tlascaltecas fue enco-
mindada exclusivamente a los frailes franciscanos, por
lo cuval no se encuentran conventos de ninguna otra
orden religiosa en este estado. Las casas fundadas
por los franciscanos durante los siglos XVI-XVII fueron
las siguientes: en Atlanyatepec, Santa Maria Atlihu-
etzian, Calpulalpan, Santa Ana Chiautempan, Hua-
mantla, Hueyotlipan, Hueyotlipan, Ixtlacuixtla, Na-
tivitas, Tepeyanco, Tlaxcala y Totolac.

El convento de la ciudad de Tlaxcala tiene la
advocacion de la Asuncion de nuestra Seflora; corres-
ponde a la provincia del Santo Evangelio como las
demas del estado y fue uno de los cuatro primeros que
se fundaron en la Nueva Espafia en 1524 o poco des-
pues. Los ofros tres conventos fueron los de San Fran-
cisco en Mexico, Huejotzingo y Texcoco.

Lo palabra Tlaxcala en mexicano significa
" lugar de pan'' o mejor dicho de las tortillas que era
el pan de los mexicanos. Tlaxcala fue sede episcopal
desde 1526 hasta 1550 en que se cambio a Puebla. En
1569 moraban el en convento de Tlaxcala 7 religiosos.
En el territorio existian 6 monasterios donde se daba
doctrina a cuarenta mil indios.

En los siglos XVIy XVII solamente hubo en-
fermerias en los conventos de Mexico y Puebla, y o
los cuales acudian los frailes enfermos. Estos enfer-
merias eran sostenidas por los conventos que las util-
izaban. Los frailes de Tlaxcala se curaban en la en-
fermeric de Puebla, para cuyo sostenimiento contri-
buian anualmente el convento de Tlascala con cuatro
gallinas de Castillo, una arroba de monteca, cin-
cuento candelas de cebo y dos fanegas de maiz.

Lo iglesia de este convento excepcionalmente
no esta techada de boveda sino de artesonado de ma-
dera y es quiza la mos preciada joyo que conserva la
civdad de Tlaxcala, contra la creencia general este
techo no fue ejectuado en el siglo XVI sino en el
XVI1I, habiendolo costeado don Diego de Tapia, que

tambien construyo lacapillo de la Orden Tercera y en
la que se conserva una imagen de talla que se conoce
con el nombre de la Conquistadora, por haber sido
obsequiada por Hernan Cortes. El altar mayor de lo
iglesia conserva su valioso retablo de pinturas anoni-
mas del siglo XV el cual fue motivo de una bula del

b it ian s e b RS e L g e e

papa Gregorio XIHl la cual hasta fines del siglo XVl
se conservava en el archivo del convento.

Anexo el edificio del convento hubo un hos-
pital Real para curar a los indios, dedicado a la Vir-
gen de la Concepcion. La capilla abierta, inmedi-
ata al convento y modificada en siglos posteriores,
constituye tambien una joya de gran valor inapreci-
uble, tanto por su planta exagonal, diferente a todas
las otras conocidas, cuanto por su situacion frente a
una rampa, desde la cual los indios asistion a los of-
icios religiosos.

En la iglesio y lo sacristia se conservan varias
pinturas de merito historico o artistico entre los que
pueden verse las firmas de Diego de Borgraf - 1677,
Mareymon - 1689, Antonio Caro de Ayalay Jose
Sanchez.
