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WHO AND WHERE IS THE POWER???

Among California cities with a concentration
of Mexican-Americans San Jose stands majestically as
a city where Mexican-Americans are a political non
entity. |t should be evident to all of us that all City
Hall has to do is toss a bone once in a while to keep
us happy. Most of the time not even that bone is
necessary. There isnothing in this town that resembles
anything of a Mexican American power structure.

Credit must be given to MAPA who have tried
though they have not found unanimous com-
munity support. Politics is a vicious game and mis-
understandings can easily be created. This doesn't
mean that they cannot be cleared.

Who then is the power? MAPA? CSO? Gl
FORUM? ULAC? Individuals perhaps? Dr. John de
Heras, Nash Galindo, Hector Moreno, Louis Hevia,
Jose Lopez, Hank Coca, John Torrez, Louis Zarate,
Juan Ramos, Leonard Ramirez, Daniel Saldana, Friday
Aguilera, Pompeyo Garcia, Fred Lucero, Bill Lopez,
John Castro, Ernie Vasquez, Sal Lopez, Candy Ve-
liz, Eddie Camunez, Richard Gomez, etc. etc. How
about the Comision Honorifica who draw people in
droves to their festivities? How about the people who
control the communication media such as the news-
papers and radio stations? How about the many social
clubs? How about you who has perhaps never bother-
ed to express your feelings?

The essence of politics is power, the struggle
to obtain and to maintain it, and the use made of it
and political power can be exercised only by a minor-
ity of the population. We are not going to interest
all Mexican Americans in politics but we can certain-
ly encourage them to at least go to the polls and cast
their votes as they see fit.

We hear cries time and again about the fact
that the Mexican American is not united. We may
differ but that does not mean that we are not united.
There is much unity in our community now. If there is
no unity for political recognition of the Mexican Am-
erican it may be simply that we have never tried to
get together a good cross section of our community.
The members of organizations that have an interest in
our political betterment should be brought together.
They should be joined by other citizens who are in-
fluential or interested even though they may not be-
long to any of the existing organizations. For once
we should forget our petty jealousies and mistrust and

approach the problem with an open mind and be will-

even

ing to bend a little. It matters little if the conclusion
is reached that we should all join MAPA, or operate
as a group representing a cross section of organiza-
tions or operate thru ULAC. The important thing is
that to continue as we have been -- everyone pulling
in a different direction -~ is a complete waste of the
talent and power that we possess. Divide and con-
quer has been a good technique of war. It is happen-
ing to us HERE AND NOW. We are at fault, we are
to blame, we are permitting this situation to exist and
only we can correct it,

ers together to make a sincere effort to look at our
political problem in depth. | feel that once we can
sit down and talk about it solutions will began to pre-
sent themselves.

news came from Europe. The first daily newspaper
