Our first Hispanic airline exe-
cutive was appointed in San José,
and airline fares to México were
substantially reduced by Mexi-
cana Airlines.

Rolando Rosales was recently
appointed Mexicana Airline dis-
trict sales manager in San José.
Rolando was born in El Salvador
and spent his boyhood on a coffee
plantation managed by his father.
He graduated from the Institute
of Technical Education at San
Salvador with a degree in con-
struction. After two years in the
municipal planning department,
de settled in San Francisco.

Rolando graduated from San
Francisco College of Travel and
worked for another airline and a

travel agency before joining Mexi-
cana Airlines in 1971. Rolando is
married to his wife Lola; they
have 3 children including a set of
twins. He tells me he is anxious
to meet people in this community
and to participate in some of our
Latin American events. Rolando
1s a very friendly and knowledge-
able person, I know he will be an
asset to this community.

The matter of the new airline
service to México and low airfares
I thought was important because
the new route Mexicana started
on September 1 is to Guadalajara
where a large percentage of our
Mexican families in this valley
come from.

My guess is that at least one-
third of our residents of Mexican
origin have their roots in the state
of Jalisco, particularly in the
Guadalajara area.

The mnew nightly non-stop
flights between San Francisco and
Guadalajara now cost only $75
each way on Mexicana Airlines.
This is the lowest ever available
fare between the two cities. In
the past, many Mexican families
were unable to afford the airfare
and were forced to drive their
automobiles.

Mexicana also inaugurated on
August 24 daily flights from San
Francisco to Mexico City; the
round-trip will be as low as $192.
Until now, Bay Area passengers
going to Mexico City had to catch
Mexicarlla in Los Angeles.




During the inaugural flights,
ceremonies I had the honor of

meeting Mexicana Airlines Presi-

dent and Chief Executive Officer
Manuel Sosa de la Vega. He is a
man who had a humble begin-
ning; he started with Mexicana
as a Spanish-English typist and
worked his way up to the top posi-
tion.

Mexicana was close to bank-
ruptcy when he became its head,
but under his leadership, the fi-
nancial trend quickly reversed.
Mr. Sosa has held high ranking
positions in national and interna-
tional airline boards. I hope some-
time soon he will honor us with
his visit to San José.

The local Mexicana Airlines of-
fice under the direction of Rolan-
do Rosales is located at 370 Town
and Country Village, telephone
984-8050.

Commercial aviation made fan-
tastic progress after Charles Lind-
bergh’s solo flight across the At-
lantic 51 years ago on May 20,
1927. Just two short years after
his famous journey, Lindbergh
flew the first commercial flight
between Mexico and the United
States.

In the attached photo,
Lindbergh is shown seated at the
controls of a Mexicana Airlines
Tri-Motor as pilot of that historic
flight which he flew between
Tampico, Mexico and Browns-
ville, Texas. Mexicana Airlines,
the oldest airline in Mexico, was
founded in 1924. g
