El Conde de Revillagigedo alla por 1700 inform-
aba del rebozo..... ''Los pafios de rebozo son una
prenda femenina y no hay otra de uso tan personal y
continuo-- que lo mismo |levan las sefloras mas prin-
cipales que las mas humildes. Lo usan como chal,
como mantilla, terciado o amarrado, con las puntas
colgando en la espalda embozadas como en capa es-
pololasecese

Son de algodon, de mezcla, de sedo puro, lisos
o con listas. En aquella epoca habia rebocerias fam-
osas en Tuxtepec, Tenancingo, Temascaltepec, y mu-
chos otros lugares. Pero la 'crema' de las rebocer-
ias estaba en Santa Maria del Rio.

Santa Maria del rio se encuentra en las cercanias
de San Luis Potosi. El paisaje por estos lugares es
arido, formado por montes secos y pelon donde la
unica pincelada de verdor lo dan los nopales, que
han dado @ Son Luis el sobrenombre de la ** Ciudad
de las Tunas'' y vaya si hay variedad de nopales.

Cardonas, rojas, y chiquitas con las que se hace
el famoso queso de tuna, y la bebida llamada ' Col-
onche' Tapona, grande y morodacristaling, blanca
de tamafio mediano, manzano, camuesa, amarilla,
cuija, pitalla (muy espinosa pero muy sabrosa) xo-
conostle (igual que el anterior) y posiblemente algu-
nas ofras mas.

Antes de llegar @ Santa Maria por una desviacion
en la carretera, por el kilometro 383 esta el balneario
de Ojo caliente, pegadito a un simpatico pueblito que
por estar cercano al rio nos ofrece un paisaje distinto
con sus huertas frondosas. Eso de balneario es un de-
cir, pues solo hay dos bafios, uno para hombres y otro
para mujeres y nada mas, pero la cuota de $2.00 que
cobran no se puede pedir mas. El lugar es muy bon-
ito y sus aguas termales infalibles para el reumatismo
y padecimientos nerviosos.

El agua de Ojo caliente pasa del balneario a los
lovadores y despues engrosa las aguas del rio. Hay
un camino de aqui a Santa Maria del Rio, pero no es
muy apropiado para un automovil es preferible siem-
pre wolver a la carretera hasta encontrar un letrero
destartalado ' Santa Maria'' .

Santa Maria es un pueblecito lleno de huertas
frondosas de age s, nuez, mangos, efc,

Fue fundado el 25 de marzo de 1680 por Juan de
Santa Maria con 80 familics otomies, chichimecas y

otros. Lo que no sabemos es la historia del rebozo.

Actualmente hay unas treinta personas que hacen
los celebres rebozos los cuales no se venden en nin-
guna tienda sino en las casas particulares, donde los
hacen. Un rebozo de seda pura cuesta mil pesos.
Cualquiera pensaria que es caro, pero debemos tener
en cuesta que en la elaboracion de un rebozo inter-
viene 3 o 4 personas mas tres meses de tiempo. Los
de artisela que llevan el mismo trabajo cuestan unos
$180.00, los de dibujo y $150.00 los lisos. Los de
fabrica los hay desde 25.00 pesos. Para cada una de
las diversas labores que se realizan en la hechura de
un rebozo hay una especialista, sus nombres son: ur-
dido, afianzado, amarrado, teffido, desatado, entre-
verado, tejido, y la obra maestra; el enpuntado.

Es fama que estos rebozos tienen un olor especial;
en realidad solo lo tienen los de color cafe y esto se
debe a que el hilo a emplear se mete en unas cajas
de cedro, llenas de una yerba llamada "'barvilla''
que solo las gentes del lugar conocen y que hay que
buscar entre las piedras del monte. La intensidad del
tono 'cafe' o 'tostado' depende del tiempo que el
hilo este en contacto con la barvilla.

El metodo de hacer un rebozo es el mismo de hace
100 afos, siguiendo las normas clasicas del arte dom-
estico heredado de los frailes o de quien fuera. La
tejedora se sienta ante la urdidora, que es un banco
de madera con una docena de clavijos colocados en
agrupamientos irregulares, alrededor de los cuales se
va devanando las madejas con precision matematica,
sin una equivocacion.

El telar se amarra a un arbol con unas cuerdas que
forman triangulo. La tejedora se sienta a la distancia
precisa, protegiendose la espalda con el macazal pa-
ra que la fatiga sea menor y empieza a desarrollar un
primoroso trabajo sobre el rustico telar, el cual consta
de tres palos que deben ser del diametro de un peso de
plata.  Uno de los palos se llama 'Tezzopatli', el
del centro es el corazon y el que coje el tejido por
abajo se llama chotera. Una lanzadera que pasa de
un lado a otro va afianzando el tejido. Cada trazo
cada movimiento, debe hacerse con paciencia enor-
me. Lo mismo la ronta que el calabrote o la cule-
brilla quedan perfectos, igualitos en los dos tonos de
hilo que se emplean en un rebozo combinado.

Cuando la tejedora ha terminado su parte entra
en accion la puntera, que tiene a su cargo el fleco
o 'zapacejo' en hermosas combinaciones. La pun-
tera es una verdadera artista que con pasmosa agili-
dod y extremo cuidado va trenzando los flecos o pun-
tas del rebozo. Los dibujos tienen nombres espec-
iales, primeras, tiras, culebras, dobres, otra vez
tiras, culebras, etc. para rematar con unos 30 o 40
centimetros de fleco deshilado.
